Whole Country Menaced.

law dishonorest thou God?” 

” w--Romans 2:23 

SUPPOSE— 

A bank defalcation— 

And the teller should say— 

‘Yes; Tembessled. The law against it is distasteful to me. I ignore 
it; men like me may disregard the law’’— 

Would the bank president— 

Would the bank officials still demand the arrest of the unhappy man? 

And when the jury had found him guilty, the judge would scarcely 
free him, though the man should plead— 

“Your Honor, I saw both you and the bank officials disregard 
other laws’””— 

And the higher court would -be constrained to approve the decision 
of one lower court, even though the miserable man should say in his 
appeal— 

‘‘Members of the Supreme Court have set at naught the law—why 
should not 1?” 

And rightly the Governor, speaking of the sacredness of liberty and 
law, would refuse to pardon him, though he moaned— 

“TI saw you, the Governor of the State, with its judges, and my 
employers and other eminently respectable citizens, say by your acts in 
conniving at the unlawful sale of liquor—I saw and heard you say by 
your membership in clubs—your action which speaks louder than words 
—that the law is applicable only to those who choose to obey it—to those 
who disapprove, the law does not apply.”’ 

THE MAN WOULD GO TO JAIL. 

And yet there are those who say that the man or men who sell liquor 
to their fellowmen do more harm than does the embezzler. 

George Stuart puts it: 

“Tt is far better to steal than to take money and leave liquor in 
its place. 

‘‘The thief steals the money, but he leaves the body, the mind, the 
character, the reputation, and the soul of his victim unharmed. 

‘‘The liquor seller takes the money and leaves something worse than 
nothing. » 

‘'He leaves something that injures the body of his victim; that injures 
the mind of his victim; that injures the reputation of his victim, and that 
ultimately destroys the soul of his victim.” 

YOU CRY IN DISGUST— 

“The club—why, even the lowest tiger does not ruin every man who 
takes a dram.- Be reasonable!’ 

True. Right. But look— 

If a man—whether for money or for fun—shbots a pistol in a crowded 
street and kills one man out of the thousands there, the law imputes 
malice and intent to kill and brands the man a murderer, to be hung 
because of his wanton disregard for human life. 

The seller of liquor—whether he be disguised in the respectable 
habiliments of a charter of a social club, or in the filthy rags of a negro 
blind tiger—the seller of liquor, whoever he is, if he has been in the 
business long enough, has killed—and if he continues long enough in the 
trade he will kill one or more. And the death has not been—the death 
will not be the quick, merciful one that comes from the pistol ball through 
the brain. It has ever been—it will ever be—slow and lingering, sapping 
first the honor, undermining the home, ne areone, | the hearts of loved ones, 
spreading the cancer of disgrace until it drags the man into his grave. 

You, even as you read this, will recall the passing of some poor 
creature whom you knew—maybe one whom you loved, whom the seller 
of liquor has killed for gain. 

But the curse of the trade in club and bar is not now open to debate. 

The State has spoken. 

Section 426, Volume II. of the Code, forbids the sale of liquor in 
Georgia. 

Code Section 5835 describes a ‘‘blind tiger,” and provides for its 
abatement as a nuisance. It says— 

“Any place . . . where spirituous, malt or intoxiesting liquors shall 
be sold in defiance of law, shall be deemed a nuisance, and may be abated 
or enjoined as such.”’ 

The Acts of 1911, Page 180, declare that the possession of “any. 
internal revenue special tax receipt as required’ by United States law is 
prima facie evidence of guilt in any trial to abate or enjoin any blind 
tiger as a nuisance. 

Have you—has your club such a receipt? 

Those members of respectable clubs—those men who are in the 
majority and have not joined simply for the purpose of maintaining a 
blind tiger—we again ask you to consider these laws and conditions in 
our City and State. 

CRIMINALS ARE POINTING TO YOU. 

Again we ask that you obey the law. 

And with confidence that it will ultimately be done, we again ask our 
public officials to consider these laws and to see that they are enforced. 

The blind tiger will go.

The Frisco case is only an instance. The 

Rockefeller institute in New York, and 
other reputable medical establishments in 
Philadelphia and Baltimore, not to mention 
Chicago and Rochester, Minu., where the 

celebrated brothers Mayo do constructive 
sculpture on crippled humanity, are daily 
performing wonders in the sort of surgery 
and rehabilitative medicine. They are trans- 

planting organs from one individual to the 
other. Grafting operations (not political) 

are common. They ere tapping the head of 
@ criminal with 4 hammer and a saw and 
metamorphosing him into an honest and en- 
ergetic taxpayer. There are even promise: 

that in the near future a man may be able 

to send his circulatory system to the dry- 
cleaners and renovators, 

Most amazing about these narratives is 
that they are truth, and not fiction. The 
man who thinks the twentieth century isn't 
@ garden of actual miracles forgets to read 
the newspapers. What further wonders 
medical science may yet accomplish in our 
own day depends simply on the robustness 
of your imagination. 

SUPERIORITY OF OUR SYSTEM. 
The Hungarian government has sent an 

embassy of experts to the United States to 
study the superiority of railroad operation 
under private management. Hungary owns 
several railroad lines, and in that country 

government ownership has not proved the 
unqualified benefaction some of our extreme 
theorists profess it would be for America. 

This one little incident dramatizes the 

folly of the clamor, here and there, for goy- 

ernment ownership. 
Hungary. Germany and others of the old 

world countries have partial or complete 

government ownership of railroads and find 

themselves confronted with a white ele- 

phant. 
America, with a system of railroads the 

efficiency of which puts these government- 

owned lines to blush, has developed a few 
doctrinaires that would embrace principles 

older countries would like to discard. 
American railroads under private man- 

agement are far from perfect. What they 
would be under government ownership -is 
unpleasant to contemplate. 

‘Worst of all, we would have the founda- 

tions for 4 government oligarchy menacing 
popular government as it has not been 

menaced since the peace of Yorktown. Each 

member of the enormous host of railroad 
employees in this country an employee of 
the government, subject to political influ- 

ences and the inevitable inefficiency that 

goes with them. 
That is just one objection, but it is 

enough to brand the whole scheme as chi- 

merical, dangerous and absurd. When it can 
be established that other countries, all things 
being equal, have thrived under government 
ownership of rafiroads. it will be time for 

America to debate the wisdom of that policy. 

But as long as governments owning their 
railways have to learn lessons from private 

ownership in America we had best heed the 

moral and let well enough alone.

TRIAL OF THE 
HAYMARKET RIOTERS, 

The spring of 1886 saw ‘an unusual amount 
of agitation among labor organizations look- 
ing to a higher rate of wages and a schedule 
of shorter vorking hours. The revolt was 
mostly in the west. Chicago was = sort 
of storm-center. In May forty thousand 
workmen struck in Chicago to enforce the 
demand for an eight-hour labor day. During 
the early part of the month several work- 
men had been shot by police and by Pinker- 
ton detectives. 

On the evening of May 3 was announced 
& public indignation meeting for the follow- 
ing day in Haymarket Square. at which “good 
speakers” would be in attendance. About 
fifteen hundred workmen assembled on May 
4. Mont of the addresses were comparatively 
mild in tone, but about 10 o'clock, after the 
mayor had gone and part of the audience 
had dispersed, Samuel Fielden gave utter- 
ance to vehement incenaiary remarks, re- 
ferring with derision to such men as Wash- 
ington, Jefferson and Patrick Henry, and 
concluded, “The inw is your enemy. We are 
rebels egainst it. You have been robbed 
and will be starved into a worse condition.” 

At this point a body of about 180 police- 
men marched up. Captain Ward addressed 
the crowd: ‘I command you, tn the name of 
the people of the state of Illinois to imme- 
diately disperse.” They arrested Fielden. As 
the police were carrying him off a deafening 
explosion occurred and a third of the police- 
men fell wounded, the result of a bomb. 

The officers still on their feet dashed 
@geinst the mob, of whom over fifty fell, 
the rest fleeing. A storm of wrath fell upon 
the anarchists, who had thus for the first 
time tried thelr methods in America. The 
actual thrower of the bomb was probably 
Rudolph Schaubelt; but by shaving off his 
beard immediately he avoided {dentification, 
though twice arrested, and finally escaped 
to parts unknown. 

Efforts were made to bring the heads of 
the Chicago conspirators to justice. The 
bomb used was probably the production of 
Louis Ling. who all the afternoon before 
the rfot had, with bis assistants, been filling 
bombs similar to the one thrown 

Lingg was arrested, as well as seven 
other men connected with the anarchist news- 
papers conducted by Albert R. Parsons and 
Augustus Spies. The prosecution was based 
mainly upon extracts from these papers. As 
Accessories before the fact, equally guilty 
with the unknown principal, having by 
speech and print advised the commission of 
murder. Augustus Spies, Michael Swab, Sam- 
uel Fielden, Albert R. Parsons, Adolph Fisch- 
er, George Engle and Louls Linn were, on 
August 26, 1886, sentenced to death, and 
Oscar Neebe was sentenced to fifteen years’ 
imprisonment at hard labor. 

The trial had consumed a number of 
weeks, having been begun early in. July. It 
was with much difficulty that a jury was 
obtained. On August 17, Captain Black, who 
was the leading counsel for the anarchists, 
began his closing speech. He claimed that 
the whole of the murder rested on the shoul- 
ders of the man who threw the bomb, and he 
argued that the defendants could not be con- 
vieted ag accessories before the fact. 

On August 19. Judge Gary. before whom 
the trial had been held, charged the jury. 
in which he set out that all conspirators were 
equally guilty, concluding his speech at 2:50 
p. m, after which the jury retired and had 
completed and sealed their verdict by 11 
o'clock. 

With the approval of tha judge and the 
district attorney, the sentences of Schwab 
and Fielden were to life imprisonment. Lingg 
escaped the gallows by sulcide, or, an his 
friends maintained, by murder at the hands 
of the police, a bomb, his chosen weapon, be- 
ing exploded in his mouth. Four more 
bombs were found in his cell. Engle failed 
in an attempt to kill himself by potson, 

In November, 1887, Engle, Parsons, Fisch- 
er and Spies were hanged, remaining defiant 
to the last. Their bodiea were buried two 
days later. A procession of anarchists fol- 
lowed them to the grave singing the Mar- 
selllaise and disporting rea rrpbcns. 

There were many people of intelligence. 
standing, patriotism and high courage who 
believed that it was a mistake to administer 
capital punishment under the circumstances. 
Between eight and nine years after the Hay- 
market riot. Governor Altgeld, of Illinois, 
pardoned the three enarchists atill in the 
penitentiary, claiming that “the murder 
Was not upon seditious advice of those ob- 
scure anarchist sheets, but was an act of 
personal retaliation for some of the several 
Instances of police and Pinkerton shooting 
And brutality which he alleged.”

The complex problems of cooking began 
in chemistry, when it was asked.

Certainly, for it is in these very 
nations of form that careful analysis 
found the clearest evidences of the 
value of science. 

So when, as writers and speakers, we 
find our carefully tested and compounded 
recipes, menus and dinner courses transform- 
ed, broken and distorted, we do not forget 
that this has been going on throughout the 
globe for ages; our common ancestors were 
all barbarians. 

To be a perfect recipe must depend upon 
the natural ability of its originator and his 
Gegree of culture. Rules are founded not on 
fact. but on errors in reasoning. 

Different races, families und individuals 
all need different foods differently prepared, 
so all menus should be mere suggestion! 
founded on the needs of the diners with re- 
lation to thelr occupations, health and in- 
dividual tastes 

lt is seldom practical to use a menu ex- 
actly as given In columns of food magazines 
or cookery books; they are not intended for 
hard and fast guides, but for convenience 
and custom and for aids in selecting foods 
that harmonise. Sometimes combinations and 
suggestions art found that, followed out, 
make vld foods seem like new dish. 

The body has been compared to a fur- 
nace. Combustion is constantly going on 
within it and unless we keep it supplied with 
fuel (the food we eat) we are scon con- 
sumed 

Food has two distinct uses. 
pair the wastes of the body, the other is to 
produce heat in the blood For this reason 
we should know the different qualities of 
foods. If we eat too much cooling food in 
cold weather, Nature calls for something 
heavier in no uncertain manner. She is a 
very sensitive dame and her language is 
quickly understood. 

After too hearty a meal of rich foods she 
sends a dull languorous feeling to our brain 
and our dispositions become wrangled. If 
we do not listen to this, she sends a dull 
headache and paints our noses red und 
makes us puff about our work. All this is 
in accordance with our deserts. 

We can keep our bodies well or make 
them ill, at our pleasure. 

It is a temptation to begin the 
a light breaktast und th. ry well 
if we are to have an early, substantial 
lunch. But where lunch Is deferred until 1 
o'clock or after, the digestive muscles are 
weakened and the sudden “breaking of the 
fast" shocks them. Irregular meals. long 
faata between them, and quick eating, bring 
on a desire for something between times. 
Men find this “something” at a bar; women, 
at the confectioners. Such things do not 
tend to make our bodies stronger or econo- 
mize our Income.
