Official Announcement of

Macon, Ga, February 2 (Special.) 
Within the next twenty-four hours 
the official announcement of Thomas 
S. Felder, present attorney general of 
Georgia, for the office of United States 
senator to fill out the unexpired term 
of the late Senator A. O. Bacon, will be 
published, it is stated here. 

This statement was made here by 
friends of Mr. Félder, who had intend- 
ed to make the announcement this aft- 
ernoon, but were unable to complete 
the lengthy statement they intend to 
have accompany the announcement. 

Mr. Felder. is in Washington, but 
wired friends here tonight that’ they 
vould go ahead and make the announce- 
snent at once,.and it 1s understood that 
he will start his campaign right away. 

To the politically wise ones here it 
looks like either one of two things. 
Either Felder or Congressman Hard- 
wick, who has semi-officlally announc- 
ed for the office, has broken with Sen- 
ator Hoke Smith, or Senator Smith has 
pulled out entirely and told his fo 
lowers to go to it and secure the office 
if they can, he taking no part in the 
race, one way or the other. 
With Mr. Felder in the race, Macon 

has two candidates for the office, John 
R. Cooper having announced several 
days ago.

Atlanta Is Criticized.

“Atlanta pays a higher tax to the 

state than any: other city," Commis- 
sioner Guinn informed the board, “and I 
think that the state can designate one 

of its threé school supervisors to make 
@ survey of our schools. I don't mean 
an investigation, but a survey, and re- 
port to this board of thé facts, and we 
can act according! 

Commissioner Terrell aljgned _him- 
self against the movement. He ad- 
mitted that the city of Atlanta pays 
one-sixth of the tax to the state, but 
he took the position that it would be 
poor policy to invite a supervisor to 
make a survey. He pointed out that 
the board would have no way of arriv- 
ing at a conclusion as to the fairness 
or the accuracy of such a survey—one 
probably made by a man not acquainted 
with the modern methods of city school 
system. \ 

Slaton Opposes Surver. 
Superintendent Slaton said, in opposi- 

tion to the movement, that the board 

could not guard itself against wild 

statements and prejudices which might 

enter into such a survey as proposed 
by Commissioner Guinn. He said, with 
emphasis: 

“Ll am opposed to an investigation 

of the school system, and so is Aasist- 
ant Superintendent Landrum. If I do 
not correctly state the position” of Mr. 
Landrum he is here to correct me.’ 

Assistant Superintendent Landrum is 
apparently of the same opinion as Su- 
perintendent Slaton, for he did not deny 
the former's statement.

Big politics will be played in Georgia 
this year. Developments. here today 
following the appointment. of Colonel 
W. 8. West, of Valdosta, to the senate, 
make it certain that’ the state will be 
in a turmoil, politically, until the last 
fall of @ ballot on the day of the state 
primary. With two United States sen- 
ators and a governor to be elected, in- 
dications point to a hot fight for each 
office. 

Hardwick for Senatet 
Representative T. W. Hardwick, © 

the tenth district, today formally an- 
nounced that he would not be a can- 
didate to succeed himself. It ts ex- 
pected that he will issue in a few days 
his announcement for the unexpired 
term of Sengtor Bacon, If Hardwick 
runs for the senate {t seems certain 
that “Senator Smith will have opposi- 
tion. 

Senator Smith was not consulted by 
Hardwick before {ssuing his announce- 
ment. Senator Smith has been ill in 
bed for several days as the result of a 
breakdown from overwork and is un- 
able to see anyone. He is not seriously 
iN and his physician advises him that 
these few days of enforced idleness will 
be really benencial to him. 

At Senator Smith’s house tonight it 
was stated-that he could not be seen; 
had talked with nobody in several days 
except his secretary, Josiah Carter, and 
recsived his first news of Mr. Hard- 
wick's withdrawal from the afternoon 
papers.

The suggestion that Hardwick would 

enter the race was at first accepted

Governor Slaton has just 
appointed W. S. West, of Valdosta, to 
fill the latter's. place and he will serve 
until after the state election, which 
takes place in October this year. West 
‘s from South Georgia and Smith {s 
from North Georgia. Hardwick -will 
make his race for Bacon's unexpired 
term and this will probably mean that 
he will be opposed by West. who will 
stand for election. It has been 
erally understood that Governor 8 
himself might enter the race for this 
position, in which event It was thought 
that West would not stand. 

Slaten, however, lives in Atlanta 
and if he offered for the place held 
by West that would leave two af- 
Janta men in the senate, if both Smith 
nd Slaton were elected. 

Slaton May Oppose Smith, . 
‘The announcement that Hardwick 

will run against West will undoubt- 
edly force a bitter fight and the gossip 
now is that Slaton may be forced intc 
the race against Smith, these two 
making the fight for the North Geor- 
gia place, leaving Hardwick and West 
to settle the fight for the South Geor- 
gia position. In this event Slaton 
would not be a candidate for governor 
and each side would present a candi- 
date so that there would be a general 
fight all along the line.

U. S. BLUEJACKETS BARRED 
BY THE MEXIC DICTATOR 

Mexico City, February 26.—Pro- 
visional President Huerta today re- 
fused permission to the United 
States government to send’ 2,000 
American marines as a guard for 
the legation here. This information 
came direct from General Huerta 
himself. . 
General Huerta says he was asked 

by Washington to agree to the dis- 
patch in addition to the Americans 
of 1,000 more men made up of Ger- 
mans, English and French. To all 
of this he returned a negative reply, 
on the ground that there was no 
need for such precautions. 

Mr. O'Shaughnessy denied any 
knowledge of the proposal. Accord- 
ing to report, the plan 1s sald to 
have reached President Huerte 
through other channels. 

Washington, February 26.—President 
Wilson today’ took the position that 
for the United States to send marines 
or armed forces of any kind into Mex- 
feo without the consent of the govern- 

ing authorities there would be an act 
of war. He declared emphatically that 
permission never had been sought ef- 
ther of General Huerta’ or General Car- 
ranza, and indicated clearly no request 

of that character would be made in the 
near future. The president announced, 
too, that no change in the policy of 
the government toward Mexico hea 
been decided upon. 
he president had been asked par- 

tleularly about reports that American 
troops mfght be sent across the border 
to recover the body of William 8. Ben- 

ton, and concerning published dispatch- 
es that the United States contemplat- 
ed sending marines to Mexico City to 
guard the American embassy. 

One press dispatch, saying General 
Huerta himself had stated today that 
he had refused permission to t®e Unit- 
ed States to send 2,000 marines to Mex- 
feo City, was shown to President Wil- 

son, who said no such a request ever 
had been made. 

. Huerts Inspired Statement. 
Administration officials expressed the 

opinion that General Huerta probably 

inspired the statement merely for ef- 
fect on the Mexican people, whom he 
hoped to impress with his antipathy to 
the Ameftican government, as it is well 
known that permission to land ma- 

rines for legation guards has been 
freely accorded by Huerta to other na- 
tions, including Great Britain and Ger- 
many. 

‘The president explained that the talk 
of sending marines to Mexico had nev- 
er gotten beyond the stage of mere 

cussion among administration offi- 
1s. He said that when Great Britain 

and Germany sent marines to Mexico 
City to guard their legations there 
was a natural disposition here to de- 

termfhe. if the American government 
should take similar action, His in- 
formation, he added, was that Mexico 
City was quiet and that there was no 
danger to foreigners and while Charge} 
O'Shaughnessy as well as Rear Ad- 
miral Fletcher were asked for opinions 
about an embassy guard, both advised 
thet such a step was not necessary. 
Admiral Fletcher took the view that 
there was no occasion for landing any 
armed forces. 

‘Would Involve Recognition. 
It was realized by the administration 

here that to ask the Huerta government | 
for permission to land marines would 
involve @ recognition of that govern- 
ment. 

Discussing the subject of sending 
armed forces into Mexico. the president 
showed familfarity with precedent, 
pointing out that in the Boxer rebel- 
Tion the Chinese government virtually 
had invited the allied powers, ind pro- 

ir legations because of Its own 
Inability toed He referred to 

the Nicaraguan government. 
Ident saw no parallel in Mexico to the 
situation at the time of the Boxer 
outbreak. ae 

‘When it was suggested that Presi- 
dent Buchagys in a message to con- 
gress had advocated sending troops 
Into northern Mexico to resture peace, 
Mr, Wilson spoke of recently having 
Tread the.message and called attention 
to the failure of President Buchanan 
to point out any rule of international 
law under which armed forces; could 
be sent into another country. without 
the latter's permission unless it were 
an act of war. i 

Situation But Little Changed. 
‘The president views the revolution- 

ary situation in’ Mexico as but little 
changed.  Huerta’s resources. he 
thinks, have been weakened, and he 
has learned of an undertone of dis. 
Satisfaction among Mexicans in_ terri.

‘Then apparently answering the ques- 
tion himself, the governor asked con- 
sent of the United States.“in view of 
the condition of revolution and an- 
archy, in these border states, to send’ 
rangers across the Rio Grande in pur- 
sult of the lawless element of either 
faction when they cross into Texas and 
commit crimes.” 

“I insist, Mr. President, that Texas 
&s @ sovereign state, is entitled to the 
protection of Texas citizens on the 
border from an unbearable condition: 
like that which now existe,” concluded 
the message. 

Earlier in the day Governor Colquitt 
had put in motion an investigation of 
the- Vergara incident through state 
channels. The first result was infor- 
mation from the Webb county records 
asserting positively that the island 
where Vergara is said to have been 
scized, belongs to Texas. 

Bryan Cautions Colquitt. 
Washington, February 26.—Secretary 

Bryan tonight telegraphed Governor 
Colquitt, of Yexas, that the sending of 
the state militia into Mexico to ap- 
prehend those responsible for the 
hanging of Clemente Vergara, an 
American citizen, would involve a re- 
sponsibility which the federal govern- 
ment alone was in a position to as- 
sume, 

The governor had inquired whether 
the federal government had any objec- 
tions to the sending by the stute of a 
force to arrest the slayers of Vergara. 
Secretary Bryan replied that the Wash- 
ington government was doing all that 
could be done to obtain the arrest and 
punishment of the offenders. 

A similar situation arose in Texas in 
February, 1912, and February, 113, 
when border troubles caused Governor 
Colquitt to declare he might send Texas 
rangers into Mexico either tc prevent 
firing into American territory o: 
protect Americans, When on February 
24, 1913, Governor Colquitt ordered four 
companies of militia to Brownsville, the 
war department telegraphed General 
Gteever, then in command of the de- 
Partment of Texas, “under no circum- 
stances to permit their crussing of the 
river except under the specific orders 
of the secretary of war.” 

How Vergara Was Killed. 
Laredo, Texas, February 26.—Cle- 

mente Vergara, American citizen, was 
assaulted by Mexican federal soldiers 
bn the Mexican side of the Rio Grande 
end Imprisoned at Hidalgo February 
13. Two days later he was hanged 
from a tree three miles from that city 
and the body left'uncared for until two 
days ago, when it was secretly re- 
moved. 

This, it is stated, was established 
to the satisfaction ‘of United States 
Consul Garrett and S. J. Hill, brother- 
In-law of Vergara, who went to Hidal- 
Ro today to investigate the death of the 
exas Tanchman. They returned 

Nuevo Laredo late tonight. 
Federal soldiers at Hidalgo, they 

said, denied all knowledge of Vergara’s 
Geath, and Captain Apoloniv Kodri- 
fees gommander there. was particular- 
ly emphatic that Vergara and the 
horses which the ranchman claimed 
dad been stolen from him had been sent 
to Piedras Negras. Hill, however, said 
he recognized the missing animals 
nmong the horses ridden by the federal 
troopers. 

It was established that Vergara was 
Selzed on the Mexican bank of the riv- 
er and not on the island about which » 
question has arisen whether it is Mex- 
ican or American territory. 

Mrs. Vergara witnessed the assault 
on her husband. Vergara had been 
told by federal soldiers that Captain 
Rodriguez wanted to settle with him 
for-seven stolen horses and accompa- 
nied by his nephew, he crossed the 
river, ‘The boy*ran’ and hid in the 
brush when the soldiers knocked his 
uncle unconscious and, in view of the 
distracted wife watching from the 
ether band, took him away to Hidalgo. 

The Body Disappeared. 
Mra. Vergara visited her husband in 

jail the following day and dressed his 
wounds. On Saturday he was taken 
from prison, supposedly to be trans 
ferred to Piedras Negras. Later the 
body was seen hanging. Two days ago 
the body disappeared and a newly 
made grave in the Hidalgo cemeters 

as noticed by several Mexicans, who 
rince told the Nuevo Laredo police.

New York, February 26.—Charles 7.

contribution of the late Anthony %. 
Brady in 1912, as Murphy sald he did.

Gay of William Sulzer, deposed govern- 
or of New York. 

Sulzer, a witness today for the sec- 
ond time at the John Doe inquiry into 
Political graft, testified Murphy had 
told ‘him he turned the $25,000 over to 
the democratic state committee. H« 
added that Murphy algo said he had 
“fixed it" so that it would be reported 
in “the committee's list of campai 
contributions under the name of a 
dummy. This is the $25,000 which Sul 
zer says was first offered to him and 
which he refused to atcept. 

Murphy, in a recent public statement, 
paid that he had given the money back 
to Brady. He probably will be called 
in the neer future to tell his story 
under oath. 

Not the Same $25,000. 
Sulzer conceded today that Murphy 

had given $25,000 back to Brady, but 
that it was not the seme $25,000. The 
$25,000 was paid to Brady, according to 
Sulzer, to compromise a suit for $40,000 
which’ he said Brady had brought 
against Murphy. 

‘Murphy sent J. Sergeant Cram to 
see Brady and get him to call off the 
suit,” said Sulzer. “Brady was angry 
and wouldn't listen to Cram. He sald 
Murphy had sworn falsely in his an- 
Bwer to the sult and that he had. better 
come across with the money or he 
would press the suit and expose him.' 

Murphy, on the advice of Samuel 4 
Beardsley, Brady's attorney, finally 
went to see Brady himself. Sulzer said, 
and Brady compromised for $25,000. 

“Brady made him a present of $15,- 
000," added the witness. “The sum- 
mons and complaint in this suit, if they 
are not destroyed, would make inter- 
esting reading at this time.”

LIMITING SCOPE 
OF TRADE BOARD} 

Business Men Discuss Pro- 

‘posed Anti-Trust Measure 

With House and Senate 

Committees. 

Washington, February 
of senate and house committees 
turned today toward perfecting as soon 
as possible the administration’s anti- 
trust legisiat! Program. The senate 
committee on interstate commerce held 
its first hearing on the proposed bill 
to create an interstate trade commis- 
sion; and gmendments to limit the 
scope of that commission and to make 
it a purely advisory and investigating 
body, were submitted by Senator New- 

lands, chairman of the committee. 
Proposed Trade Commissio: 

Members of a committee of the cham- 
ber of commerce of the United States 
discussed the proposed commission be 
fore the senate committee, while hear- 
ings were in progress before house ju- 
diciary and interstate commerce com- 

mittees, with relation to legislation to 
regulate holding companies, federal 
control of railroad securities and short- 
ening of judicial proceaure under the 
Sherman anti-trust law. 

Discussing the bill for a trade com- 
mission, the committee of the cham- 
ber of commerce of the United States 
said 't was not presenting the views 
of the chamber, since one of the duties 
of the committee was to present to the 
membership of the chamber for refer- 
endum vote a list of questions concern- 
ing the proposed legislation. 

The committee comprised John H. 
Fahey, of Boston. president of the 
chamber; R. G, Rhett, of Charleston, S. 
C., chairman; W. L. Saunders. of New 
York; Charles R. Van Hise, president of 
the University of Wisconsin; Charles F. 
Matthewson, of New York:’ Dr. Henry 
Sager, of Columbia university; Guy 
Tripp, of New York, and Louis D. Bran- 
deis, of Boston. 

Dr. Van Hise’s Plas. 
Mr, Matthewson was spokesman, and 

members of the committee were in ac- 
cord on every proposition except one 
advanced by President Van Hise. This 
was an amendment under which bodies 
of such individuals as lumbermen and 
fruit growers desiring to form co-oper- 
ative organizations might submit their 
Plan of organization to the trade com- 
mission which, if it approved the plan, 
would issue a’ permit. This plan. Dr. 
Van Hise thought, would be a help to 
men who deisred to do a legitimate 
business. but did not know how far 
they could go under the law, and per- 
haps could not afford to pay high- 
priced lawyers. Mr. Matthewson ar- 
fued that this plan was unworkable 
and unwise. 

Mr. Matthewson said the committee 
felt the Newlands amendments would 
make a great improvement in the bill 
and would meet most of the criticism: 
He doubted whether it would be a 
visable to require reports from indu 
trial corporations and said the agita- 
tlon of this question already was caus- 
ing alarm in business circles. He ex- 
pressed the opinion that it would be 
unconstitutional to authorize the com- 
mission to have access to the private 
papers of a corporation. 

Mr. Matthewson thought it unwise to 
draw a line us to the size of corpora- 
tions compelled to make reports, and 
suggested that the requirement should 
include all corporations except those 
subject to the interestate commerce 
commission and the controller of the 
currency. He said by the addition 
of a few lines he could amend the Sher- 
man anti-trust law so it would be sat- 
isfactory.

Big Storm. 

Macon, Ga, February 26.—(Special.) 
The city of Macon opened its purse- 
strings today and gave ald to those 
unfortunate persons who were not pre- 
pared for big snowstorm which 
visited this yesterday. This morn- 
ing all of the trash carts of the sani- 
tary department were put into service 
distributing wood and coal to those who 
were caught without a supply on hand, 
and by noon over one hundred loads 
had been distributed. The demand had 
not stopped this afternodn, and the 
carts were still being sent out in a 
steady stream 

Complaints of rowdyism continued to 
come Into the police, four calls being 
received from Wesleyan college during 
the morning, President Jenkins stating 
that boys were breaking the windows 
of the college. A crowd of Mercer 
boys who broke windows at Wesley- 
n were compelled to contribtte $20 to 

haye new ones put in. 
The heavy snow here has done great 

damage to roofs of buildings through- 
out the city. The roofs were not built 
for snows of this kind, and as a result 
many leaks were sprung. At the Price 
Free library streams of water have 
been pouring in from the roof all day, 
and considerable damage has been done 
to the books. The library will be closed 
for two or three days to repair the 
damage. At the city auditorium sey- 
eral leaks Were sprung in the roof. 

The board of education announced to- 
day that the public schools, which had 
suspended for two days during the 
storm, will be reopened in the morn- 
ing. The snow melted fast today, and 
the storm sewers have been taxed to 
the limit to care for the water.

The committee of prominent citizens en- 

gaged in pushing the completion of the im- 

portant Whitehall street improvement pro- 

ject have advanced an excellent suggestion 
whereby funds may be found for that work. 

It is pointed out that Alderman Harwell, 

representing the first ward on the finance 
committee, was sick when the hearings 

were held, and that Whitehall had no 
spokesman. 

‘It is also shown that not one alderman 
or councilman doubts that the improvement 

1 is meritorious, that the city is committed to 

it, and that it should forthwith be com- 

pleted. * The one ostensible drawback has 

been lack of available funds. 

The tax assessors now find that in- 
creased assessments, largely from the south 

side, will allow $30,000 additional for spend- 

ing purposes. There is no cause why the 

Whitehall improvement should not be taken 

care of out of this amount. No other im- 

provement already scheduled would be af- 

fected.

AN UGLY MONOPOLY. 
A strong commendation of The Consti- 

tution’s crusade for a vital statistics bureau 
in Georgia comprises the substance of a 

communication, published elsewhere, from 
Fourth Vice President Duffield of the Pru- 

dential Insurance Company of America. As 
Mr. Duffield says, insurance companies are 
naturally interested in accurate vital statis- 

tics. But the general public and private in- 
terest is even larger and more intimate. 

The other day the house of representa- 

tives of the Souths Carolina legislature 

passed a vital statistics bill. That bill will 
undoubtedly be approved by the senate and 
euected into law. 

When South Carolina takes this action 
Georgia will be the one state in the union 
with not a semblance of a system for the 
registration of births and deaths, and the 

causes of the latter. 
That distinction will give Georgia a mo- 

nopoly of the sort of publicity that damns 

a state in the eyes of an intelligent nation. 
The remissness of Georgia in this respect 

is not short of shameful. The state that 

does not keep books on human lives is the 

state that is neglecting the systematic ap- 
Praisal of its assets and liabilities. 

Not only does lack of a system for regis- 

tering vital statistics confuse titles to prop- 
erty and jeopardize the legitimacy of 

children. 
It also leaves us at a loss to know where 

disease makes its inroads, and what partic- 

ular diseases we must fight and what prog- 
ress we are recording in stamping out all 
manner of diseases. 

The negligible expense of maintaining 

a bureau of this nature would be more than 
offset by the direct and tangible dividends. 
Bills looking to the proper end have been 
indorsed by the leading physicians of this 

state. A very good one failed last year 
because of sheer pressure of what was con- 
sidered more important business. 

. The forthcoming session of the general 
assembly cannot afford to neglect this im- 

portant matter. To write Georgia down as 

less advanced than any other American 
commonwealth would be at onde a travesty 
and @ reflection upon the intelligence and 
patridtism of the legislature.

Charles Louis Napoleon Bonaparte, the 

third son of Louls Bonaparte, and a brother 
of the great Napoleon, spent the greater part 
of his life in intrigues to become the emperor 

of the French and finally succeeded in 
1852, Fifteen years of his early Mfe were 
spent fh exile, and he finally made an un- 

successful attempt to organize a revolutior 
among the French soldiers stationed at 
Strasburg in 1836. He made a descent on 
France in 1840 near Boulogne, but his ef- 
forts were unsuccessful. and he was arrested 
and imprisoned, along with Montholm, Per- 
signy and Conneau. 

For this act of treason against the gov- 

ernment he was brought before the caurt 
of peérs with his accomplices. The trial was 
fixed for September 28. 1840. The month of 
September was employed by the government 

in the private examination of the priso: ‘Ss, 

and by Louis Napoleon’ in such preparations 
for his trial as were possible. 

To all questions addressed to the pretend- 
er he ‘used any answer. On September 

at 30 {nm the morning. the prisoners 
were brought for the first time before the 
court of peers. Louis Napoleon was led in 
first, followed closely by the fameus ad- 
vocates Berryer and Marie, who had under- 
taken his defense. A Ilttle man dressed in 
black, slightly built, pale faced, with a calm 
manner and a dreamy eye—this was the first 
vision which the court of peers had of their 
future emperor. 

By the side of Louis Napoleon was the 
venerable General Montholm. who, after 
sharing Napoleon's exile at St. Helena, had tn 
his old age placed his life at the disposal of 
his heirs. In all some twenty prisoners were 
present. 

The chancelloz, Duke Pasquier. was the 
first to speak. Addressing Louls Napoleon as 
“first accused,” he bid him stand, Then he 
asked him his name, age and profession. To 
the last question the prisoner replied slow- 
ly:_"A French prince in exile.” 

Louis Napoleon then asked leave to make 
a short-astatement, which was given, and 
he proceeded to make the fi of those short 
speeches in which he excelled. He said: 

stand before you the representative ofa 
principle, a enuse, a defeat. The principle is 
the soverelgnty of the people; the cause 
is the cause of the empire; the defeat, Water- 
loo. That principle you have recognized; that 
cause you have served: that defeat you 
would revenge.” 

After Louis Napoleon had finished a num- 

ber of questions were put to him, but to 
these he only replied in monosyllables, or 
more often refused to reply at all. The 
chancel’or then began the examination of 
others accused. Thetr behavior was exactly 
that of the chief prisoner. They had followed 
Louis Napoleon blindly and would follow him 
again. Thus spoke these veteran leaders of 
the first empire, as well as the others. 

Then the procureur general, when all the 
evidence had been heard. addressed the 
court for the prosecution. His speech as 
mace up of a pitiless recital of the facts 
of the attempt. followed by a powerful ap- 
peal for a heavy punishment, which the 
facts so plainly demanded. 

On September 80 Berryer made his speech 
for the defense. After he had finished his 

strong appeal to the French people, it wae 
found that it was not without effect. The 

damage of the attempt to seize the throne 
had been ludicrous; the trial had heen ren- 
dered a serious event, and what remained— 
the punishment—was most serious of all. 

On October 5 the peers pronounced their 
sentence. Only four were acquitted. Ala- 
denize was sentenced for life; Parquin, who 
ied in captivity, with Monenolm, Lombara 
and Persigny, was given twenty years of 
detention—a severe form of punishment: 
Mesonan, fifteen years; Voison and others 

ten rears, and three more five vears. Charles 
Louis Napoleon Bonuparte was sentenced to 
perpetual imprisonment in a fortress within 
the territories of France. 

On October 7 the frigate that was to 
bear the emperor's body back to France cust 
anchor at St. Helena. On the same day Louis 
Napoleon was conducted from Paris to the 
intended scene of his life-long Imprisonment, 
an old fifteenth century fortress near the town 
of Ham, on the sullen waters of the Somme. 

For the first six months the prisoner was 
confined in a small cell nine feet square on 
the first fluor of the Gross Tower, but on 
the 25th of May, 1846, he escaped to London 
attired in the disguise of a laborer. Then 
came the second French revolution of 1848 
and Louis Napoleon had his long wish grati- 
fied and became Louis II of France.

BACON’S DEATH RECALLS TALES 4 
OF AMERICA’S “ELDER STATESMEN” 

By John Corrigan, Jr. 
Washington. February —(Spectal.)— 

Senator Bacon's death, a8 he was approach- 
ing \75 years of age, serves to cail atten- 
tion to the thinning ranks of the older 
statesmen. There are today only eleven men 
in the United States senate who have passed 
the allotted four-score years and ten period. 

The Osler theory’ that a man passes his 
age of usefulness at 65 has never been held 
to apply to statesmanship. In that field 
the wisdom of the old axiom, “Young men 
for action; old men for counsel,” is greatly 
revered. 

President Wilson has placed 70 as the age 
limit for the government service. He has re- 
solved not to appoint to a federal office one 
over that age. and his personal preference 
is not to name an officeholder who will 
reach 70 within the term for which he is 
appointed. Of course, he departed from this 
rule in naming Judge Judson . Clements 
for another term on the interstate commerce 
comm but has held it in numbers to it in 

Sixty the Limit. 
aking appointments to the federal 
*, he places 60 as the age limit. The 

Treason for this is that the appointments are 
for life or “during good behavior,” and the 
federal judge may retire when he reaches 
70 on full sala Although when Judge 
Horace H. Lurton took his seat on the su- 
preme court bench in January, 1910, he was 
66 years old. he had formerly been a judge 
of the circuit court of the United States 
and was eligible to retirement within a few 
years on full salary. So this factor did not 
enter into his elevation. 

To return to the senate. A recent incident 
bearing upon age and statesmanship was the 
speech of Senator Elinu Root, of New York. 
delivered just before the Christmas holidays, 
definitely announcing that he could not be 
considered a candidate for the presidency. 

He reminded his colleagues that he was 
69 years of age; that when the next presi- 
dent was inaugurated, he would have reached 
72. and before the end of the next presiden- 
tial term would be 76. He said he would 
not accept the nomination If offered, and 
could not discharge the duties of the office. 

The statement of the venerable senator 
from New York, who might easily be taken 
for a man of 63, cast a spirit of gloom over 
a number of his fast aging colleagues. thir- 
teen of whom at that time were older than 
Senator Root 

Only three, men advanced in age, were 
ever elected to the presidency—Washington, 
Taylor and Buchanan, The average age of 
the presidents is less than the average age 
of the members of the United States senate 
When Washington was 57, the average age 
of the senate was 48. 
first congress were the youngest in history 
History shows, also, that the chances are 
heavily against a member of the senate be- 
ing elevated to the presidency.

COMMISSION TO SURVEY 
ATLANTA BATTLEFIELD 

House Committee Acts Favor- 
ably on Howard's Bill. 

Indorsed by Garrison. 

By John Corrigan, Jr. 
Washington. February 26—(Special.) 

Favorable action was taken by the 
house military affairs committee today 
on the bill of Representative William 
Schley Howard for the appointment of 
a commission of three army officers 
to gurvey the battlefield of the battle 
of Atlanta. 

The bill looks to the , appropriate 
markings of the principal Spots on the 
field, and possibly to the eventual ac- 
quisition of the dand by the govern- 
ment as a military park. The battle- 
field is to the east of Atlanta and its 
historic value is enhanced by the tact 
that two generals here lost their lives. 
General James B. McPherson, com- 
manding the union army of the Tennes- 
see, and General W. T. Walker, of the 
confederate forces were both killed on 
thi battlefield 
Accompanying the report was a let- 

ter from Lindley M. Garrison, secretary 
of war, to Chairman Hay, of the milt- 
tary affairs committee, in which he 
said 

"In any recommendation, either for 
or against a survey such as ie covered 
by the accompanying bill, it is believed 

|that the war department should be 
gulded by the general aspects of the 
question rather than by the aspects of 
a particular case. The buttlefelds of the 
civil war have been available for stu 
for so long that their acquisition on ac- 
count of thelr historical value is at 
least open to question. 

Discussing the sentimental aspect 
of the case, Secretary Garrison says 
that since the country depends upon 
volunteer soldiers for defenders, no ex- 
pense should be considered an extrava- 
|fance that shows the nation holds dear 
\the brave deeds of its citizen soldie 
Jof the past. For this reason, he says 
the war department looks with favor 
upon the acquisition and marking of

The market 
closed steady at a net decline of 1 
point on March, but generally 4 to 9 
points net higher. 

The market was ‘rregular from the 
start.

DR. MAWSON RETURNS 

Adelaide Australasia. February 
Dr. Douglas Mawson,“the Australasian 
xplorer, returned here today from the 

antarctic on board the Aurora. He 
said his expedition had been “eminent- 
ly_suocessful.” 

Dr. Mawson declared that dredging 
had yielded the best collection of bio- 
logical specimens ever obtained in the 
antarctic. Many mineral deposits had 
Deen exposed, some of them rich.

Occasional rocks 
exposed indicated the existence of a 
vast coal bed
