“The city needs $1,250,000 for 
bulidings," Alderman Candler told 
the finance committee on Wednes- 
day. “The city cannot hope to cope 
with the situation which confronts it 
on the meager income.” 

Mayor Woodward's opposition to a 
bond issue is the only, menace. He was 
asked by The Constitution on Wednes- 
day if he did not consider a bond issue 
@s the only certain method of allevi- 
ating the present cramped condition of 
the city's finances. 
_“It is not a question. of what I con-

WAVES WERE BREAKING 

OVER WRECKED VESSEL 

Rescue One of Most Nota- 
ble Ever Accomplished on 

Atlantic Coast—Cobequid 

Had Begun to Break Up. 

Yarmouth, N. 8, January 14—Snatch- 
ed from what seemed almost certain 
death, the 108 passengers and crew of 
the. Royal Mail Packet Cobequid are 
snug tonight in Yarmouth harbor. 
Wireless appeals for assistance which 

she had first made thirty-six hours be- 
fore were answered late today as the 

doomed steamer was being racked to 
pieces on Trinity Rock, six miles: off 
Port Maitland. The rescue will go 
down in shipping annals as one of the 
most notable ever accomplished on the 
Atlantic coast. 

The Cobequid had begun to break up 

under the cannoning of the terrific 
Seas that had been merciless from the 

time the vessel struck early yesterda: 
Quantities of cargo covered the 
ters as the lifeboats ranged alongside. 
The coastal steamers Westport and 
John L. Cann were first to get their 
small boats into the water and they 
were followed soon by boats of the 
government steamer Lansdowne and 
the steamer Rappahannock, As the 
work of rescue progressed the seas 
subsided and no mishap marred the 
triumph over the waves. 

Found Liner on Ledge. 
Captain McKinnon, of the Westport, 

found the liner on Trinity ledge at 
| 4:20 o'clock this afternoon, At the time 
there was a high wind and rough sea. 
He took off in free lifeboat Toads 
seventy-two persons, including all pas- 
sengers, the purser, several deck offi- 
cers and part of the crew. : 

‘The Westport stood by until 6:16 
o'clock, when the John L. Cann came 
up. The latter took off twenty-four 
men as the Westport was leaving for 
"Yarmouth. s 

‘The odptain and eleven men of the 
Binyedyerew decided to remain on the ship un- 

til morning and the government steam- 
er Lansdowne remained by with them 

The Westport arrived at Yarnfouts 
‘at 9 o'clock and the John L. Cann fol= 
lowed her in.

auxiliary to the courts and department | 
of justice, and act as a bureau of in- 
formation to which the business world 
would direct inquiries, but which would 
have no power of granting immunity 
or of regulation. 

Provisions in every case for penal- 
ties based on individual responsibility 
and personal guilt. 

Wilson Did Most of Talking. 
The president today did most of the 

talking, with occasional interruption 
from his visitors, Details were left 
to the committee themselves to work 
out in co-operation with the president, 
the department of justice and the de- 
partment of commerce.

A BOND ISSUE 1HE 
ONE KEY 70 THE CRISIS 

Chairman Humphrey, of council's finance 

committee, has put the approval of calm 

and conservative business experience upon 

the contention that the one way out of At- 

janta’s municipal entanglement is & bond 

issue, 
In common with every other unbiased 

student of muficipal affairs, The Constitu- 

tion has for several months emphasized 

the position that @ bond issue offers the 

only escape from the accumulated inade- 

quacy of facilities that is threatening the 

‘health and penalizing the progress of the 

city. 
It is no more possible for a city than for 

a business to make current income meet 

maintenance and provide simultaneously, for 

permanent improvements. The city that 
long’ attempts so radical a violation of 

economic law does one of two things: 

“(1) Exacts an exorbitant tax levy; (2) runs 

down at the heel, municipally-speaking, de- 

priving its citizens of the rights, the pro- 

tection and the ordinary public functions 

assumed to inhere in city government. 

Atlanta has reached the latter crisis. 

With inadequate exceptions we have been 

trying to make current income sustain the 

city and cover the demands of growth. That 
policy has failed grievously. Where has it 

left us? 

Right now, from the point of view of 

schools alone, we are nearly one million 

dollars behind the equipment we should 

possess and need at this moment. The 

health of thousands of school children is 

jeopardized because they are crowded into 

insufficient room space, or forved to study 

in ill-ventilated rooms, or in close proximity 

to sewers. Many are compelled to walk an 

unreasonable distance from their homes in 

severe weather to secure accommodations. 

A keen analysis of the disease and death 

rate would show that, even now, Atlanta is 
paying for this shortsighted policy. The 
same conditions apply to the negro schools. 

Many imperative street improvement 
projects are menaced because the city can- 

not find the money with which to material- 

ize them. This means that progress and 

growth, the multiplication of wealth for 

every element in the community, are held 

in abeyance. It is certain: many of these 

projects cannot be- qared for by current in- 

‘come. It is certain they are all needed.

As to the fiscal side, Atlanta is better 

situated to issue bonds than any city of her 
size in America. We have a bonded indebt- 

edness of only six million dollars. Counting 
the enhancement of property values by the 
time-an‘issue could be authorized, we have 

a ‘borrowing margin of approximately six 
millions more. Atlanta is one of the few 
American“ municipalities that do. not make 

facilities keep pace with growth by con- 
stantly invoking the bond method. In New 

York city, for instance, the authorities can 
issue bonds without a popular referendum. 

New:.York’s legal’ limit is 10-per cent of 
assessed property values. And New York 

property is assessed much nearer its true 

‘value than property in Georgia. Each year 
New York-estimates the extension of the 

city’s bonding limit, then bonds itself to the 

limit, 80 that the city shal] not run behind 

In its facilities, and so that posterity shall 
pay Its Just portion in permanent Invest- 

ments. 

In-Georgia cities can, bond themselves 
for only 7 per cent of their assessed values. 

Values in Georgia are assessed, upon an 

average, from 60 to 65 per cent of. their 

true value. Under this ironclad safeguard 
it is impossible for Atlanta to fall into 

looseness OF extravagance. . 

These are facts which every man with 

regard for the health and prosperity and 

future-of himself, his wife and his children 

needs. to. consider solemnly. We have 

reached a crisis that can no~longer be 

evaded. .The bond way is the only way out 

of it.

Much of the $10,000 extra he asks 
would be spent in chopping the death rate 

by measures that would lessen the slaughter 
of the innocents.

The entire communication of Dr. Ken- 
nedy, and the facts in which he frankly 
deals, comprise an irresistible argument for 

more liberality toward the health depart- 

ment. Atlanta now gives far less, propor: 

tionately, to health conservation than the 
average American city. To refuse, through 
miserly so-called “economy,” to do Atlanta's 
full share in this most fundamental of all 
city obligations, is to be particeps criminis 
to a needlessly high death rate. 

THE TWELVE WORST BOYS. 
Jack London, Upton Sinclair and two of 

their friends less known to name, are about 
to establish what may be called a human 
laboratory near Reno, Nevada. .They be 
lieve they have located the twelve worst 
boys in the United States, picked from 9,000 
incorrigibles over a range of twelve states, 
each one averaging 87 per cent bad. These 
boys are to be placed on a ranch in Ne- | 

vada, and under scientific supervision given 
the opportunity to demonstrate whether 

they cannot be transformed into wholly or 

partially good citizens. The experiment will 

cover several years and its sponsors be- 
Heve if it {s successful, the conclusions in 
points will influence juvenile criminology | 
in this country for an indefinite period. 

Their theory may or may not be correct. 
Human nature is one thing about which no 

tian on earth, however skilled and intuitive, 
may dogmatize. We can, it is true, apply 
the law of averages as to unchanging princi- 
ples and expect to get reasonable redults. 
But the process cannot be carried to its ulti 
mate conclusion in the case of every in-, 
dividual, and even less so with boys. The 
boy who is a defective, must be treated in‘! 
the empirical sense, each as a law unto him- 

self. We are fond of saying that the child 
is father‘to the man, but the authority who 
attempted to apply to the plastic and half- 
irresponsible nature of the child the rules 
to which the adult would respond, has a 
search warrant out for trouble.

MAKES PLEA FOR CITY AID 
Editor Constitution: The total death rate 

for 1911 in Atlanta, white and colored. was 
18.70 per 1,000 population and in 1912 it 
dropped to 16.35, and during the past year has 
dropped to 16.08; These figures show that there 
has been a gratifying decrease in our death 
rate, and this is especially noticeable among 
the whites during the past year, as only 1,366 
white people died at all ages in Atlanta, 
which shows an exceedingly low death rate 
among the white people compared with any | 

While many lives | other city.in the country. 
have been saved yet the health department 
is not satisfied. Many more (probably hun- 
dreds) can be saved with a slight increase in 
the working force of the department. 

The infant mortality is our greatest death 
rate and much of it can be prevented. 

‘To reduce the infant mortality it is nec- 
eanary to educate the people. z 

Slaughter of innocents. 
During 1618 more than 500 babies died 

in Atlanta under 2 years of age. This. rep- 
resents about one-fifth of the total numher 
of deaths. A study of the causes of this 
infant death rate shows it to be due in a 
great measure to the lack of knowledge as 
to the proper, method of caring for babies. 
The health officer finds the best means of 
attacking this problem is by the use of 
visiting nurses who can give the needed In- 
structions as to the care and feeding of in- 
fants. In a great many of the cases there 
Is no attending physician, and, therefore, 
no one to give proper instructions as to 
the care and feeding of the child. For this 
purpose, the health officer has asked for an 
appropriation to employ two visiting nurses. 
Money spent where it will save lives is well 
spent, but. money spent where it will save 
most lives is best spent, and we find that 
this field offers the greatest returns at this 
time. 

Milk Staff Must Be Increased. 
As milk is the only proper food for in- 

fants under one year of age, it Is necessary 
to have a good milk supply, especially for 
poor pebple. To improve the milk supply 
the health officer has asked for an additional 
dairy inspector, an additional milk inspector, 

and a veterinarian, in order to complete the 
tuberculin testing work which is being done 
through the co-operation of Dr. Bahnsen, 
state veterinarian. The city has two dairy 

inspectors and one milk inspector. In addl- 
tion to doing the tuberculin testing work 
they.are supposed to visit and inspect sevem 
hundred or more dairies. This dairy force 
has not been increased during the past ten 
years, It is impossible for this dairy fore® 
to supervise an? look after the milk situs~ 
tion as we wish it, and it. {s. absolutely 
necessary for this force to be increased. 

The check on the milk supply and the 
contagious diseases is supplied by the work 
done in the city's laboratory, and the force 
here is entirely Inadequate to meet the de- 

mands of the growing efty. This foree 
Temains about the same as when first in- 
augurated, several years ago, and an addi- 
tional force is necessary at the present time 

to meet the increased demands of the city. 
The entire appropriation for the health 

department of Atlanta was but approxl< 

mately $40,000 last year—and this for a city 
of 180,000 inhabitants! We are asking i 
$10,000 more this year, or $50,000 in all, 
and even that will give the city of Atlanta 

the smallest amount of money for the main- 
tenance of its health department of any city 
of its size in this country, if not in the 
world. 

If we recetve this $10,000 extra for this 
year we will put on at once an extra milk 
inspector in charge of inspection of milk in 
the city, and an extra dairy inspector to 
assist in the Inspection of dairies which 
supply milk to the city. We will also put 
on a veterinarian to head the dairying and 
Slaughterhouse departments, and we belfeve 
this to be of the utmost importance in re- 
ducing the death rate of the city. In addi- 
tion to this we will put on a force of visiting 
nurses to do child-welfare work in those 
Parts of the city where it is most needed. 
We consider this, more important than any- 
thing else, and it is as important if not more 
so in the matter of conservation of' humah 
life than anything we are now doing. 

These things will cost the health depart- 
ment $10,000 a year more than it is receiv- 
ing now and if we get this $10,000 we will 
use it in a way that will make it the best 
investment this city could get out: of the 
expenditure of that much money.

not necessatfly have 
odors, but usually have; 
they destroy infectious 
and contagious disease 
germs. 
Sulphur is one of the 

most powerful fumi- 
gants and gives sure 
results. When this is 
used the fumes will de- 
strov all life so. that 
houses infested with in- 
sects, rodents and dis- 
ease germs are. made 
clean. Of all fumigants 
sulphur is the most 
practical, but rooms or 

houses where it is to be used must be made 
air tight. Close every window, fasten stove 
draughts and open grates and fire places 
tight sbiit and remove your cats, dog or 
bird, for nothing can exist in the” deadly 
air that the burning brimstone throws forth. 

Buy sulphur candles at the druggist’s 
and place one or two in every room, setting 
them in a tin dish or pan of\water to-avoid 
fire and drippings. Do not light until you 
are ready to leave the house. If: you can- 
not secure the candles moisten a cup of 
sulphur with alcohol, put it in a deep pan 
and set this pan in-a big bowl_or tub of 
water, before touching it with a match. _ 

Fumigate early in the day and do not 
open the house until night. Get a circulation 
of.air started as quickly as possible so the ‘ 
odor of, the brimstone will be blown out. 

For disinfecting sewers, soll, etc., dissolve 
a pound of copperas ina gallon of water 
and apply by flushing. Copperas is poison. 
For washing bed linen that has been about 
contagious ilJnesses make a solution of two 
tablespoons of salt, four ounces of sulphate 

| of zinc and a gallon of water. Do not shake 
the clothing in the house or. out doors, as 

.| this scatters disease, but put at once in a 
pail filled with the zine solution, boiling hot 
if possible. Let stand an hour or until cool, 
then wash, boil thoroughly and dry in the 
sunshine. 

But more important than fumigating or 
disinfecting after illnesses is it to be clean 
at all times. 

Begin with the feet of your hotse—the 
-cellar—if not dry all other precautions are 
useless. Better go without a covering on 
your floor,or a curtain to a window and 
have a welll drained cellar, lime washed, pure 
and fresh with perfect cleanliness, 

‘An old turnip, carrot, beet or sprouting 
potato will germinate disease, the evil spores 
will float into your pretty hall, up into your 
immaculate bed rooms, bringing fover and 
sore throats. All the fumigating and dis~ 
infecting in the world will not keep you 
healthy unless the cellar is well kept. 

A basket of lime, often renewed as it 
slacks in the air, should be kept in the 
cellar and the steps, shelves, windows and 
every place not white washed or cemented, 
should be swabbed out every two weeks with 
boiling water containing salsoda or lye.

Acts.as His Own Lawyer 

in Attempt for Freedom 

Just as a lawyer, with many years of 
practice and experience in state and 
federal courts, Elmer Chadwick, a-con- 
vict now doing four years in the fed- 
eral penitentiary near Atlanta, yester- 
day filed with Deputy Clerk John Dean 
Steward, of the United States court, 
a habeas corpus writ through which 
he hopes to be brought before the fed- 
eral judiciary to quick freedom.
