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The World’s Mysteries

SIMONIDES,
THE FORGER

IWhen 1800 wap drawing to o clese therse
died In an Albanian villare one af the most
remarkable characters that has ever heen
brought prominently to public notice His
name was Alcibiades Simonides Fle Is sald
to have been o natlve of Byrene and was
porn about 1818 He was a man of varied
accomplishmenta and for that resspn was
ably fitted to fool the scholars and eminent
notzbles with whom he came In contact
Ha wes especlaily eminent as an artist end
a lithographer Hia learning wae profound.
He was & fluent and persuasive speaker
and was gifted with extraordinary industry

Eelng S0 unfortunate ag to lack a con-
gcience Simonldes utilized all these talents
by becomlng a forger of anclent doguments
His first public appearance was 1z Athens
when he was 85 years old TUpon this visit
he laid before the king and gueen of that
country several appsarently priceiess manpu-
sorlpts Many of them were works whose
total disappearance had long been mourned
by scholare He gave a plaustble explana
tion a5 to how thess documents had come
inta hia possesslon He sald hls uncle and
ne had discovered them in the c¢loister of
Chilandar on Mt Athos He was contronted
by some ©of the most learnsd scholars in
Athens and eatisfied them of the genunine
nteus of his dlscovery The king snded by
buying the most Interesting of them for
$i0 0G0

In a year Simonides waes back with a
fresh lot. among them an anclent Homer
written on lotus leaves with Bn accompany
ing commentary by Eusgtathlus The king 3
mouth waterad at the slght. But he could
gpare money encukh to buy only one half
the documents The rest he recommended
for purchase by the University of Athens
A commissien of twsalve pcholara was ap
polnted to examine the treasure trove
Eleven reported In favor of the genulneness
but the twelrfth Prof Mavvaki was skep
tical and called for anothér examination
Tnen it was dlscovered thair the Simeonides
Homer reproduced all the misprints of Wolll'y
edltion He was calied upon for an explana-
tlen but It was found that he had already
disappeared

tears passed and the memory of Simon
ides was almoat forgotten Theh a stranger
turned wp Iin Copstantinopie with several
valuable manuscripis =a palimpsest historv
of the kings of Egypt in Greek by Uranluse
of Alexandria an old Greek work on hlero-
glyphics and an Assyrian manuscript Fifty
thousand dollars was soon raised for the
purchase of these antiquities

Tha palimpsest mannaoript was sent to
Berlin, itz awvthenticity was reaffirmed hy
the Aeademy and Prof Dindorf offered the
Tniversity of Oxford the honor of Tecovering
this valunbla book to the world The work
had actually been begun Thes Egyptologist
Ldpsiua who naturally wished to know haw
far Eiranius supported it and demolizshed hix
own theorfes asked to see the early sheeta
and speedily discovered with amazement
that the hook was Httle more thon a trane
lation in an (ndifferent Greek of portions
of the writlngs of Bunsen and himself

The press was stopped &t once and the
manuscript was submitted to microscopie
experta and It was found that the layer af
writing which had been nominally restared
wagB more indlstinet than the layver which
had been effaced and the pretended old lnk
overlald the new

Bimonides (for it was he) was called
upnan for an exXplanation but agaln he had
dsappeared e now varled his mcheme
At his next appearance in Constantinepnle ha
sald he was the Dpossessor of an hnoglish
manuscript dated from the time when tha
French and Venetians ruled over Constanil
nople which contained 2 record of the burlal
places of many valuabla manuseripts After
befng rebuffed In two or Lhree places he
applled to Ismail Pasha thea mlnister of
publie worka Ismall was In his harem
when Simonides calied so that the latter
busfed himself with en exploration of the
grounds

When the pasha appeared Simeonldes in
formed hlm fhat this very garden was men
tloned in his maenuscript. The pazha s inter
est war ekcited He consented to make an
excavation By Bimonlides direction work
was begun under a fig tree In a very few
minutes @ eurious ¢ld box was dug up
Withln 1t lay a poem in manuscrint nsten
slbly written by Aristotle

The pashe averjoyed filled the cunning
forger 5 hand with Turkish colns But when
the gardener heard of the dicsovery he quiet
Iy remarked that the fig tree had been trans
planted just about twent¥ Years before And
that all tha sdiacent ground had been thor-
oughly dug up at tha tlme Let ma 4lg
sald Simonides In a few mlnutes he had
ynearthed s bronze box which upon belng
opened dlsclosed the manusreript In question
But a dispute srose The laborer smore that

ha had zeen Slmonmides sHp the bax out
of his sleave into the hale Here wards wera
exchanged At last the gquesiion of the

authenticity of the manuscript was postpon
ed uhtil the next dey Vhen the next day
arrived of course Bimonides had fled

Two months loter Simonldes wae in Lon-
dot. English scholars wera greally exer
pigsed orer a remarkabie manuscript in hia
pos=egslon givlng a memoranda of Bellsarius
to the Emperor Justinlan Flrally the Truke
of Sutheriand houghbt It for §3 200 and ais»
patd $100 for a letter from Alcinlades to
Pericles Agaln Simonides disappearsd be
fore the fraud was discovered The learned
warld hoped it had heard the Jast of him
But one day¥ he was caught in an Iberian
eloiater in the act of making some additions
te an ancient manuseript. At that tlme
he had assumed ths name of Rarlcourt H=a
wag promplly recognized was panished from
the country and a warning agalnst hlm waz
published far and wlde From that time
untll the day of his death he emerged aonce
or twicoe from obascurity with a forged manu
script but he waes promptly exposed

the strain 1n the stuff The probation of
ficer whno prosecutes the case does not strive
to prove the charge for the ypurpose of
rindteating the law but because he knows
that the ascertainment of the truth IR neces-
sary to the melfare of the child and that a
rapentant splrit 18 the requlsite beglnning of
a better life The law in a c¢hildrens cour:t
iz not a bolo with which to crush the aof
fender but o cure to heal his Iafirmities

The children a court differs most radically
from the criminal couri in this respect The
eriminal court hates both the sin and the
sinner  the childrens court stops with
hatred for the eln In the criminal court
the olfense 18 artificlaily dubbed as larceny,
robbery burglary etc and with conviction
cames 2 openalty more or lesy fixed Each
crime has a srt penalty  In other words the
ordinary criminal court may be character
ized as dispensing & dose as distinguished
fram a ireatment.

In & <hildrens court orime and pln are
daclared to be of the same stripe  Crime has
relevancy only as glving the court a right
to deal with the child and as furnishing an
insight into his character TUpon the analy
ais nf character Is basded the ultimate diree
