‘The members of the British colony 
have viewed with patience, but ap- 
prehension. the immense ” prejudice 
caused their business and personal in- 
terests. through the attitude assumed 
by the foreign powers with regard to 
the Present unfortunate situation in 
this country and the apparent reluc- 
tance of their government to take defi- 
nite steps to retect such interests. 
But in view of the killing of William 
S. Benton at Ciudad Juarez, this feel- 
ing has become one of alarm, inas- 
much as it appears. from press reports, 
that the investigation and action taken 
concerning the death of our fellow- 
countryman are to be directed by a 
foreign government, and that it ap- 
ears, from press notices, that the Brit- 
lsh representative in the investigation 
will not have the support necessary to

since press dispatches report that the 
request of the United States govern- 
ment to have the body of Benton de.

the responsible parties. 

Prompt Action Needed.

London, March 1.—The Earl of Minto, 
formerly governor general of. Canada 
and once viceroy of Indja, died at 
Hawick this morning. 

service Entering the government’ 
at the as ensign of the Scots 

age of 22, Gilbert Jonn 
fourth Earl of Minto, became at 60 
viceroy of India. the ‘most important 
luerative post in the Britfeh calonial 
governments. He Was vorn in 1845, aud after edu: 
cation at Eton and Cambridge, there 
were thirty years filled with: brilliant 
exploits a3 a soldier, six as governor 
rgeneral of Canada. and five in govern- 
ng India. 
He was in Panis during’ the com- 

munists’ uprising in 1871. He followed 
the Carlist army in Spain as a war 
correspondent. He witnessed the oper- 
ations of the Turkish army ‘on the 
Danube, and was present during the 
bombardment of Nokopolis, and the 
historic crossing of the Danube. He | 
was with General Roberts in the 
Afghan campaign and later served as 
his private secretary in South Africa 
He fought the Egyptians as a captain 
of mounted infantry In 1882, and was 
severely wounded at Magfa: 

Later he becamg militagy’ secretary 
to Lord Lansdownd, the governor gen- 
eral of Canada, and during this serv- 
ice he helped put down the northwest 
rebellion as chief of staff under Gen- 
eral-Middleton. Returning to his home 
land, he served as brigadier general 
of volunteer Infantry in Scotland. 

When 48 years of age, Lord Minto 
was appointed governor general of Ca- 
nada, and there won renown as a 
statesman and diplomat. In his 
speeches he showed deep affection for 
America. 

“L predict u great future for 
yestern continent.” he said, shortly 
fore his death. “It is a land of inc 
culable riches. Northwest Canada -to- 
day offers some of the greatest oppor- 
tunities In the world.” 

During Lord Minto's reign in Cana- 
da, the Boer war broke out again. Ca- 
nada was called upon for volunteer 
troops. In this emergency the vast 
knowledge he had gained in his thirty 

the 
be- 

Years of soldiering was of inestimable 
benefit. He personally saw to the or- 
ganizing and equipping of that splendid 
contingent of Canadian soldiers which 
arrived on the South African battle- 
fields as one-of the best trained body 
of soldiers in the war. 

Great as was his service in Canada, 
the British public Will probably best 
remember him ag viceroy of Indla, the 
successor of Lord Curzon. One of the 
unique reforms that Lord Minto insti- 

ed in India was the use of finger 
prints on money orders in the postal 
service. He closed his long public ca- 
reer In 1909 when he resigned from 
the viceroyalty 
Lord Minto was posseased of great 

wealth. most of which he inherited

Berlin, February 38 —Admiral yon 
Disderichs replied in print today to 
statements made by Admiral Dewey 
regarding the exciting incidents be- 
tween the American and German naval 
commanders in Manila bay during the 
Spanish-American war. 

The reply of 11,090 words is published 
in the official Marine Rundschau. It 
contains the report of the visit made 
ta Admiral Dewey on July’ 10. 1898. by 
the then Flag Lieutenant von Hintz, 
who ts now German minister to Mexico. 

It is indicated from this report that 
Admiral Dewey threatened the Ger- 
mane with war if they did not cease 
their interference -with the blockade 
regulations and if they refused to per- 
mit the Americans tomake the inqul~ 
ries necessary to establish the identity 
of neutral warships.

With reference to this case and in 
order to show the spirit ef justice 
which animates the constitutionalist 
government.

States and stated publicly through the 
press. 

Rights of Foreighers Recognized. 
“The- constitutionalist government 

tecognizes the rights of all foreigners 
as provided for by the decree of May 
13, 1913—to claim losses and damages 
ajready suffered by them or which they 
may continue to suffer during the pres- 
ent civil strife, ie. since February 19, 
1913, until the restoration of constitu- 
tion@l order in Mexico, The above 
Is evidenced by your honorable secre- 
tary of state, William Jennings Bryan, 
who does me justice in his second tele- 
Gram of_yesterday addressed to you 
wherein he appreciates my efforts in 
endeavoring to protect the lives and 
properties of foreigners, inasmuch as I 
have always respected them in my 
character as supreme chief of the con- 
stitutionalist army, and enforced the 
respect for the lives and properties of 
all foreigners residing in thé republic 
who strictly complied with their obligas 
tions as ncutrals. 

“I wish. however, to call especially 
to your ‘attention—in order that you 
may so inform your government—that 
yours Is the first direct representation 
made to me in the Benton case, since 
all of the representations made in this 
case, 50 far, have been made to authori- 
ties of the constitutionalist govern 
ment who only have been dealt wit! 
although I am the supreme chief of thi 
constitutionalist army. according to 
the declaration of Guadalupe. of 
March 26, 1913. And it is, therefore.

FRUIT CROP OF STATE | 
VERY LITTLE DAMAGED 

No Danger Unless Another 
Cold Wave, Say Fruit 

Exchange Officers. 

Uniess there Is a recurrence of the 
cold wave in Georgia, it is hardly 
possible that the fruit crop will suffer 
very much on aecount of the recent 
cold snap. Information received on 
Saturday by the officers of the Geor- 
gia Fruit exchange is to the effect that 
while there has been some damage in 
certain parts of Georgia, this damage 
has not been very great, and ‘that the 
freeze proved 2 blessing in disguise in 
other places, . 

In a letter received by the exchange 
from A. -D. Williams, of Yatesville, 
Ga., one of the big growers, Mr. Wil- 
liams estimated the damage to have 
killed out 45 per cent of the Eilbertas 
and 30 per cent of the Carmens, but 
Manager,Marks hopes that these fig- 
ures will be greatly reduced upon 
closer inspection.

Not Ofncial Document. 
Hennessy, called to the stand, testi- 

fied that the report was one he had 
made for newspaper publication, and 
that it was not an official document. 
It would take six months, Hennessy 
testified, to make a thorough Investi- 
gation of graft in the state highway 
department. 

‘The committee will make a prelimi. 
nary report to thé legislature next 
week, and will ask for power to con- 
tinue’ Its investigation and to appoint 
a large staff of engineers to investl- 
gate the condition of roads through- 
out the state. 

Sulzer said that information of 
fraud in the state highway department 
came to him during his campaign for 
governor, and that, in accordance with 
pre-election promises, he appointed & 
committee to investigate and report. 

“They only investigated sixty days,” 
a Sulaer, “but they found out 

erough In that thme to convince mi 
4hat every department of the state 
was honeycombed with graft. I then 
appoihted Hennessy to investigate the 
highway department, and told him to 
ko to the end of the rope, drive out 
the grafters and to spare nobody. 

Fraud Discovered. 
“The legislature, howevér, ‘refused 

to appropriate the money to defray 
the expenses of the investigation. so 
Hennessy and I and a few friends’p 
up the money. The Tammany sen 
tors, acting Under Instructions, struck 
out'the appropriation. Hennessy. { 
vestigated forty roads in twenty-two 
counties, and found that their con- 
struction was fraudulent 

“The taxpayers had 
of millions and millio: 
Hennessy told me that 
cent of the cost of the roads went for 
their actual construction and the rest 
was stolen. 

“Later Hennessy discovered astound- 
ing graft in the reconstruction of the state capitol, and I ordered State Ar-

‘Washington, February 28—With the 
probleg: of drafting satisfactory trust 
lewisiation becoming more complicated 
as congressional committees dig more 
Geeply into the subject, early adjourn- 
ment of congress becomes doubtful.

REFORM OR SUSPEND! 

‘The senate committee on agriculture and 

forestry has reported favorably the bill of 

Senator Smith, of South Carolina, looking to 

federal regulation of cotton exchanges, with 

specific reference to dealings in futures. 
‘The measure follows identically the con- 

tention often advanced by The Constitution. 

Only recently the Vicksburg and Memphis 

exchanges, demanding a house cleaning, de- 

clared that all transactions in futares— 
Must be based upon a fair and honest 

contract system. 
‘And that is precisely what the senate 

Dill provides, Under it the New York Cot- 

ton exchange practice of using a stock ac- 

cumulation of dirty “dog-tail” cotton as the 

basis of quotations, or of arbitrarily classify- 

ing cotton without regard to its quality or 

texture, would be stopped. 
‘The bill puts the classification of cotton 

in future transactions upon the federal de- 

partment of agriculture, and not interested 

or unscrupulous market manipulators. This 

is as it should be. 
It is also provided that grades of cotton 

to be delivered on contract shall be explic 

itly specified. As it now is the New York 

+ Cotton exchange contract calls for anything 
and nothing, with the cards stacked against 
the farmer and against the legitimate 
dealer in the staple. 

There is nothing whatever in this bill to 

which the legitimate operator in cotton can 
take exceptions. 

It does not interfere with hedging, which 
1s a natural and needed function of all bust 

ness transactions and markets, 

It simply exacts that transactions in fu- 

tures shall be upon a bona fide basis and 
not sheer “frame-ups” for the purpose of 

“shaking down” the farmer and the mill 

man, 
The keynote of the bill is regulation and 

not destruction! 

That is proper. 

It would be a calamity if American mar- 
kets were wiped out altogether—if farmers 

were at the mercy of foreign markets, and if 

American consumers had no chance to 
hedge. 

But it is a dead certainty that unless the 
exchanges conform to these reasonable stip- 
ulations they are going to be compelled to 
“to so. It is even probable that congress, 
despairing of curing a disease any other 
way and skeptical of hypocritical protesta- 
tions and temporary reform, may cut off the 
lead of the patient. 

‘That would be unfortunate, and it 1s 
wholly unnecessary. The senate bill pro- 
vides a square and rational way out. 

It has come down to this: 

The farmer. the government and the 

honest trader says to the exchanges: 

“Stop stacking the cards or get out of 

the game: 
That's the situation in one sentence? 

1HE MEDICAL COLLEGE. 

Atlanta now ranks as the greatest medi- 

cal educational center in the South Atlantic 

states and one of the most important in the 
country, That is the substance of an an- 

jnouncement carried elsewhere regarding 
the Class A rating of the council of the 

American Medical Association. Thie means 

that graduates of the institution can apply 
to practice before the licensing boards of 
any American state or of any foreign 

~ country. 
Primarily, the classification requirements 

of this supreme court of the medical pro- 

fession are based upon standing of the 
teaching staff and faculty, hospital and 
laboratory facilities and, of course, Gnancial 
rating.

500 students from all over the country. 

Adequate and accessible hoBpital facilities 

comprise an indispensable adjunct of all 
medical colleges of the first Standing. It is, 
therefore, fortunate that the Grady hospital, 

across the street from the college, is able 

to supply facilities for actual bedside study 

and clinical observation. In this connection, 
it is especially fortunate that Grady was in- 

cluded in the last $3,000,000 municipal bond 
issue, enabling it to increase its equipment 
and facilities and measure up more accu- 
rately to the commensurate growth of what 
is now the Atlanta Medical college, In that 
the city owns and operates Grady, it actually 
co-operates with the college which has 

brought such distinction to Atlanta. It is, 

therefore, to the interest of the city to see 

that Grady, the complement of the college, 
amply sustains its share of the partnership, 
the stakes being both civic pride and civic 

obligation. 
With the formal approval and the Class A 

rating conferred by the American Medical 

association, and the awakening of the city 
to the need of keeping Grady up to the 

minute in facilities and space and equip 

ment, Atlanta's future as the southern med. 
ical center is assured. 

IF TRUE, SOMETHING’S WRONG! 
‘The wholesale merchants and jobbers of 

Atlanta justly protest against a condition 
that takes contracts for army supplies for 

Fort McPherson away from Atlanta to New 

York and other eastern points. They have 
brought the matter to the attention of the 
chamber of commerce, asking a rigorous in- 
vestigation. 

It is said that there is no discrimination 

in the matter—that it is simply a question 
of buying supplies in the cheapest 
market—that. where New York and other 
points underbid Atlanta they are com- 
pelled under the regulations to give prefer- 

ence against local merchants. 

It ie inconceivable that supplies can be 
bought in New York, the freight to Atlanta 
added, and Atlanta prices cut under these 
conditions. 

If that is so, there is a big wrong some- 
where! 

If it is so, the chamber of commerce 

should lose no time in ferreting this baffling 
economic mystery. 

‘The sooner it finds the disease and reme- 

dies it, the better for the commercial and 

industrial reputation and future of this city. 

In the meantime, it is worthy of note 
that the merchants of Atlanta hold that 

they can bid against New Vork or any other 
city for this business, and they have a right 

to demand that they be put upon an even 
footing in their competition for it. 

This demand is just and fair, and if 

Atlanta merchants are not accorded the fair 
treatment to which they are entitled some 
body is going to have lots of explaining to 
do later. ; 

LOOK IN THE MIRROR. 
‘Though only two or three great denomi- 

nations literally and technically observe the 

religious season of Lent, the principles un- 

derlying the celebration might well be ap- 

plied by persons of all creeds and of no 
creed. ‘ 

Some of the lessons of Lent is that the 

\individual should indulge in a little stock- 
taking and introspection, trace his faults, 
and all of us know them if we are candid 
with ourselves, practice self-denial, and 
that means self-control, be.a little more tol- 
erant toward others and try to sense the 

beauty in the spiritual no less than the 
material. 

Now, there is not a man or woman in 
Atlanta who would not be a better citizen, 
and a person more worth knowing and liy- 
ing with, if they voluntarily underwent this 
course in self-searching. 

We all live too swiftly, whether in city 
or country, on Peters or Peachtree streets. 

Few enough of us are willing to take 
the time for meditation, which our fore- 

fathers thought ‘so essential to growth in 
grace as well as in substantial acquisition. 

It helps now and then to look in a kind 
of moral and mental mirror, with the moral 
and mental rouge off, with the charitable 
lights stripped of their shades, that we may 

see just exactly the Kind of spirit it is with 
whom we associate from the day of birth 
until the moment of death. ,

what courageous process. 

One need not be a follower of any of the 
creeds that observe Lent to benefit by its 
lesson. m5 

And one need not practice the rigors of 

the season to grasp hold on the big -princi- 
ples that are behind the action of the de 
nominations in characterizing Lent as a 
period of conscientious soul-searching. 

THE INCORRIGIBLE PUPIL. 
How discipline may be peaceably main- 

tained and the preponderance of studious 
pupils protected from the exceptional in- 
corrigibles is described elsewhere by J. 0. 
Martin, superintendent of the county schools 

of Newton county. Every superintendent in 
Georgia may well examine his method and 

its results. 
The procedure in Newton is simplicity 

itself. Every student enters school with 
the presumption m their favor that their 

purpose is to study, obey the rules and ob- 
serve discipline generally. If a student 
proves obstreperous he is reprimanded and 

loses standing. If he does not respond to 
moral sugsion’he is sent home—expelied, 

in other words. 
The theory of Superintendent Martin, 

and it is sound, is that one ungovernable 

pupil can corrupt a whole classroom. That 
has been proved time and again in the ex- 
perience of every teacher. He argues 

soundly that the infrequent trouble-maker 

has no right to upset the educational op- 
portunities of a whole class room. A school 
is, after all, only a juvenile democracy. The 
parents of the children support it. The 
vast majority of children abide by the rules 
and steadily acquire an educatiOn. It is 
fundamentally unjust that their rights 
should be infringed by the one or two frac- 
tious pupils bent on making trouble. 

Superintendent Martin reports that the 
plan has worked like a charm. The child 

who is expelled goes home and an investi- 
gation ensues. It is to the interest of the 

parent to educate the child. And when the 
parent discovers that his boy or girl fails 
of improving opportunity the fault is ana- 
lyzed and corrected where it ought to be, 
at home, and not at school. 

Last year The Constitution commended 

the Martin idea. It is pleasant to know that 
it is still proceeding with such good effect. 

We commend consideration of it to thought- 
ful educators and parents everywhere. 

GETTING TOGETHER. 
The visit to Atlanta last week of a dele 

gation of prominent business men from 
Cleveland, Ohio, points a significant devel- 

opment in this country, and that is the ten- 
dency of the sections to cultivate amicable 

commercial relations despite differences of 
geography and politics. 

Within the past ten years business men 

from every part of the country have visited 

Atlanta on errands of commerce, as so many 

evangels of the new order of business which 
today has horizons broad as the compass. 

From California and New York and Mas. 

sachusetts, from Ohio and Jowa, they have 
come to see if they could win our friendship, 

increase their dealings with us, build a 

bridge of better understanding. 

Atlanta has done some return visiting— 
but not enough! 

The Constitution commends this sugges- 

tion to the attention of the Atlanta Chamber 

of Commerce. ‘ 

It would be profitable, also, if the State 

Chamber of Commerce took cognizance of 
the same principle. 

Acquaintance and understanding are two 

of the big ingredients in making business 

and promoting general amicability. And, un- 
doubtedly, one of the most effective ways to 
secure these ends is by being neighborly, 
with recognition of the now proven fact that 
the railroad and the telegraph and long 
distance make us nationally one huge neigh- 
borhood. 

THE-CRUSADE OF HEALTH. 
Referring to the manner in which the 

doctrine of “cleaning up” has attained world 

wide dimensions, The New York Times sig- 

nificantly says: 
The cleaning up of Cuba and the san- 

itarizing of Panama were but the be- 
winning of a general evangelizing of the 
world with the gospel of prophylaxis. 
Colonel Gorgas is, of course, the head 
of the great’ missionary -movement, and 
his next objective is the diamond ‘elds of Kimberly, In South Africa. The Rock- 
efeller hookworm campaign in tne Caro- 
linas and in Georgia Is another instance 
of @ propaganda that has spread to 
China and the Philippine islands. Is this 
movement inspired by science to rank 
with the old Crusades and with the later 
enterprises of the religious mission- 
aries? 
The comparison with the crusades of old 

is hardly an adequate one. These move- 

ments had purely a religious or fanatical 

significance, came and went and rose and 

fell, as the tides. 

The crusade of health is a permanency, 

and it is so for the reason that we have dis- 
covered that a large percentage of the dis- 

eases that cripple the race are preventable 
and can, with due care, either be eliminated 

or minimized. 
Recognition of that fact explains why it 

is that in Cuba and Panama, in Guayaquil or 
far-off China, the hosts of prevention and of 
prophylaxis are at work, incessantly rout- 
ing dirt and germs and teaching the people 

the gospel of cleanlir.ess, 

Activity of this nature is, moreover, only 

In. its inciniency, As states and cities and 
nations the dollars and cents bene- 

factions c. cleanliness, not to speak of the 
happiness, the increased efficiency and well- 

being. the medical brigade will be q part of 

the equipment of every community, whether 
in the tropics or fringing the Arctic circle. 

The crusade of health is come to stay.

pensations of Providence.” That is about 
the safest prophecy upon which one can 

enter in this day of uncertainties.

IF A FIGHT, THE RESPONSIBILITY 
SHOULD BE PROPERLY PLACED 

Editor Constitution; I note witn pleas- 
ure your editorial on “Resurrecting Rusty 
Hatchets” in Georgia politics, and I quite ap- 
prove of the position you take. The point 
that should’ be emphasized, however. and 
that you had no doubt in view in your 
editorial is that if there is any revival of 
this old-time animosity those who are re- 
sponsible for it should be held accountable 
accordingly. 

Up to tha present time things have been 
going along serenely and Governor Slaton 
has conducted himself admirably in bringing 
all parts of the state together.

It fs significant that criticism of his ap- 
pointment takes the shape of two immediai 
Announcements of senatorial candidacies 
from the upper part of the state. So that up 
to this time if anybody Is responsible for 
creating trouble it cannot be said it comes 
from south Georgia, but from those who, not 
living in south Georgia at all. are kind 
enough to assume to be its spokesme 

Your editorial is exactly on the 
line. 

Let us have peace, by all means, but iP 
we are not going to have it, then, Jet tha 
responsibility for the resumption of hostili- 
ties be placed where it belongs.

«| Washington, February 28.—The sen- 
ate passed today the largest appro- 
Driation bill ever to meet the ap- 
Proval of either house of congress 
when it sent to conference th 
pice measure carrying $311.4 
Increase of nearly $840,000 
Dill as it was reported by the post- 
office committee. All efforts to limit 
the power of the postmaster general 
to regulate parcel post rates, zones 
or weights were defeated. 

‘The last amendment of this nature 
was proposed by Senator Cummins, It 
provided that no packages of more 
than fifty pounds should be carried un- 
ti the interstate commerce commission 
Should decide the rates represented 
the cost of the service. It was lost—29

Line 100 Miles Long Connects 
Collins and Brunswick—Auto 

Highway Completed. 

Brunswick, Ga, February 28—(Spe- 
cial.)}—Monday is going to be @ day oF 
big events to all places along the line 
of the Georgia Coast and Piedmont | 
rallroad—these people will see for the 
first time a train operated from Col- 
ling, on the one end of the line, toj 
Brunswick, on the other, and the oc- 
casion Is to be celebrated all along the 
line. A special train, carrying about 
300 prominent Brunswick business men 
and known as the Board of Trade Spe- 
clal Booster, will leave Brunswick 
Monday morning at 7:30 o'clock and it 
will make short stops at all points 
along the line, where citizens of the 
various towns will assemble at the 
epots to greet the Brunswick visitors. 
A special band will accompany the lo- 
eal delegation and stops of from five 
to fifteen minutes will be made at 
each station along the line.

Why domestic science should be

The fastest freight train is the “Fly- 
ing Fisherman,” which carries Goth- 
am's daily supply of lobsters and tons 
of other sea food from Boston, By

Boston, February 28,—“The financial 
profit of the business of prostitution 
is the principal reason for its exis! 
ence. No other form of criminal of- 
fensa so flagrant and open and so 
harwntul to the community would be 
[tolerated zor a day: in this state.” 

These declarations are made in the 
report submitted to: the legislature to- 
day by a commission which has con- 
ducted a detailed investigation in se 

Massachusetts cities and 
towns, 
The report says that millions of del- 

invested In establishments 
utilized for immoral purposes and that 
“prostitution In all its ramifications 
constitutes a vast business extending 
all over the state.” 

‘The report emphasizes the dangers 
of unregulated lodging houses, public 
dance hallx and recreation parks. The 
commission has found “widespread evi- 
dence of a strong sentiment against 
the continuance of conditions it has 
|found to exist,” and expresses the con- 
viction “that this evil is susceptible 
of successful attack and treatment,” 

‘The fact that one-half of the wom- 
en examined were actually  feebl 
minded,” the report says, “clears the 

for successful treatment of @ por- 
of this class. - 

While the officiais in no city in 
the state have openly adopted the pol- 
icy of segregation and toleration,” the 
Teport continues, “yet it is a fact that 
in certain cities the business is con- 
ducted in much the same way as if 
segregation was the accepted official 
policy.

This program for a'state money trust 
was approved of, continues Kharito- 
noff, by Count Witte, When minister 
of finance in 1900, Witte got the czar's 
consent to a law which forbade the 
zemstvos, or -provincial administrative 
councils, to increase taxation more than 
a limited amount annually. Witte's 
alm Was thus to divert money, which 
might be taken in the form of ‘taxes, 
{nto the central treasury. The more 
starved the zemstvos the fatter the m- 
Perial budget. In many other respects 
Witte concentrated money in the hands 
of the state, dnd did everything to pre- 
vent concentrations in private or in lo- 
cal government hands, 

AS a result of Witte's policy and of 
the policy outlined by Kharitonoff, 
Russia, which is the poorest country in 
Europe, is the richest state. The 
economist. Afanasfeff. shows that the 
average annual peasant income is only 
$15.80; and peasants of this kind make 
up four-fifths of the population. Al- 
though Russia has 160,000,000 popula- 
tion, her total wealth, including lana 
at present sale prices, is only $35,000,- 
000,000; while England, with a fourth 
of that population. is worth $65,000,- 
000,000, and Germany. with a third pop- 
ulation, fe worth $75,000,000,000. The 
national income of Russia Is less than 
half that of England or France. Yet, 
of all Wuropean states, Russia has the 
biggest annual budget. Her present 
budget is over $1.500,000,000; whereas, 

sia's Issue of credit notes. But the re- 
serve is- sufficient for 37 per cent more 
notes than have been issued against it 
Witte declares that if there isa great 
war Russia will have recourse to 
forced exchange; and thus will be able 
to use at least two-thirds of the gold 
hoard. 

Russia aims at getting as:much as 
possible of the national aubstance into 
state hands. What cannot be acquired 
in this way is to be controlled. The 
St. Petersburg stock exchange has of 
late heen put_entirely under the gov- 
ernment thumb. The germ of this pol- 
icy dates from the days of Finance 
Minister Vyschnegradski and his suc- 
vessor, Witte, who said, “The Bourse 
ts a state department.” This view is 
indorsed by Premier Kokovtseff; and 
by Timasheff, the Minister of Trade 
and Industry. The government claims 
that it has a right to declare at what 
prices stocks and shares shall be sold. 
As long as stocks go up the govern- 
ment is content, but it threatens trou- 
ble when they go down. The assist- 
ant finance minister lately summoned 
the chiefs of the exchange, and an- 
nounced that “the bourse has, in gov- 
ernment opinion. fallen sufficiently 
and it must not be allowed to fall any 
more.” He threatened disciplinary 
measures against the brokers if the 
fall continued. Timasheff is at pres 
ent busy on a plan of state interven- 
tion by means of purchases whenever 
stocks fall unpleasantly low. 

‘To Protect State's Property. 
By artificially sapporting stocks, 

Russia aims at the protection of her 
own state property. For the same rea- 
son she aims at controlling prices -of 
product#. She has already fixed the 
prices of raw spirits and sugar, and 
she has the same pollvy tn a veiled 
way towards the great metallurgical 
works, Ex-President Zakrewski, of 
the South Russian Metallurgical w 
fon, complains that the government's 
aim is a state steel trust, in which the 
present ironmasters will remain de 
jure as owners but de facto as merely 
subordinate employees of the state. 
"The annual trade congresses nowadays 
merely register the orders of finance 
ministers. This Is effected through 
the government representatives who 
always attend congresses. Formerly 
the representatives had the‘ duty of 
watching and reporting. Now they 
aspire to lead the congresses. They 
decide what ix to be and what is not 
to be said; and they practically dic- 
tate all price agreements. The law 
gives the government representatives 
no power to do this. But the ironmas- 
ters depend for three-fourths of their

The gold reserves 
of other state Banks have stood still 
or gone back of late: the Russian re 
serve alone has rapidly increased. 
Hight yeats ago a stir was made when 
Premier Kokovtseff, then finance min- 
ister, allowed a newspaper man to see 
his glittering hoard of $400,000.00, 
That such a big sum called skeptics 
had refused to believe. Today this

to win, the Crimson is equally as well 
fortified for carrying off the $1,000 
trophy cup. 

A goo¢ any things can happen in 
thfee mv time, and either Cornell 
or Micnigii..may develop enough new 
stars, Harvard or Pennsylvania may be 
hard hit by injuries or other difficul- 
tles, the small colleges may cut in 
heavily, or, indeed, any number of 
things ‘may happen to upset calcula- 
Hons. At this writing it looks as 
though the fight will be more keenly 
fought than ever. 

Victory this year means a great deal, 
particularly to Pennsylvania or Cor- 
nell. One of the rules governing the 
award of the championship trophy! 
‘that it becomes the permancnt prop: 
erty of the college first winning it five 
times. The score now stands: Cornell, 
4; Fennsylvania, 4; Harvard, 1. If 
either the Quakers or the ‘Ithacans 
win it this year they become its ‘per- 
nant fosscssors. If Harvard or some 
other team wins, then the competition 
must go on. That ls why Pennsylvania 
and Cornell are striving so desperately 
to clinch it this year. 
Fewer point winners have been lost 

this Year than usual If the men who 
scored 142 points last year there have 
been graduated or lost for other causes 
men who scored 67 points, while the 
1913 point winners eligible this year 
represent 75 points. This means that 
more than half of last year's point 
winning strength will be fighting this 
year.

Since 1909, the Can- 
adian Pacific, a privately owned road, 
hax increased its capital stock from 
$185,000,000 to $260,000,000 without 
changing the 10 per cent dividend rate. 

In 1908 France purchased the West- 
ern railway, and after two years -of 
government ownership gross earnings 
increased 38 per cent, while net during 
the same period decreased nearly 66 
per cent’ Australia has had the same 
experience.

Ready Sale of Southern

nancial News. 

New York, February 28.—(Special.)— 
The stock market opened the week 
with the rank and file of traders un- 
certain how to proceed, but weaknass 
followed on heavy selling resulting 
from the new dangers in Mexico. Prices 
yielded when only a little pressure was 
Drought, and in a few cases, heavy de- 
clines were scored. Practically all of 
the trading has been professional for 
two or three weeks, with the public 
SUll Out of the market in a heavy way, 
though small committments for outside 
Interests have been made from time to 
time. Ttiere are many small speculat- 
ors wating from week to week for 
what they consider a favorable appro- 
tunity to enter the stock market, but 
even though there has not been such # 
chance, the general trend of sentiment 
is bullish, with the idea widely hela 
that before long there will be a sus- 
tained upward movement of prices. The 
reports of business conditions show 
steafly improvement, the most favor- 
able having been that of ‘the condi- 
tion of idle cars, which showed an- 
other Increase for the two weaks to 
the middle of the month, The metal 
markets are in good shape as comp! a 
with a few months back, but prog- 
re in steel is slow. Reports from 
Europe indicate that conditions in 
Paris are not as good as they were a 
shért time ago, while the financing sit- 
uation in London is irregular, with 
several more failures of offerings and 
a few successes. The Idea prevalis 
that the entire financial world started 
of too quickly in its optimism early in 
the year, and that even though cond!- 
tions everywhere are greatly improved 
over last fall and the early winter, 
there is still much to be desired in the 
business and financial situation. One 
of the favorable features of the week, 
which excited little interest, was the 
news that crop conditions in the west 
have been bettered by the recent heavy 
snows. A (little tightening in money 
‘was not considered a bad sign, as rates 
had been too low for a long time. A 
waiting market is lodked for over the 
next few weeks, with the principal 
developments looked for being the Brit- 
ish-American-Mexican affairs arising 
over the killing of Benton, with pos- 
sibilities of definite action of some 
kind following the trust legislation 
at Washington, and developments in 
money. = * 

Banks Restricting Loans. 
Banks have been restricting their 

loans recently, only through namthg a 
little higher rates, but through forcing 
borrowers to seck money instead of 
sceking places to lend it. The engage- 
ment of another $2,000,000 gold for 
Paris, making $14,000,000 since Janu- 
ary 1, was one of the causes, as the 
latest withdrawal was made in apite 
of advance foreign exchange condi- 
tions, making it evident. as was shown 
@ year ago during the gold movement 
to France, that bankers there can tap 
the gold supply here almost at will. 
South American withdrawals of gold 
have also started, although only $100,- 
000 has been taken so far. Call money 
rates have worked above 2 per cent, 
and very little has been put out at 
under 2 per cent this week, while last 
week, none were made at above that 
figure. During the last day or two, a 
further firming in call money has re 
sulted from preparations for first of 
the month financing. Short term loans 
have been made at above 3 per cent 
this week, as against around 2% per 
cent last week, Loans from six months 
to a year are also at higher rates. 
New financing in February exceeded 

$30,000,000, aimost triple that con- 
sumed in January. The record total 
for a month was $350,000,000 for 
January, 1918. 

The coal roads are showing large 
losses in both net and gross for the 
month of January as compared with 
earnings the same month last year, but 
early February returns show that for 
the month just closed, proportionate 
fains are being registered over the 
month last year. The reason for the 
changes is that the weather in the 
first month of the year was so mild 
that shipments of coal were unusually 
low, but that there has been a great 
increase in the demand for fuel in the 
month just closed. 

‘The report of the American Railway 
association shows that there was a de. 
crease in the net surplua of idle cars 
In the United States and Canada to the 
extent of 12,626 for the fortnight to 
February 14, with 197,032 surplus idle 
cars on that date.

Ready Sale of Southern Bonds, 

The Southern railway sold $10,000,-4 
000 three-year 5 per cent notes to 
a banking firm for 99%. They were 
offered for sale and were immediately 
withdrawn, with subscriptions by the 
public far in excess of the total, mean- 
ing an allotment to each bidder.

Mexico City, Pabrudry 28—Gambling 
hhouses are now wide open in Mexico 
City. General Huerta's assertions that 
there is plenty of money Jn-the capital 
appears to be well -borne out in the 
high stakes.” At one house a Yuca- 
tanean recently lost 5,000 pesos in ten 
minutes, yawned and’ bought another 
stack of hundred peso chips. A tertain 
government employee's losses on the 
kame wheel gre reported to have been 
40,000 pesos in three nights. In the 
clearing the gambling house took both 
the man's Bouse ahd tis furniture. 

The zambling institutions are under 
the protection .of- the government, 
which has granted to one concern the 
exclusive rignt to the gambling priy- 
leges in the federal district for the 
consideration of 50,909 pesos a month. 
This proprietor is privileged to get as 
much as"ho can out of sub-contracts 
and under such arrangements scores 
ef houses, have been fitted up in a 
luxurious ‘manner. 
Government detectives inspect most 

of the houses, however. looking for 
enemies of the existing adminletra- 
tions and agents of certain bond com- 
panies and also to check of the play- 
ers in search of those whose finai 
‘ial Integrity their houses have suar- 
anteed. A fumber of vacant positions 
in certain houses of the city already 
have been created and filled with now 
men Secause of the reports which those 
agents have made. %
