The healthy baby starts life by sleep- 
ing three hours, and then waking to 
be fed, If the quality of the breast 
milk or bottle milk fed him is sustain- 
ing and satisfying, the three hour in- 
terval is correct. If the milk is not 
quite heavy enough, he may wake at 
intervals of two hours and a half, but 
no baby should be fed oftener than 
once in two hours. If he does not 

is something wrong with his general 
health or the quality of the milk he 
takes, 

For two or three months, the baby 
varies this monotony of eating and 
sleeping only by an enforced daily 
bath and an occasional crying spell. 
Some bables drop right ‘off to sleep 
after being fed, others cry a little. 
Moderate crying does not hurt a baby 
nor indicate a serious condition. It is 
about the only form of exercise he has, 
and, in moderation, is good for his 
lungs, But if his sleep is badly broken 
and his crying is shrill and prolonged, 
his digestion is probably at fault. 

If the baby wakes up inside of two 
hours, and there is no evidence of ill- 

health or discomfort, the mother should 
let him wait, even {f he cries until the 
two-hour limit is up. This period she 
can gradually increase to two hours 
and a half, and then to three hours. 

The healthy baby 1s easily trained. 
Of course, a dimpled, rosy baby is a 

great temptation to the mother, espe- 

clally while she is lying restfully in 
bed, with a nurse in attendance. It is 
so delightful to snuggle the baby 
against her, to cuddle his tiny fists, to 
smooth his soft cheek, his silky halr. 
But just the same, every time baby's 

pettings, mother is laying foundations 
for future trouble, When she is up and 
about, with no nurse to relieve her and 
household duties to perform, she will 
wish that she had trained baby to 
sleep to the limit of his desires and 
inclinations. 

‘At the third month, the baby begins 
to take notice of what goes on around 
him and will Ue awake a little longer 
between naps. If undisturbed, how- 
ever, he will soon drop off asleep of his 
own sweet will. 

At six months he sleeps from 6 
o'clock to 6, straight through the

Little Talks on Babyology 
night, with just one'feeding at 9 p. m. 
This 9 p. m. feeding should be given 
quietly and the baby Immediately re- 
turned to his bed or crib. He should 
also be having two naps @ day, froin 
9 toll Im the morning, ‘from 1 to 2 In 
tho afternoon. If he sleeps late in the 
atfernoon he will be wakeful ut 6, 
the hour set for going to slaep for the 
night. 

After his frst birthday baby has 
only one daily nap, !n early after- 
noon, dut the 12-hour sleep at night 
1s essential to his health until he has 
passed his sixth birthday. It 1s non- 
sense to say that a young child does 
not want to sleep. Nature cries out 
for sleep. Parents interfere with na- 
ture by starting the baby off wrong 
and teaching it not to want sleep. The 
best argument is that the baby who ‘s 
kept up to romp with papa in the 
evening, at the age of 2, 8 or 4 yea 
1s a late sleeper {n the morinng, {rri- 
table and heavy 

The baby should not be rocked to 
sleep, nor should he be tucked into a 
carriage and then trundled to sleep. 
In clear weather he may be snuggled 
up in his carriage and set out of doors 
In a corner screened from draught or 
Girect rays of the sun for both his 
morning an dafternoon naps. At 6 
o'clock he should be undressed, made 
perfectly comfortable, fed and then 
laid down on a firm hair mattress 
without a pillow, to go to sleep with- 
out further attention Do not form 
the habit of singing a baby to sleep 
or holding his tiny hand till he drops 
off, There will come evenings when 
you are too tires to sing, or there will 
be other work for your busy hands to 
do—and baby, not understanding, will 

Jralse his voice in protest. 
From birth the taby should sleep ~~ 

alone, in a dark room well ventilated. 
Raby xXnows no. fear and needs m9 
ight. Neither dves he need the 
warmth of an adult body, There have 
been sad tragedies of babies smothered 
by tired mothers, too heavy with sleep 
to know they had rolled over on the 
tiny, helpless form. There have deen 
other cases where bables permitted to 
sleep with adults, afflicted with chronic 
disease, have contracted the allmeut 
and dled. 

Ventilation is Important. 
ly we read of unusual cases’ where 
parents boast that they have raised 
eight. nine cr ten healthy children in 
unventilated bedrooms. These children 
have been constitutionally "strong 
enough to survive such doses of vitlated 
air. The modern mother doex not take 
the chance. She supples fresh alr to 
her baby from birth. The lttle crib 
should not stand in a draught, but ‘the 
window should be dropped from the top 
and raised from the bottom to create 
a current of ¢resh, pure air. The crib, 
with Its little sleeper, may be protected 
by screens, . 
Above all things, do not start your 

baby's sleeping habits with the warn- 
ing—"Hush!" Have the room In which 
he sleeps as free frém noise as your 
household habits will permit, and de 
not permit other members of the fam- 
ily to disturb him unnecessarily, but 
when he ig asleep on the second floor, 
do not demand that everybody tptoe 
and speak in whispers on the ground 
floor. Remember a healthy baby is not 
@ nervcus Invalid whose “nerves” must 
be saved in every possible way. Take 
it for granted that he was’ sent Into 
the world with sound nerves and & 
normal appetite for sleep ‘as well\gs 
food. 

The baby’s habits of steep ate regu- 
lated largely by his physieal cbinfort, 
and this in turn is dependent upon’the 
way in which he 1s clothed. So the 
next talk on Babyology will deal ex- 
clusively with clothes ter the baby.

But the most interesting and {m- 
Dortant, perhaps, among these prizes 
Gre those offered for special work in 
4 certain group of counties In north- 
west Georgia. These prizes are to be 
siven not alone for the greatest yield, 
but for the highest percentage of in- 
crease {n yield of corn per acre over 
the normal yield on the same land un- 
der the usual farm conditions. 

The purpose of offering these prises 
is both to encourage the boys who of 
necessity may have to cultivate poor- 
er land then that of their neighbors 
and associates, and tv bring about a 
tendency to develop the poorer land 
of the state and,make St more pro- 
ductive 

A record has been kept in counties 
in which this plan has been put into 

and one or two figures will 
prove of interest. For example, in 
Whitfield county one boy made 72 8-10 
bushels on an acre whose normal yield 
is only 20 bushels, thus showing an In- 
crease of 264 per cent. Another boy 
on an acre whose normal yield is 12 
bushels made 58 5-10 bushels, or an 
increase of 387 per cent. While a third, 
for comparison, had an acre whose nor- 
mal yield 1s 60 bushels, and made trom 
it 93 3-10 bushels, an increase of only

A picturesque story is that from San 

Francisco in which is described the plea 

made to the navy department by the saflors 
who served on the battleship “Oregon” dur- 
ing the Spanish-American war. The vessel, 
now almost antiquated by the swift rush of 

progress, immortalized itself by the 

around Cape Horn when the Atlantic 

ileet was assumed to be in peril from the 
ni fleet.

Sp. It has been designated as 
the tirst naval vessel to pass through the 
completed Panama canal in 1915. Fifty or 
sixty of the sailors who made this memor- 
uble trip have petitioned Secretary Daniels 
for the right to enlist for the fifty or sixty 
days that will cover the tour of the “Ore- 
gon" down the coast and through the big 
ditch. 

It is a sate assertion that the sentiment 
of the entire nation will be behind them in 
their petition. The war that wrought the 
last link in the re-welding of the sections 
furnished no incident more thrilling than the 

journey of the “Oregon.” It was staged at 
a time when national sentiment was on tip- 
toe. Doubt as to the strength of Cervera's 

fleet and the intentions of its commander 
was painful. He might, so far as the pub- 

lic knew, be able to pound to pieces either 

one of the American squadrons. The first 

great test of American strength since the 

civil war was staged. Every element to the 
situation was that making for drama and un- 
certainty. 

It was at this psychological crisis that the 

journey_of the Oregon took place. There 
came the long and tedious trip down the 
west coast of South America and, from day 
to day, the vague reports of the where- 

abouts of the vessel. Equally vague and dis- 
quieting were rumors of the presence of the 

enemy, first in the Caribbean sea, then, by 
one of those strange contradictions in ru- 
mor characteristic of war, on the eastern 
side of the horn lying in wait for the un- 
suspecting “Oregon.” 

There is no doubt that it was upon the 

ship itself that the uncertainty and tension 

reached their crisis. The crew did not know 

when or where they might be called upon to 
meet an énemy of unknown power, and 
whether they would be able to make their 
destination or be blown out of the way in 

alien waters. The climax of the cruise it 

self could not have been more dramatic had 
it been planned by a master of stagecraft. 

Plunging at top-speed through the Carribean 
the “Oregon” reached the fleets under 

Schley and Sampson at almost the very 
hour battle was joined with the Spaniards, 

With no opportunity to put into port for pre- 
paration, with bottom fouled from the cir- 
cumnavigation of a continent, with officers 

and men frayed and exhausted by the long 

tension, the “Oregcn” went into action, ma 

neuvering, pounding away with its batteries, 
crashing broadsides upon the oncoming and 
fleeing enemy and in all respects taking a 

decisive part in the sea-fight which really 

ended the war, It was as though the big 
battleship had been guided by and observed 

to the minute a schedule framed by an 
over-ruling fate.

WELL DONE, JUDGE HILL. 
Judge Benjamin H. Hill has made an 

excellent start in his administration of the 

criminal branch of the superior court. He 
| has exhibited the qualities of a well-poised 
judge and also of a judge wide awake to 
the importance of law as it applies to local 
conditions. In his days of service the past 
week he showed leniency where leniency 

was indicated as a constructive interpreta- 
tion of justice. But he gave the limit of the 

law to men brought before him and con- 

victed of highway robbery! 

This policy of Judge Hill will bring him 
general approval. In passing 
Judge Hill took occasion to excoriate the 
epidemic of hold-ups recently visible in the 
county. “This thing must stop.” he said, 

and as the most logical way to put his dic- 
tum into effect he applied maximum sen- 
tences, If one of the distinguishing func- 
tions of the law is its deterrent effect, Judge 
Hiil has gone the right route to apply it.

The World’s Mysteries 
WHO INSTIGATED WILLIAM OF ORANGE’S ASSASSINATION? 

William I of Orange, one of the wisest 

and most humane sovereigns of that name, 

like all rulers who have struggled for the 
upbuilding of his country and his- people, 
was the subject of many plots and counter- 

plots against his life. Eventually the con- 
spirators succeeded, but they had falled so 
often that it would seem ag if his was & 
charmed life, and that he was passing along 
under the special protection of Providence. 

William of Orange was born in 1588, and 
it Was not until 1568 that he entered upon | 
that miserable period of the second half of 
his life which eventually led up to his as- 
sassination, The first material attempt on 
his life was not, however, until 1582, when | 
Juan Jaureguy, a young man in the employ 
of a Spanish merchant of Antwerp, and a 
religious fanatic, flred a pistol shot at the 
prince which came very near killing him. 

The ball entered the head under the right 
ear, passed through the roof of the mouth, 
breaking Several teeth, and came out under 
the left jawbone. 
life was despaired of, but he finally rallied 
and recovered. Hig would-be assassin was 
immediately killed, and his accomplices.. a8 
many of them as could be apprehended, were 
publicly strangled and quartered. 

In order to deter others from making 
attempts on the prince's life, the ghastly 
remains of the coterie of murderers were 

nailed to the gates of Antwerp. Another

He was a Frenchman, Balthasar Gerard 

by name, who had come from his home 
in Franche:Comte or Burgundy*to carry out 
his flendish design, which some authorities 
claim was Ingplred by officials of the Col- 
lege of Treves, Through these it is claimed 
that Gerard was introduced to the Duke of 
Parma, then governor general of the Neth- 
erlands, who promised him the royal reward

It {s also stated that Phillp of Spain 
had, in 1580, at the advice of Granvella, put 
@ price of 25,000 gold crowns on William’ 
head. Whether it was this vast sum that 
tempted Gerard, or the royal reward prom- 
ised by the Duke of Parma, or whether he 
was acting under the direction of some 
prominent religious order, has never been 
fully ascertained. Had he made his escupe 

| he would no doubt have been liberally re- 
warded by all of the enemies of William the 

| Silent. 
Gerard had made his preparations for 

the murder with considerable circumspec- 
tion, These preparations were very similar 
to those which Wilkes Booth made for bis 
escape after the murder of Abraham Lin- 
coln, and just lke Booth, Gerard stumbled 
and fell in making his escape and hurt blm- 
self, and this led to his arrest. 

When the assassin's hand cut short the 
life of the Prince of Orange, he had not com- 
pleted the great work for which he had 
tolled, fought, suffered and died. But part 
of that work had been done, and it had 
been done so well and so thoroughly, that 
the republic stood on a firm foundation 
Teady to receive the other provinces which 
were still in the power of Spain as a fit- 
ting superstructure. For this reason history 
recognizes William the Silent as the founder 
of the Dutch republic and of the independ- 
ence of the United Provinces, 

Gerard was so quickly put to death fol- 
lowing his assassination of William, that it 
Was not possible to ascertain from him for 
whom he was acting, and he claimed to have 
been moved merely by a devoted loyalty 
to his faith and king, and that reason is 
assigned by some historians for his having 
endured the torments of a barbarous dcath 
with supreme courage and resignation. 

William, however, had the satisfaction 
of knowing before he died that the cause 
for which he had endured so much and 
striven so hard had survived many dangers 
and had acquired strength to offer success- 
ful resistance to the overwhelming power of. 
King Philip, The fight made by William the 
Silent is in strong contrast to that made 

George Washington for our country, and 
if monuments of foreign statesmen and 
tulers are to be erected on American soll, 
ho fitter and no worthler man can be found 
for that honor than William I, Prince of 
Orange.

Eggs are the salvation of the housekeeper, 
the year around, when the family grows 
tired of a meat routine and when both fish 

and poultry likewlee 
become monotonous. 

They are also always 
available, independent 
of season or time and 
the great variety of 

dishes which .may be 
made with eggs as the 

foundation amply 
makes up for the 
heights to which the 
price, per dozen, man- 
ages to soar during the 
midwinter months in 
the citfes. 

Eggs offer such substantial food that they 
are absolutely indispensable as a diet, as 
well as an adjunct to general cooking. 

While we usually class eggs as a break- 
fast dish there are a number of ways in 

which they may be evolved into both lunch- 
eon and supper dishes. 

To my mind there is no way in which 
this food staple may be prepared which 
gives such a tasty result as by scalloping 
them, and fixed in this manner they are an 
addition to any meal. 

Scalloped Exes. 
For one dozen eggs use 1 cup of bread 

crumbs and 1 pint of milk. Boil the eggs 
until hard and when cool, slice them. 

Butter a baking dish and place in it the 
bread crumbs and eggs in alternate layers 
with pleces of butter scattered thoroughly 
throughout and salt and pepper to taste. 

Cover the top with bread crumbs and 
pour over the milk and bake until brown. 
This dish is simple, inexpensive and dell- 
cious.

Unless Congress Re-Enacts 5 

Per Ct. Discount Provision 

of Tariff Bill—State De- 

partment Blocks Provision.

ashington, November 8.—iSpecial.) | 

Unless congress re-enacts the provision 
of the Underwood tariff bill giving 5 
ber cent discount on goods imported in 
American ships, that aid toward the 
upbuilding of an American merchant 
marine will not be effective. 

The etate department has declared 
inoperative this paragraph in the tariff 
uct, because it is said to be ambiguous 
and self-contradictory, It was early 
admitted that the section was discrim- 
inatory and could not apply to those 
countries with which the United States 
had treaties of trade and amity. How- 
ever, three important countries would 
have been -affected, namely, Russia, 
Brazil and Great Britain, We have 
ho trade treaties with these nations. 

An opinion ty Attorney General Mc- 
Reynolds on this section has been deliv- 
ered to Secretary e Treasury Mec 
Adoo, but has not yet been made pub- 
lic, The state department has favored 
a repeal of this 3 per cent discount, 
but the decision of the attorney gener- 
al is expected to accomplish the same 
result. The case, however, may be 
taken to the courts 

Attitude of State Department. 
The state department has shown a 

disposition all along, to yleld to the, 
clamor and protests of the foreign gov 
ernments against this provision, und 
has refused to avail itself of the weap

Washington, November —8.—iSpe-| 

—Before the present administra. | 
tlon goes out of power, Uncle Sam may | 
have acquired and begun operating the 
telegraph companies and the long- 
Aistance telephone lines of the coun- 
try. 

This subject has been agitated very 
persistently, and at present several 
different branches of the government 
are doing work which it 1s believed | 
brings nearer the day of government | 
ownership.

The most active worker for this 

government departure in congress at 
the present time is Representative 
David J. Lewis, of Maryland. He was 
one of the fathers of the parcels post

Representative Lewis suggests that 
200,000,000 would cover the cust of 
acquiring the interurban telephone 
lines.

Alded By Administration, 

Aided and encouraged bv the ad- 
nistration in his research work, Mr. 

Lewis has also been aided by the 
contemporary inquiry being made by 
the interstate commerce commission 
into the business of the telegraph com- 
panies. He ‘has also been in confer- 
ence with Senator Bankhead, of Ala- 
bama, and Representative Moon, of 
Tennessee, the chairmen of the com- 
mitives on pustoffices and post roads 
of the two houses, 

It {s expected that the president may 
mention the subject in his first mes- 
suge in December. Mr, Lewis will ad- 
dress the house at an early date in 
advocacy of government ownership an 
a limited scale 

The question of public ownership of 
telephones is constantly forced upon 
the administration by the frequent re- 
quests for prosecution of the Amer 
ican Telephone and Telegraph com- 
pany under the Sherman anti-trust 
law. This vast corporation now con 
trols the Bell system of telephone: 
with 14,610,813 miles of wire, of whieh 

200,000 miles !s “toll” or long-dis- 
tance and interurban wire, and the 
Western Union Telegraph | company 
The independent long-distance tele- 
phone companies not controlled under 
the Bell system have about 1,100,000 
miles of wire, making ‘3,300,000 miles 
in all, the total value of which, at $50 
a mile when strung on poles, Is $165, 
000.000. This takes no account of ex- 
changes and other equipment 

Although Representative Lewis and 
other democrats would like to see 
complete government monopoly of the 
telegraph, telephone and express bus! 
ness, they see obstacles to the earl: 
Consummation of that hope. At firs 
Mr. Lewis would have the government 
make no effort to acquire or operate 
the telephone systems In cities and 
towns where the American Telegraph 
and Telephone company owns and 
Controls about 12,400,000 miles of wir: 
Ultimately he would’ make every post- 
office a public telephone station.

This wal 
instituted last January at the request 
of George W. Wickersham, then at- 
torney general in the Taft cabinet. He 
took the position that although the 
telephone business might be a “natural 
Monopoly.” as asserted by the officers 
of the American Telepnone company 
the government should know all the 
facts before fixing its policy on the sub- 
ject. Mr. Wickersham also demanded 
that the American Telephone and Tele-> 
kraph company cease the efforts to 
stamp out competition and the alleged . ~ 
unfair practices which lie 
against it 

It is estimated by Mr. Lewis that 
the total value of the telephone lines in 
the country Ig about one billion dollars. 
Telephone lines have been increasing In 
mileage at a tremendous pace during 
the last ten years, far outstripping 
telegraph lines. The last federal cel is 
of telephone and telegraph lines was In 
1907, At that time the money invested 
In telephone systems was $814,616,004, 
as compared with $220.293.575 invest- 
ed in commercial telegraph companie 
The total telephone mileage was 
513,075, of which 8,947,266 miles 
in ‘control of the Beil system 

The suggestion of government own- 
ership of telegraph [ines {x approved 
by many republicans in congress and 
the democrats sre pretty generally in 
favor of the idea, and some of them 
predict that if the question comes to 4 
vote in the house and senate next 
winter it will certainly be adopted a 
a “rider”, to the postoffice bill. 

Bills to Be Introduced. 

Messrs. Moon and Lewis will soon” 
introduce bills in the house as the basis 
of the expected action, and similar 
measures will be introduced in the sen- 
ate.

When Miss Millholland was married 
this summer to Mr. Bolssevain she 
became in the eyes of the law a citizen 
of Holland, This, of course, seems 
very ridiculous to every one, since she 
will live in New York and continue her 
active work for equal suffrage in the 
United States and especially for votes 
for women in New York in 1915. She, 
however, is quoted as saying that her 
husband will soon become a naturalized 
citizen of the United States. A greater 
injustice In that suffered by Mrs. Ethel 
C. McKenzie, of San Francisco, who re- 
cently brought action against the 
board of education commissioners to 
compel them to permit her to register 
as a voter. The supreme court of the 
state upheld the election commission- 
ers in their contention that Mrs, Mc- 
Kenzie, having married a citizen of 
Great Britain, is no longer a citizen 
of the United States, although she was 
born here and has always lived here, 
her husband being at present a_resi- 
dent of California. Mrs. McKenzie 
voted in California before she was 
married, but her husband apparently 
does not wish to become naturalized.

Berlin, November §.—Louis Corinth, 
thought by some of the critica to be 
Germany's greatest painter, is in dire 
distress. The zreat Secession gallery 
in Kurfuerstendamm, W., of which he, 
Max Slevogt and Max Liebermann, are 
leading lghts, has broken suddenly in 
twain; rival secessions are being 
formed; and. as always in German art 
quarrels, slander actions are coming. 
It all arose because the secession 
judges would not hang some bad pic- 
tures—and some good ones—and be- 
cause St chose, as this year's president, 
Herr Paul Cassirer, who is a dealer in 
pictures and patron of secessionist 

painters but himself no painter at all, 
And all this weighs heavily on Corinth, 
who has till lately himself deen the 
secession's vice president, and for years 
has been its heart and soul 

At this blow to the secession respect- 
able citizens, from Kaiser Wilhelm 
down, are highly pleased. They abhor 
the Independent, anarchiai artists, w 
fourteen years ago, broke away om 

the official academy and have ever 
since been thorns in just men’s sides. 
True the secession now includes nearly 

every painter of talent; but that only 

aggravates its sin. it dares to differ 
from the. dull professorial academy, 
which Wfihelm ceremonially opens ev 
ery spring, while he does not even look 
in at the secession.

All these paintings are per- 
fectly drawn; outlined in rough im- 
pressionist style; the color combina- 
tlons are gow’; and every face, flower, 
carcase and chair has a living individ- 
uality which sticks In your memory 

Only One-Living Rival. 
Corinth in fact has only ene living 

rival, and that is Stuck, of Munich. But 
Stuck ie always world-remote, weird in 
coloring, unhealthy in subject, fantas- 
tic In treatment, and sympolical; while 
Corinth 4s earthy; he reeks of Mast 
Prussia; of Its stout beeves and stouter 
wives, He is the farmer-butch 
artist: with a rough vital poetry which 
you find only in reality; and @ really 
Which you “nd only in strong natures 
imbued with the poetry of everyday 
life. 5 

No painter anywhere excels Corinth 
either In the multiplicity of his sub- 
jects or the variety of his mediums of 
treatment. In one realistic, Prussian 
way, he has painted the classical and 
mythological world, Bible stories, por- 
tralts. genre, “Nature Morte,” history. 
landscapes, interior, flowers, He: has 
even done decorative work; the finest 
specimen is his “Birth of Venus,” 
painted during his second stay in 
Muntsh. He is eketcher, painter, etch- 
er, and book-illustrator; and he ar 
sisted as stage decorator at the birth 
of the theatrical enterprises of his 
friend, Reinhardt. Corinth 1s also an 
author. In 1910 appeared his monv- 
graph cn his dead friend, Leitstikow, 
which is practically a history and a 
defense of the seccession revolt. He 
has published under a pseudonym a 
book of “Legends from Artistic Life, 
which is full of himself, his observa- 
tions, hig struggles. The books show 
Corinth as a fighter. They show as 
well as his paintings other Prussian 
characterisucs; a Dullish self-conti- 
dence; grim realistic ‘humor; and a minute attention to the little ‘but sig- 
nificant things of Life.

Frederick. to a fortress’ cell. The pres- 
ent conflict between father and son is, 
In fact, an old Hohenzollern tradition 
that has been handed down with strik- 
ing regularity from one generation of 
the dynasty to the next. These con- 
flicts have, however, lost mich of the 
sharpness. Nevertheless, is on 
sixty-three years since the old em- 
peror Williain, at a time when he was 
stil helr apparent to the throne of 
Prussia, flung his sword to the ground 
before ‘his brother, King Frederick 
Willlam IV., with the bitter remark 
“Nobody can }onorably longer 
under you." Hardly ten years had 
elapsed when Willlam himself, then 
king of Prussia, found his own so: 
afterwards Emperor Frederick, at ya- 
riance with him and siding with the 
diet in refusing to make heavy mili- 
tary appropriations. 

It was a well-known fact that the 
present emperor himself was, during 
the brief hundred dave’ reign of cis 
dying father, vigorously opposed to 
him fn many of his measures, and Wil- 
Mam did not hesitate to show this by 
a complete change of policies as soon 
28 he ascended the threne. All things 
considered, therefore, the present con- 
flict between the emperor and crown 
prince is but @ mild repetition of the

the State Vodka monopoly, under which 
the whole manufacture’ and sale of 
spirits, with the exception of raw dis-| 
thiation, were declared a monopoly of 
the imperial government. Witte ‘mo- 
tived the introduction of the monopoly 
with two arguments The firet was 
that it would better the finances. This 
expectation proved true. for today the 
state reaps (independently of the for- 
mer excise duty which continues) the 
sum of $250,000.00 a year. The second 
air was to check drunkenness. The 
government as sole salesman would, 
reasoned Witte, be able to reduce in- 
temperance. Russians dispute as to 
how far this aim has been realized. As 
a result of the prohibition of the old 
system of drinking on the premises the

The function of the curatorium was

Its method was to provide counter 

attractions to the “kabak.” It was to 
organize lectures, lantern entertain- 

concerts, dancing and libraries 
to provide theatrical entertain- 

ments at low prices or gratis. Owing 
to the predominance of inert bureau- 
crats these curatoriums in most do- 
mains have had small success, and 
they are disliked by the public. But 
they came at a propitious time for the 
people's theater movement, and the re- 
sult of their coming is ‘that Russia 
has the most numerous, the cheapest 
and artistically the most effective peo- 
ple's theater In Europe. 

The greatest stimulus was given to 
the people's theater movement in 1896 
when Prince Alexander, of Oldenburg, 
was elected chairman, of the newly. 
formed St. Petersburg city curatorlum. 
‘The Prince of Oldenburg is a relative 
of the Romanoffs: his \son, Prince Pe- 
ter, is married to thp caar's sister, 
Olga, and his wife Is } born duchess 
of Leuchtenberg, also aj Kinswoman of 
Nicholas 11. Prince Alexander is a@ 
man of marked artistic talent, and 
administrative capacit:f; he leads in 
every good work, and ife is almost the 
only man about ‘the court who enjoys 
popular respect.

There are many followers of steel 
market conditions who look for an 
even heavier shrinkage, It is repor 
ed that many of the smaller companies 
have received even a smaller propor- 
tlonate amount of bookings than did 
the steel corporation in October.
