Dr. Edgar Everhart Makes

WHOLE FAMILY IS SICK; 

HUSBAND UNDER ARREST 

As Result of Illness of Jesse 

G. Ross, Patrick Ursery, 

His Son-in-Law, Is Held 

for Investigation. , 

Interest was increased last night in 
the case of Patrick Ursery, prominent 
resident of Hazlehurst, Ga., jailed, fol- 

lowing the alleged attempt to poison 

the family of his wife, by the an- 
nouncement of Dr. Edgar Everhart, & 
state chemist, that poison in quanti- 
tles sufficient to poison a half hun-- 

dred people had been discovered in 
the food eaten by the family. 

Hazlehurst officials who will prose- 
cute the prisoner have been notified ‘of 
the discovery. Dr. Everhart stated to 
a reporter for The Constitution last 
night that strychnine had been found 

in both the flour and biscuits which 
Ursery is suspected of having poi- 

soned. : 
Dr. W. M. Girtman. a Hazlehurst 

physician, who attended the family of 
Ursery’s father-in-law during their 

mysterious illness that resulted in the 

husband's arrest, came ~to Atlanta 
Tuesday morning with the flour and 

biscuits. He held a conference with 
Dr. Everhart, in which he produced 
a hitherto undisclosed statement from « 

a Hazlehurst druggist to the effect 

that, shortly before the poisoning, 

Ursery had purchased an amount of 

strychnine. 
New Analysis Today. 

Dr. Everhart will make q quantity 

analysis some time today in an en- 

deavor to ascertain whether or not _ 
the amount of poison in the flour and 

food was the sama as that purchased 
by Ursery. 

Ursery's ose is attracting state- 
wide attention. Shortly after hls mar- 
riage to a beautiful and attractive 

daughter of Jesse G. Ross, a wealthy 

farmer of Hazlehurst, Mr. Ross and his 

entire family were taken simultane- 

ously {ll with poisoning’ An investiga- 
tion was started. A sack of flour, from 
the contents of which bisctits were 
made for the fatal meal, was sent 

to Dr. Everhart and reguited in the 

poison discovery. 
Witnesses were found who testitied 

to strange actions of Ursery during 
the illness of his wife's filly. Ho 
and his wife were ‘tne only ones who 

were not victims of the polson. It was 
said that he had been seen acting sus- 
piciously in vicinity of the new sack 
of flour which later revealed the 
strychnine. 

A striking phase of the case is the 

loyalty of his girl wife, who strongly 
asserts belief In her husband’s inno- 
cence, despite the suspicion that hes 
tightened around him. She visits him 
frequently, and her loyalty to the sus- 
pected man has made him many supe 
porters. 

Dell Defends Client. 
D. Dell, a well-known attorney of 

Hazlehurst, has been engaged as coun- 
sel for Ursery. He has stated that his 
client Is merely a victim of an unfor- 
tunate chain of circumstances, and that 
his prosecutors will later become con- 
vinced of his innocenee. He scouts the , 
theory that his client had tried to 
poison his wife's relatives in order to 
inherit their money. 

Dr. Everhart, in talking with a Cons 
stitution reporter last night, declared 
that there was undisputedly enough 
poison in the flour and food sent him 
to slay at least fifty persons. 

‘Tt was unevenly distributed.” he 
sald, “and this fact no doubt accounts 
for the survival of the victims. Very 
little of the mixture would have proved 
fatal.”

Cold Storage Dealers Urging 
Attorney General -MéRey- 

nolds to Give Hearing. 

Washington, November 25.—The 
double-barreled attack upon the cold 
storage dealers of the country dy the 
department of justice ‘and congress 
brought many letters and telegrams to 
Attorney General McReynolds’ office 
today, urgently requesting that the. 
dealers be granted a hear before 
the department takes the matter Intu 
the courts. The department's inquiry 
started Saturday und has progressed only far enough for the agents to para 
something of the task before them. 

Pleas from dealers will not prevent 
the officials from prosecuting the Jn- 
quiry with vier, but cold storage rien 
who came tv Washington with facts to 
present that concera’ their busingss 
and their relations to other dealérs, 
will not be turned away. The attor- 
ney general fs not so anxious to prose- 
cute the dealers ash is to bring 
down the price of eggs and other prod- 
uce !n which the cold sturage men deal, 
If this-can be accomplished through an 
adjustment with the dealers, su 
course may be adopted. provided any 
combination found to exist is broken 
up voluntarily, and provided no erimi- 
nality is disclosed. 

Pending any offers tn person from 
the culd ktorage men. the department 
has set its best agents on the trail of 
high produce prices and the attorney 
General is waiting eagerly for thelr 
reports The fact iat there are many 
cold storage houses throughout the 
country mukes the investigation one 
of large proportions, but the agents 
will lvok into every phase that is pre- 
sented to them or suggested to the de- 
partment where there !s any ground 
for belief that the dealers are operating 
illegally. 

Some officials of the department ad- 
mit that there has been little reduc- 
tion in the cost of living since the 
tariff bill became law and-thelf aim !s 
to discover who is responsible, 

Mr. McReynolds clearly indicated his 
purpose te get after the middleman in 
the bill recently filed in New, York 
against associations of wholesale and 
manufacturing jewelers.

TURKEY SAUCES. 
One of the best measures of a woman's 

ability as a cook is her ingenulty in serving 
the food she has prepared. It is a praise- 

worthy achievement to 
always be able to send 
the proper sauce with 
varlous foods. 

You will want cran- 
berry sauce with the 
turkey, but some other 
as well will add zest- 

and relish to the too dry 
meat of this fowl. One 
of the most appropriate 
sauces is made from the 
giblets; the neck, heart, 
liver and gizzard are 
polled with a pint of 
water until they become 
quite tender. Chop 
these, but discard the 
neck, strain the liquor 
in the roasting pan and 
add {t to that the gib- 
lets boiled In. Return 
the chopped teat to 
this and season. Add 
butter and cream and 

thicken a very ttle. 
Celery {s delicious with all fowl and a 

sauce from !t Is rich and piquante, slice four 
heads of celery in small pieces and boll 
twenty minutes in salted water, Drain and 
put in a clean sauce pan with enough veal 
or beef broth to cover it Season with a 
blade of mace, salt and pepper and cook 
until the celery is tender. Make a thin 
white sauce, with two ounces of butter 
and one ounce of flour blended together 
and mixed smooth with a cup of cream. Mix 
in the celery and keep hot until wanted, but 
do not let {t boll after the sauce ty added. 

If any turkey remalns after the big dinner 
it ts very good reheated in sauce. One for 
dark meat {s called Macedoine sauce; melt 
two tablespoons of butter and add one table- 
spoon of flour, Brown this, but do not let 
it scorch. As browned flour will thicken 
nothing, dissolve four tablespoons of flour in 
a ttle milk, stirring 1t unt!l a smooth bat- 
ter results. Add two cups of meat broth. 
Heat another pint of the broth to the boiling 
Point, add the browned flour and butter to 
the batter of flour and milk and stir this 
into the boiling broth. If desired, when sea- 
soning, add a little onton, Put the cold 
chopped turkey meat in this and cook quick- 
ly until the right thickness. The usual way 
of serving this Is with buttered toast 
Down East Thanksgiving Dinner Menu.

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The World’s Mysteries: 
WERE THERE WHITE INDIANS? = 

The North American Indians have been 
the subject of numerous popular fallacies, 
some of which have gained worldwide cur- 
rency. One of the most interesting of these 
stories is that of the White or Welsh Indians. 
It is to the effect that the White Indians were 
the descendants of a colony of Welsh found- 

ed about A D. 1170 by Prince Madoc—well 
known from Southey’s poem. James Mooney, 
who has made a careful study of the Indian, 

traces the development of this story from 
statements in un article in “The Turkish 
Spy," published in London about 1730. 

At first these Welsh Indians, who were 
Subsequently described as speaking Welsh, 
Possessing Welsh Bibles, beads, crucifixes, 
etc. are placed near the Atlantic coast and 

identified with the Tuscaroras, an Iroquolan 
tribe, but by 1776 they had retreated inland 
to the banks of the Missouri, above St. Louis. 

A few years later they were far up the 
Red river, continuing as time went on to 
recede farther and farther westward, being 
identified successively with the Mandand, in 
whose language Catlin thought he detected 
@ Welsh element; the Moquia Pueblo tribe, 

of northeastern Arizona, and the Modocs, of 
southwestern Oregon, until at last they 
vanished over the waters of the Pacific ocean. 

The following is an account of these 

White Indians as given in a narrative nf 
Captain Isaac Stuart, of the Provincial Cav- 
alry of South Carolina {n March, 1782. “I was 
taken prisoner about fifty miles to the west- 
ward of Fort Pitt about elghteen years ago | 
and carried to the Wabash with other white 
men. My companions were executed. but T 
was spared and was taken with an Indian 
tribe westward, crossing the Mississipp! river 
near the Red river. 

“Here we came to a nation of Indians 
remarkably white and whose halr was of a 
reddish color, at least. mostly so. They lived 
on a small river which emptied into the Red 
river, which they called the River Post. Ac- 
companying our party was a Welshman and, 
much to the man's amazement, he found this 
white Indian tribe spoke a language very 
similar to his own.” 

Upon inquiry the chief men of the town 
informed the Welshman that the forefathers 
of this white Indian tribe had come from a 
foreign country and landed on the east side 
of the Missouri, does not rest on ax good au- 
the western coast of Florida, and t on 
the Spaniards taking possession of the coun- 
try, they fled to their abode west of the M 
sissippl. and as a proof of what they ad- 

vanced, they brought out rolls of parchment 
written in blue ink. Captain Stuart said that 
these white Indians were a bold, hardy, in- 

j trepid people. very warlike, and thelr women 
were beautiful compared with other women. 

} About all information that writers’on the 
Indians have to base thelr authority is the 

| Statement of the South Caroling captain, al- 
| though there seems to have been a goud 
| many accounts concerning the white Indians 
| {n circulation about the same period, and 
| one of these stories was incorporated tn 
| Charles Beatty's journal, the substance of 
| which was as follow 

At the foot of the Allegheny Mountains 
in Pennsylvania, Mr. Beatty stopped at the 
house of a Mr. John Miller, where he “met 
with one Benjamin Sutton, who had been 
taken captive by the Indiang, and had been 

| in different nations and lived many years 
among them. When he was with the Choc- 
taws, at the Mississippi river, he went to 

| an Indian town, a very considerable distance 
| from New Orleans, whose inhabitants were 
| of different complexiun, not so tawry as 
| those of the other Indians, and who spoke 
| Welsh, He saw a book among them which 
he supposed was a Welsh Bible, which they 
carefully kept wrapped up In a ekin, but 
they could not read it.” 

At Tuscarora Valley Mr. Beatty claims to 
have met a man by the name of Levi Hicks, 
who had been a captive from his youth with 
the Indians. He sald he was once attending 

| an embassy at an Indian town on the west 
side of the Mississippi, where the inhabi- 
tants spoke Welsh, as he was told, for he did 
not understand them, 

-Tt is very natural to wonder how these 
Indians, though descended from the Welsh, 
came by books, for it is well known that the 

| period at which the Welsh must have come 
| to America, was long before printing was 
discovered or that any writing assumed the 
form of books as we now have them. 

Major Rogers, in his “Concise Account of 
North America,” published In 1765, noticer 
the White Indlans, but the geography of 
thelr country he leaves anywhere on the 
west of the Mississippi. probably never hav- 
ing visited them himself—There Is very lit- 
tle real foundation for the story of the Welsh 
or White Indians, and one writer sums it 
up as follows pon the whole, we think

of the Mississipp! does not rest on as good au-
