20 Killed on This Train. 
Mexico City, September 22.—A north- 

bound train’on the Mexican National 
railway has been dynamited by the 
Febels near Vanegas, in the northern 
art of the state of San Luis Potosi. 

From the meager reports received here 
it is believed that thirty were killed, 
The train left here Saturday night, but 
turned back at Vanegas on account of 
blown-up bridges further north. 

The locomotive passed safely over 
the dygamite charges, but the baggage 
car and two coaches were destroyed. 
The passengers killed were in the sec- 
ond-class coach, The telegraph lines 
Ihave been cut both north and south 
of the scene.

CATCHNGS DROHNS 
AT ATLANTIG BEACH 

Body of Well-Known Engineer 

Will Be Brought to Atlan- 

ta for Interment. 

Frederick P. Catchings, aged 39 
years, son of the late Dr. Benjamin H. 
Catchings, of Atlanta, and one of the 
best known electrical engineers in the 
south, was drowned in the surf of At- 
lantic Beach late Sunday night, accord- 
ing to a telegram received Monday 
morning by his mother, Mrs. Mattie 

Catchings, of 357 Capitol avenue. 
No details of the fatality have been 

secured, the telegram simply stating 
that Mr. Catchings was lost when a 
boat in which he and a party of friends 
were fishing capsized. 

Mr. Catchings had held many posi- 
tions of trust with different power 
companies of this section and was for 
a number of years chief electrical en- 
gineer of the Georgia Railway and 
Power company, with headquarters in 
death he was superintendent and chief 
electrical engineer of the Alabama 
Power company, iwth headquarters in 
Birmingham, going to that city from 
Atlanta about a year ago. Mr. Catch- 
ings was recently adfitted—-to full 
membership in the, American Institute 
of Electrical Engineers, an honor much 
coveted in his profession for the rea- 
son that the membership is. strictly 
limited to those who have achieved 
distinction in their work 

Mr. Catchings was educated 
Emory college and Vanderbilt uni- 
versity and was u member of the 
Sigma Nu fraternity, He was married 
in 1902 to Miss Susie Martin, of Perry, 
Ga. A leading man in his profession, 
of a warm, genial nature and chari- 
table toward all. Mr. Catchings had 
endeared himself to a large circle of 
friends who will mourn his loss, 

Mr. Catchings is survived by his 
wife, two small children, his mother, 
Mrs. Mattie Catchings, and three sis- 
ters, Misses Louise. Nancy and Gladys 
Catchings. His body will be brought 
to Atlanta tonight and the funeral 
services will be conducted from the 
home of Mrs. Catchings, 357 Capitol 
avenue, Wednesday morning at 11 
o'clock.

The facts concerning Mrs. Thorn- 

ton’s death became known when her 
body was taken to Dawson for burial 
there on Monday. She had been under 
treatment in the sanitarium for some 
time, and her husband went there 

; Sunday for the purpose of taking her 
‘ home. 
‘ During iz the preparations for de- 
parture from the sanitarium, Mrs. 
Thornton is said to have secured a 
revolver from her husband's suit case 
when she was left alone for a few 
minutes, and to have fired one shot 
through her brain, dying almost in- 
stantly. 

No Cause Is Known. 
The reasons for the suicide are 

| shrouded in deepest mystery. 
The body was brought to Atlanta on 

Sunday and was prepare. for burial 
at a local undertaking establishment. 

Dr. James N. Brawner, of 702 Grant 
building, in whose sanitarium, near 
Smyrna, Mrs. Thornton died, when 
questioned over long-distance tele- 

;}phone by The Constitution, admitted 
that he had not notsfied the authori- 
ties of Cobb county, and gave as his 
reason that he was certain of how the 

‘woman's death came about, and that it 
was therefore not necessary to advise 
the authorities. 

He at first refused to discuss the 
matter, stating that Mr. Thornton 
would possibly not want the suicide of 
his wife known. When told of the de- 

|tails of the self-murder, he confirmed 
them, however, and admitted that the 
act had been done in his sanitarium, 
where. he said, Mrs. Thornton had 
ae spending a short time for treat- 
ment. 

“Mrs. Thornton was perfectly sane; 
Iam sure of that,” he said when asked 
if shé hat ‘ended Ner life in a fit of 
Mental aberation. 

“Mr. Thornton had come here Sun- 
day morning to take here home,” he 
continued. “He left his wife alone in 
her room for pust a minute while he 
went out in the hall. 

“It was while she was alone in the 
room that she secured a pistol from 
ire , husband's grip and ended her 

ife. 
| Coroner Not Notified. 
; “No, I notified none of the authori- 
ties.’ he replied in answer to a ques- 
tion, “as it was not necessary. I knew 
exactly how the woman died. It was 
not necessary in such a case to-maka a 
report to the authorities.” 

he Brawner sanitarium is located 
a few miles outside the corporate lim- 
its of Smyrna. Dr. Brawner stated 
that Mrs. Thornton was suffering from 
a nervous trouble at the time she was 
at-his sanitarium. 

“Yes, we heard here in Smyrna that 
there had been a death at Dr. Braw- 
ner’s sanitarium,” said Mayor J. W. 
Fuller, when asked concerning the sui- 
cide, “but the place is outside the cor- 
porate limits and it was not up to us 
to investigate the death. F 

“I did not: know," he added, “that a 
suicide had occurred, and only heard 
that some one had died in the sani- 

'tarium on Sunday.”

The Central railroad is also asking 
for permission to withdraw its special 
commodity rates on small logs ship- 
ped from way stations to Fort Valley 
and Macon, to be manufactured into 
peach crates, and to apply the reg- 
ular classification rates.

Dr. Bell is said to have 
made the statement to the Mutual Life 
Insurance company, “with whem Flan- 
ders carried a policy. Dr. Bell was 
called into eonsultation with Dr. Mc- 
Naughton on the death of Flanders. 

The statement which is believed to 
be on file with the home office of the 
insurance company is understood to 
contradict the affidavits that had been 
made regarding Dr. Bell's opinion as 
to the cause of the death. The in- 
formation has been forwarded to Gov- 
ernor Slaton. Efforts are now being 
made to locate Dr. Bell’s sworn state- 
ment.

In line with The Constitution's statement 

several weeks ago current Associated Press 

dispatches from Washington declare that 

the “paramount” test of President Wilson's 

control over the democracy is apt to come 

with the handling of currency legislation by 

the senate. 

In the house, the bill carrying the ap- 

proval of the administration went through 

virtually unchanged and by a non-partisan 

and sweeping majority. In the senate, the 

battle will be harder. It is said there are 

no direct antagonisms to the bill from any 

party, but that there does exist a tendency 

to give the subject more exhaustive study 
‘and to delay action until the regular ses- 

sion in December. 
Whatever may have heen the justifica- 

tion for this position at the beginning of 

the specia] session, it has long since dis- 

‘appeared. The one argument that would 

give the semblance of logic to postpone- 

ment would be lack of preparedness on part 

of the country: And that argument today 
carries no weight. For many weeks, all dur- 

dng the house’s consideration of the subject 
and for a long time previous, the country 

has-been discussing currency in all its 

phages. Students and authorities generally 
have been liberal with their opinions. Finan- 
clers have been heard from at every pos- 

isible angle. If the people are not now in- 
fermed upon currency revision, it is not 

ifkely they ever will be.

We have had 

a plethora of. talk. Prosperity should not 

be menaced by a continuation of uncer- 
tainty.

The proper imparting of such knowledge 

requires an intimacy of relation which does 

not and necessarily cannot exist between 

teacher and pupil. 

It remains, however, that there is an ap- 

palling lack of courage on part of parents 

when it comes to dealing frankly with chil- 

dren.

in which you question the consistency of 
Louis Brandeis on Zionism, leads me to ask 
you to present a few facts on the Zionist 
movement from a sympathetic standpoint. 

Zionism is not a new sort of “Oriental 
peril.” The whole scheme of the Zionist 
movement js not for a wholesale and force- 
ful immigration to Zion-land, but it is to 
create a “legally-assured and publicly-guar- 
anteed home” for those of the Jewish people 
who are homeless in the lands of their so- 
journing; for those who suffer. persecution 
and bitter contempt on account of their be- 

ing Jews, and for those also from the more 
civilized countries, who prefer by thelr own 
free will to settle in Palestine, in order to 
continue the historic life of ancient Israel, 
to observe the Sabbath of Sinal, and to rear 

up a Jewish generation, with a full sense 
of thelr moral responsibility. 

Zionism is the only peaceful and prac- 
tical solution to this problem. And all those 
who are engaged in the work of Zionism, 
from the Jew-miilionaire down to the wage- 
earner saving his pennies for the Jewish 

national fund, are really the best type of 
‘citizens everywhere. For they are idealists, 
and not people engrossed by egotism and 

self-love. They are those who will readily 

make sacrifices to principle, and who will 
stand for human liberty, and fight for the 
right everywhere. So the shining example 
of a Zionist regiment in the British ranks, 
or the many Zionists who fought their best 
under the Stars and Stripes in the late 
Spanish-American war; a Colonel Goldsmith 
in Great Britain, or a Moses Montefore, who 
is known to have made several attempts at 
colonizing Jews in the Holy Land on an in- 
dependent basis. And Sir Moses was the 
pecullarly loyal subject of the British queen. 

It is a conceded fact that they: who prove 

themselves loyal to their own household 

and kindred race may equally be relied upon 
for thelr sense of honor and loyalty a8 

members of a community or commonwealth. 
And as the Zionists do not always work 

for themselves only, so they do not gener- 

ally have to go to Palestine by themselves; 
but they are to join in the noble effort of 
helping others to a life of dignity and self- 
dependence, 

Louls Brandeis is one of their type. He, 
like Louis Marshall, Samuel Strauss and oth- 

er American Zionists of high standing in 

the community, need not by himself go to 
Palestine as long as this country is in need 

of his services. 
“Nothing that is necessary is impossible,” 

is the true saying today. And most of the 

world’s leaders of thought have now recog- 
nized Zionism as a necessity for the peace- 

ful solution of the Jewish problem. 
No matter what happen with James Mc- 

Carthy or John Johnson, he is always an- 

Swerable for himself, by himself. No one 
will delve into his ancestry. No one will 
go into hysterics over his lineage or his 
religious faith, No one will care aught 
whether or not some one else of his own 

race or religious denomination may offer 

an analogy in the direction of the alleged 

offense that the Individual in question may 
be charged with. And the position of the 

Jew is therefore a most peculiar one. 
Zionism is not only to give a land to the 

Jewish people, but it ts likewise to regener- 

ate the people as faithful children of Zion. 
For out of Zion is ever to come forth light 
and law to the whole world. It ig with 
this end in view that Zionists are exerting 
their best efforts to rejuvenate the Jewish 
people by a revival of their ancient faith, 
by a restoration of their own Jewish cul- 
ture and ethics and lore. Jewish univer- 
sities, Jewish schools of art and agricul- 

tural and manufacturing industries in the 
Holy Land will give the best showing and 

influence for good to the Jewish people all 
over the world. 

By the realization of the Zionist ideal 
the Jew may come to his own, to show the 
world what good he has done, and is doing. 

For during all the ages of his captivity 
none else but the faults and failings of 

the Jew were brought to public view. The 
shortcomings of the Jew, real or imaginary, 
are always thrown back to him, while his 
virtues are rarely considered. It is simply 
heart-rending to note how the Lambrozos, 

the Bergsons, the Metchnicoffs and the host 
of other great men and public benefactors 
are passed and turned into Frenchmen, Rus- 
sians, Germans, etc., and what is left to the 

“eredit’ of the Jews are the queer charac- 

ters mentioned before. No, we want some 
of those others to be. counted among our 
own number. And this is why we Zionists 
strive to enlist the services of the Nordaus, 

the Marmoreks, the Warbugs, and also the 

Louis Brandeis type. Not that all of the 
world’s great Jews leave their posts and 
cease their labors for the upbuilding of na- 

tions and states, but that just a few of 
them come to ald in the reconstruction so 
necessary for the scattered nation. It Is a 
noble task which portends peace for the 

Jew and peace for all the world. An hon- 
est participation on the part of an Ameri- 

can Jew in the promotion of such lofty 
purpose is the purest sort of consistency.

~ WHO ASSISTED THE COUNTESS OF NITHSDALES 

Winifred Herbert, the Countess of ‘Niths-. 
dale, in 1716, wrote a narrative of the escape 
of her husband from the Tower of London. 
which was published in the “Transactions of 
Scotland,” which is one of the most dramatic 
stories ever written. William Maxwell, the 
fifth Earl of Nithsdale, owed his life and his 
liberty to the courage and coolness of his 
countess. To have accomplished what she 
did would have been impossible without ac- 
complices, but in spite of a long investiga- 
tion the English government was unable to 
find out who assisted her, and so the king, 
on learning of his escape, said it was “the 
best thing a man in his condition could have 
done.” 

Nithsdale was a Scotch nobleman, who 
was born in 1676. The family possessed rich 
estates in the Valley of the Nith, from which 
it took its title. The royal house of Stuart 
were related to the Maxwells and William 
was devoted to the cause of that family. It 
was his opinion that they were kings by 
divine right and consequently he joined an 
insurrection in.the north of England in the 
interest of the “Old Pretender,” James II. 
He is the “Willie” of the Jacobite song, 
“Kenmure’s Up and Awa, Willie.” 

Few or none of Maxwell's own dependents 
joined him, and at the battle of Preston he 
was one of the commanders of the gentleman 
vohinteers. This battle resulted in utter 
defeat, and with other leaders in the move- 
ment Nithsdale was sent to the Tower of 
London, and at his trial in January, 1716, 

he, like Kenmure, made a rather abject de- 
claration of penitence, excusing his consent 
to join the rebels on the ground that, having 
been summoned by the government to Edin- 
burg, he was, on account of his feeble health, 
afraid to risk the possibility of imprison- 
ment. His humiliating protestations were of 
no avail, and he was sentenced to death on 
aia 24, along with other Jacobite no- 
les. 

When his countess received the news of 
his arrest In Scotland, Winifred at once set 

out on horseback for London to use her in- 
fluence in obtaining his pardon. She knelt 
at the feet of King George, she begged the 
monarch te allow her husband to be restored 
to her and their children; but the king was 
adamant, and there remained but one night 
of Hfe for William Maxwell. 

But she was determined, however, not to 
give up. Through some strong influence she 
was able to obtain access‘to her husband in 
the tower, accompanied by some ladies, and 
@isguising him in a hood and cloak she de- 
ceived the guards and enabled him to leave 
the prison with her. One of the, women was 
her London landlady, Mrs, Mills, and the 
other was a Mrs. Morgan, who was devoted 
to the countess. It was the latter whd ac- 
compenied the countess to the cell of her 
husband, carrying concealed garments. 

Mrs, Morgan played her part well. She 
bade Nithsdale a weeping farewell and. re- 
tired to allow Mrs. Mills to visit him. All 
the way up the stairs Mrs. Mills was seen to 
be overwhelmed with grief. Her face was 
hidden by a handkerchief held to her eyes: 

When she had arrived at the cell she 
rapidly changed her garments to those that 
Mrs. Morgan had carried in. With these she 
started out, the countess folowing her ‘and 
urging her to send her mald with a costume 

in which she could. go again to the king to 
seek a pardon for:her husband. 

Within the cell there was another change 
of garments and finally the Earl appeared 
dressed in the clothes of Mrs. Mills, his face 
hidden by the handkerchief, as he seemed to 
be weeping bitterly,.as had been Mrs. Mills 
when she entered. 

The faithful maid met him at the door 
and he was taker to the little home of a 
poor woman. In the meantime the countess 
talked for half an hour as if with her hus- 
band. Then she fixed the string of the door 
latch so it could not be opened from the out- 
side, told the earl’s servant not to take his 
candles to him till requested to do so, and 
herself got away safely to the same place 
where Nithsdale was hidden. ; 

After some days in the disguise of a ser- 
vant of the ambassador of Venice, the ear! 
reached Dover safely, crossed in a small boat 
to France and proceeded to Rome. Here the 
countess joined him and they enjoyed many 
years of happiness together, the countess 
dying in 1749 and the earl in 1744. No one 

was ever able to discover who assisted the 
countess in her scheme to liberate her hus- 
band, but she must have had some influential 
accomplice to have worked out successfully 
so intricate a plot.

M’REYNOLDS CONSIDERS 

TELEPHONE SITUATION 

Washington, September  22.—Com- 

plainants against the American Tele- 
phone and Telegraph company. who 
are urging Attorney General McRey- 
nolds to investigate the so-called Bell 
telephone trust, continue to flood the 
department of justice with informa- 
tion regarding the telephone situation. 
To emphasize the significance of pro- 
tests from independent telephone in- 
terests and the attentlon they war- 
rant one complainant pointed out that 
there were 20,000 independent tele 
phone companies in the United States, 
with an aggregate capital of $300,000.- 
000, and with almost as many sub- 
scribers as their big rival. 

The attorney general has not yet 
reached a decision whether he will 
await the conclusion of the interstate 
commerce commission telephone in- 
quiry or institute an independent in- 
vestigation at once.

New Orleans, September 22.—Fluctuations 

in the price of cotton today were domi- 
nated by news from Washington regarding 
the proposal to put a tax .on future con- 
tracts, Several times during the day most 
unfavorable telegrams came from Washing- 
ton carrying the rumor that the Clarke 
amendment imposing a tax of 50 cents a 
bale on all future trades was receiving 
favorable attention. These rumors caused 
several setbacks and at one time a material 
decline. 

Around the close the market steadied, 
when {it was shown that none of the un- 

On the opening the tone was steady, and 
prices were 6 to 10 points up on good 
cables and the cold weather suffered by 
the cotton belt over Sunday. Bulls put out 
many telegrams claiming that the low tem- 
peratures had checked the growth of cot- 
ton, and considerable outside buying came 
which put the trading months up until 
they were 15 to 17 points over Saturday's 
close. From the opening, the unfavorable 
rumors from Washington worked against 
the market, and at noon the advance was 
almost lost. 

In the afternoon prices went 11 to 18 
points under faturday’s final quotations. 
The close was steady at a net loss of 8 
to 4 points. 
Weather news was regarded as decidedly 

unfavorable. Not only were temperatures 
unseasonably low on the whole, but too 
much rain fell in the eastern belt, and the 
trade called the forecast of increasing 
cloudiness for the western belt highly un- 
favorable, because, taken in connection with 
a low area in the northwest, it pointed to 
the possibility of more rain.

WHEAT ECNED 
~ ON URGESPALY 
Figures of Visible Supply 

Show Increase of Fifty Mil- 

lions Over Last Year—Corn 

Makes Gaic; Oats Off. 

Chicago, September 22.—Visible sup- 
ply figures, very close to fifty rmil- 
lion bushels against thirty million a 
year ago, today acted as a weight on 
wheat. The market finished nervous 
at 1-8 to 7-8c net decline. Corn 
wound up with a gain of 1-8 to 1-4\% 
3-8c, oats off 1-8 to 1-4c, and pro- 
visions dearer by 5 to 20c. 

Besides the increase in the United 
States visible supply, an enlargement 
of 2,769,000 bushels in Canadian 
wheat had the effect of swamping the 
trade. Houses in the northwest re- 
ported that a mountain of receipts ap- 
peared to be rolling up and that a 
big portion might have to be hedged 
in the Chicago market. On this in- 
formation, bear leaders here pressed 
the selling to such an extent that 
many stop loss orders came into play. 
Rallies in wheat were not held. Cables 
had given the market a weak start and 
there’ was continued uneasiness in re- 
gard to Winnipeg reports that the 
Canadian cabinet had been summonesi 
to meet Premier Borden in Ottawa and 
that, despite the previous anti-reci- 
procity policy, the outcome might be 
to send Canadian wheat in large ship- 
ments into the United States duty- 
free, 

Fear that frost had caused more 
damage than popularly supposed put 
corn on the upgrade, notwithstanding 
early weakness ju sympathy with 
wheat. Most of Iowa and part of 
Illinois was affected by the freezing 
weather last night. The bears were 
forced to contend also with the fact 
that country offerings were falling off. 

Oats parted company with corn and 
followed wheat, influenced in a meas- 
ure, by apprehension as to possible 
reciprocity action by the Canadian gov- 
ernment. Moreover, the visible sup- 
ply was reported as the largest on 
record, 30,830,000 bushels, against 8,- 
799,000 a year ago. 

Cold weather and higher prices for 
hogs left provisions. There was a 
fairly important increase in invest- 
ment buying, chiefily of deferred de- 
liveries.

American Packers Urge Change 

in Order to Ayert a 

Meat Famine. 

Chicago, September 22.—The respon- 

sibility of averting a future meat fam- 

ine was put up to small farmers by 
speakers at the.eighth annual conven- 

tion of the American Meat Packers’ 

convention today. All the speakers 

agreed that if the decrease in meat 
production of the last ten years is not 

stopped, the question of the meat sup- 
ply for the people of the United States 
will be most serious. 
Among the remedies’ suggested by 

the speakers were: 
Every small farmer should raige at 

least two beef steers a year to effect 

the decreased production of the great 

ranches of the west, 

The remaining ranges should be cut 
up in farms to put all farmers on an 

equal footing. 
Development of the hills of New 

England with their bountiful springs 

and prevailing shade ag a beef-pro- 
ducing country. 

Substitution of corn for cotton in the 
sovthern states and the consequent 
development of cattle and hog produc- 
tion o 

Danger of Famine. 

The report of the executive commit- 

tees sounded the first note of the dan- 
ger of a famine. 

“The American meat packing house 
situation and that of consumers of 
meat-food products in this country are 
both in a condition more precarious 
than at any other time in our history,” 
the report stated. ‘We are facing 
conditions in the production of meat 
food products which would have been 
thcught !mpossible ten years ago. The 
shortage of live stock, which has been 
impressed upon us, as packing house 
Producers for several years, has been 
intensified during the last year. Our 
population is growing at its normal 
rote, We have passed the point where 
demand has overtaken production ang 
we are row on a basis, which shows 
that demand exceeds the supply of, 
meat-food products to such an extent 
that we have abnormally high a 
for meat-food products. 

“The farmers are not furnishing a 
sufficient number of animals to keep 
the packing houses in operation on 
anything like full time and this re- 
sults in heavy losses, owing to lack of 
volume of business, and there seems

Speakers at the national convention 
of butter and egg men urged the need 
of national legislation to regulate the);

“This conference should advocate na- 
tional legislation on the subject of 
storage,” sald J. L. Momigman, of New 
York, in an address. “If every state 
has its own laws, with regard to the

To Stimulate Cattle Raising. 
To stimulate cattle raising in order 

to avert the meat famine, they say is 
imminent, the American Meat Pack- 
ers’ association today voted to raise 
$500,000 with which to conduct a cam- 
paign of education among the farmers 
and cattle raisers. The plan outlined 
by President Bischoff, which was 
adopted as a _ resolution by the!
