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Hoke Smith Starts Fight for Reserve Bank for Atlanta
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WOMAN WITH GUN TRAPS INTRUDER

Board to Make Tour of Cities in 
Race to View Claims at 

First Hand.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 26.—Atlanta 
was proposed to Secretary of the 
Treasury McAdoo to-day by Senator 
Hoke Smith as a regional reserve 
bank city In the South. The indorse­
ment was placed on file for further 
consideration.

‘ Atlanta’s claim as a reserve city,'* 
said Senator Smith, “should meet 
with instant approval. It dominates 
the entire country along the eastern 
seaboard up to North Carolina; west 
into Tennessee, and along the gulf to 
the West Alabama boundary line. Its 
growing ocean trade with New Eng­
land and with the South American 
countries makes it a desirable locality 
for a regional reserve city.”

With the intention of completing its 
work before President Wilson returns 
t the Capital, the organization com­
mittee of the new currency system,

inprising Secretary of the Treasury 
McAdoo and Secretary of Agriculture 
Houston, began work in earnest to­
day.

Tt is planned to hurry the organi­
sation of the new system, that the 
‘Tilef Executive can name the mem­
bers of the Federal Reserve Board 
and have their duties ready for them 
as soon as they are confirmed by the 
Senate.

The Secretaries are considering a 
plan to visit personally the cities 
which present their claims for selec­
tion for the regional reserve banks 
and make an investigation of these 
claims before deciding where the 
banks shall be located.

Applications of banks to enter the 
new system are reaching the Treas­
ury by the score daily. Most of them 
are from smaller cities.

Following a Christmas Day that 
started out with rain and wound up 
with a snow flurry, a whooping wind 
descended on Atlanta and vicinity 
Friday morning and kept the mercury 
hovering around not far above the 
freezing mark. The mercury waj b-*- 
low the freezing mark for several 
hours in the early morning.

The schedule for Atlanta Is con­
tinued cold, without reaching the de­
gree of a cold wave, and wii:h scanty 
prospects of snow -A. practically 
none at all for rain, although the 
clouds will curtain the sky until 
some time jaturday.

“I rrhould say tho thermometer 
would reach freezing Saturday morn­
ing,’’ said C. F. Vonjir rrmann, weath­
er director. “That will be a shade 
colder than !t wa3 this morning; not 
much change In temperature. The 
wind will modify its gait, but the 
clouds will hang on until about noon 
Saturday, though the chance of their 
spilling anything In the way of rain 
or snow practically Is negligible.”

Mr. VonHerrmann said the “Christ­
mas storm” that came up out of the 
gulf Just in time to stage a dismal 
day for Atlanta had worked its way 
up to the New England States, where 
it was ma Hng thi ,gs gloomy.

No Trouble Ahead for Dixie.
“There’s not much else on the mao 

to give trouble here,” Mr. VonHerr­
mann said. “A few stations along 
the Canadian bordeT report zero 
weather, but it 1 .o get 20 degrees 
colder there befo.^ we feel the ef- 
Acts in this clime. Sunday ought to 
be a fair day,- and net unpleasantly 
cold.”

The cold snap came with a 40- 
mile gale sweeping over the South. 
It is making overcoats and furs on 
Peachtree street as common as snow- 
shoes in the frozen North. The wind 
reached its maximum velocity early 
FYiday morning, blowing steadily at 
about 40 miles from midnight until 2 
o’clock.

36-Mile Wind on Christmas.
Christmas afternoon the wind 

raced through Atlanta streets and 
around the corners of the skyscrapers 
at a 36-mile-an-hour clip, diminishing 
somewhat as night came on, only to 
exceed its former speed as midnight 
approached.

At 7 o’clock FYiday morning the 
official thermometers at the Weath­
er Bureau registered 33 degrees, and 
indications are that this probably 
will be lowered before to-morrow 
morning.

Th cold snap started directly aft­
er the rain ceased falling Christmas 
Day, and reached its climax after the 
sweeping gale. The highest tempera­
ture during the day,!ght hours yes­
terday was 48 degrees, and at timts 
the thermometer got down to freez­
ing. At 7 o’clock Christmas night 
the temperature was 34 degrees, and 
during the remainder of the night 
the mercury ranged between 32 and 
34.

Neighbor Getting Into Wrong 

House Almost Shot by Mrs. 
Barnett, the Detective.

Mrs. Hattie Barnett’s revolver was
squarely In the face of S. P. Sims; 
her finger was closing on the trig­
ger; the death of the supposed bur­
glar was hanging on a hairline in 
the early hours of Christmas morn­
ing. when a vision stopped the trig­
ger finger of Atlanta's woman detec­
tive.

She told about it in the Recorder’s 
Court FYiday morning.

“It Just wasn’t that man’s time to 
die,” Mrs. Barnett said. “I had the 
revolver fairly in his face and my 
finger was closing on the trigger, 
when I had a sort of vision.”

And this is the story.
About 2 o’clock Thursday morning 

Mrs. Barnett was awakened by the 
ringing of her door bell. It was Sims 
at the door, but Mrs. Barnett did not 
know that. Hims is Mrs. Barnett’s 
next door neighbor, living at No. 9 
Woodward avenue, while Mrs Bar­
nett's home, where she lives with a 
sister and a young couple who board 
there, is at No. 15 Woodward ave­
nue.

Slams Door in His Face.
The doorbell rang, and rang in­

sistently. Mrs. Barnett got up, don­
ned slippers and dressing gown, and 
went to the door.

She opened it without hesitation. A 
man outside tried to shove his way 
past her into the house. She did not 
recognize Sims.

Mrs. Barnett is robust of physique 
and her vocation requires and de­
velops determination. She shoved the 
intruder outside and slammed and 
locked the door.

Then she went to the telephone and 
called the police. As she finished her 
message she heard a. smash of glass 
from her bedroom window. Mrs. 
Barnett knew just what it was. She 
ran to her bed and from under the 
pillow she drew a revolver. It was 
not a feminine sort of revolver. It 
was long and rakish as to barrel, blue 
in color, heavy in caliber—a business­
like weapon.

As the woman detective grasped 
the revolver, a man swung through 
the shattered window into the room

They were face to face, the woman 

detective and the housebreaker, and 
still there was no thought in Mrs. 
Barnett’s mind that this wild-eyed 
intruder advancing on her was Sims, 
her next-door neighbor, with whom 
she wasn’t acquainted.

“My arm came up automatically,” 
Mrs. Barnett continued the story 
‘The muzzle of the revolver was al­
most touching the man’s face, and I 
was pressing the trigger—that man, I 
tell you, was the same as a dead man, 
right then. And then there flashed 
into my mind a picture, like a frag­
ment from some motion picture 
drama.

"I saw the picture of a mother—a 
mother and a little child. It was fa­
miliar, and in the same instant I 
recognized the woman as my next- 
door neighbor, and the child as her 
baby; I had seen them often.

“But I can’t for tho life of me un­
derstand why I associated that man 
with the picture. I don’t remember 
ever having seen him before.

EXPRESS THEFT 

PROBE NEAR
Detective Official Says Messenger 

Turner Is First of Several 
Likely To Be Taken.

More arrests as the result of the 
Inquiry into the alleged systematic 
robbery of express companies by mes- 1 
sengers on mail trains are expected 
soon, according to a statement Friday 
by a Pinkerton official, who is con­
ducting the investigation with the 
Agents of the United States Marshal.

The Government officials are 
brought into the investigation by the 
Carlin law, which provides for Fed­
eral investigation of thefts commit­
ted on mail trains, whether from the 
Government mails, private individ­
uals or corporations.

“Scores of cases similar to that of 
J. T. Turner and D. T. Alexander, 
who were arrested Wednesday, are 
being investigated.” said the official, 
“and we have just begun to get into 
action. Developments indicate tha‘ 
there Is a systematic robbery of the 
express companies going on and the 
game is being worked smoothly.

“The investigation has been going 
on for almost a year, and while the 
arrest of Turner and Alexander was 
the first, it is probable that there will 
be others soon.”

Alexander, who resides at No. 129 
Mills street, was arraigned before 
United States Commissioner Carter 
Friday charged with having received 
a shotgun Turner is said to have con­
fessed he stole from the Southern Ex­
press Company.

At the request of Attorney Pome­
roy, who represented Alexander, and 
on the plea that material witnesses 
were absent, the hearing was post­
poned until Saturday.

Turner, who is said to have con­
fessed to a series of robberies that 
has puzzled detectives for more than 
a year, has been held to the Federal 
Grand Jury on bonds of $2,000. which 
he furnished Thursday, in time to 
spend the greater part of Christmas 
Day with his family.

Government officials declare Turner 
has confessed his part in the thefts, 
and probably will plead guilty. Alex­
ander, according to his attorneys, ex­
pects to fight his case, declaring he 
did not receive the shotgun with the 
knowledge that it had been stolen.

tragic death revealed the fact that she 
lived as the slave of the lawyer for 
years in a box-like den off his office, 
will hide herself in the West. She 
soon will leave the jail where she had 
found a refuge and go to some little 
town where she can fight her grief.

Despite the predicament in which 
she finds herself, Miss Branch assert­
ed calmly to-day that she had no re­
gret for her past life.

“In spite of all that has happened, 
in spite of all I have suffered, in 
spite of all this scandal and noto­
riety, 1 have not one regret for what 
I have done,” she said. “I would do 
it all over again to-morrow if 1 could.

“I have been rich in love. 1 have 
had full measure, pressed down and 
running over, of a perfect love and 

I companionship, and it was worth the 
| price I paid.” I

Miss Branch to-day told for the 
first time with what secrecy she had 
to move to conceal her presence In 
the little room. Every time that the 
lawyer received a client she had to 
take special care to hide the fact that 
she was near by.

“I wore rubber-heeled shoes, so that 
I could move about without making 
any noise.” she said, “but mostly I 
sat very still, listening to the snatches

of conversation that floated over the 
wall, which did not extend to the 
ceiling, learning to know by their 
voices people that I never saw Clients 
came and went, politicians and, occa­
sionally, I heard the voice of a wom­
an—Mr. Couch's wife.

“I made his life happy, but l suf­
fered. Oh. yes, 1 suffered. 1 paid 
the price. T suffered when l thought 
of his wife. J did not want to hurt 
her, but I could not help it. I don’t 
believe two women can love the same 
man and not have their hearts torn 
with miserable jealousy and envy of 
each other. I knew Mr. Couch loved 
me as few women have ever been 
loved in the world—and yet I was 
jealous of the woman who bore his 
name and was his wife In the eyes of 
society.

“And 1 will tell you a strange thing. 
Awake, my mind was filled with hard 
and bitter thoughts of her. hut in my 
sleep I loved her better than any one 
woman on earth. J dreamed of her 
constantly, and always in my dreams 
1 was going to see her, and she was 
meeting me with outstretched arms 
of welcome and with affection in her 
eyes and smiles.

CALUMET, MICH., Dec. 26.—While 
four separa.e investigations of Calu­
met’s Christmas tree disa-ster, in 
which 72 persons, most of them chil­
dren, were killed, were being made 
to-day and a dispute was being waged 
as to whom should bury tin* dead, 
peacemakers were at work in a su 
preme effort to bring an end to the 
copper mine strike in this region. 
Over the bodies of the little ones the 
leaders of the peace movement hoped 
to see an end to the labor strife whi *h 
has torn the Calumet copper district 
for several month?

United in grief over the snulfing 
out of so many young lives, the war­
ring factions—mine operators, guards 
and strikebreakers, and the stricken 
union miners and their friends—gave 
no thought to the big labor battle 
that indirectly is blamed for the most 
grewuome horror in the history of 
Calumet.

Hostility Less Marked.
There was still a dispute over 

whether the offer of the Citizens' Al­
liance, an organization that has been 
considered hostile to the strikers, to 
defray all the burial expenses should 
be accepted. Officials of the Western 
Federation of Miners declared that 
the offer should he spurned

“We will care for our own dead." 
was the defiant response to the al­
liance.

The feeling of hostility was not so 
marked to-day when it was seen that 
the citizens of Calumet and other 
cities in the mine district were in 
earnest in their efforts to raise funds 
for the stricken families. Almost 
unlimited amounts of money were 
pledged by mine owners and mer­
chants who have been opposing the 
strikers. The committees represent­
ing the operators went from house to 
house to-day comforting the surviv­
ing membors of families whose dear 
ones were taken from them in the 
unnecessary panic.

Following these committees went 
others, and suggestions that peace be 
declared between the forces repre­
senting capital and labor were diplo­
matically expressed.

Peace Suggestions Please.
It was suggested that tlie man who 

thrust his head into the door of 
Italian Hall while the Christmas tree 
celebration was at its height and 
shouted fire was inspired to the 
malicious deed by some things that 
the miners have done to promote 
their strike. The peace suggestions 
were apparently well received. The 
miners seemed not to blame the minp 
operators, hut they felt that the dis­
aster would not have occurred had 
there not been a strike and it appear­
ed that they JeR more remorse than 
resentment.

After the funeral of all the victims, 
which will be arranged for later to­
day. it is expected that the spirit of 
fight will have been interred with the 
bodies of the innocent little children 
and wives of the strikers and that 
peace will prevail where, had not the 
disaster occurred. a labor w#r 
have continued indefinitely.

That one-year residence rule, 
as adopted at the recent meet­

ing of the S. I. A. A. at Jacksonville 
applies only to football is a fact not 
generally known by the public. It is 
the gridiron game, however, that tire 
august body proposed to save from 
the temptation of professionalism 
and freshmen will, in no way be hin­
dered from taking part in other col­
lege sports, provided they can frame 
up for the necessary points with our 
friend, Mr. Carnegie.

However, there can be no getting 
around the fact that the rule will af­
fect these other sports indirectly, for 
1n case of a good football man com­
ing to the university it is hardly 
probable that he would be allowed to 
knock a year off his gridiron career 
by taking part in track or baseball 
during his tlrst season at college. 
Until the S. I. A. A. rules thta a play­
er can have his four years of football, 
in addition to other sports, the one- 
year rule is sure to keep some stars 
off the baseball and track teams dur­
ing their first year In school.

* * *

NOT at all pleased with the one- 
year rule, the Vanderbilt alumni 

and others are now wondering who 
will be the representative of the local 
institution at the next annual meet­
ing of the S. I. A. A., to be held at 
Lexington. Ky., as Dr. Dudley will 
in all probability not attend another 
on account of ill health.

Several men have been mentioned, 
hut the general impression is that 
Vanderbilt’s affairs could not be 
placed in better hands than those of 
Charles O. Trabue, one of her most 
loyal alumni and chairman of the 
games committee. Mr. Trabue is the 
logical man for the position, being 
well acquainted with the rules of the 
S. I. A. A. and having always stood 
for the highest and best in college 
athletics. It is stated that there is U 
strong probability that he will be 
chosen to attend the next meeting and 
guard the interests of Vanderbilt.

* * *

TN view of the decided handicap 
* placed on the Commodores by the 
one-year residence rule in their games 
with Virginia, North Carolina and 
Michigan, there is a probability that 
the S. I. A. A. will exempt from the 
rule when playing teams outside of 
the association. This favor was 
granted to Texas A. & M. at the 
Jacksonville meeting and it can not 
be said that the rule injured that in­
stitution as much as it did Vander­
bilt. Of the three teams named above 
Michigan is the only one to have a 
one-year rule, but considering the 
vastly greater number of students 
Coach Yost has to choose from, Va’n- 
derbilt is in need of every opportun­
ity for maintaining the team’s 
strength in order to be able to meet 
the Ann Arbor eleven on anywhere 
near an equal footing.

Virginia has no one-vear rule, nor 
has Carolina, and this fact is sure to 
aid them in the coming games with 
Vanderbilt.

THE 1914 football season will prob- 
1 ably determine Vanderbilt’s final 

stand on the one-vear rule, and if It 
is fouhd to be too big a handicap 
there is a strong probability that 
steps will be taken to withdraw from 
its ranks. Vanderbilt has reached a 
stage of development in football and 
other sports where it is not depend­
ent on the S. I. A. A. and w ould have 
little trouble in fixing a strong sched­

Audience Set Unblinking.
Rut so forcibly did the punch strike 

when it came that the big audience 
sat unblinking through the lesser 
moments, apparently convincing It­
self that its anticipation of the com­
ing climax was reaQy Interest, and 
that its delight In the picturesque 
vernacular of crooks and policemen 
was really an appreciation of con­
temporary conditions. Everybody 
talks in platitudinous epigrams, and 
you are flattered into feeling that you 
are a aly dog. indeed, so easily you 
grasp the quick-flung shafts of wit. 

Behold the modern drama!
But so much talk of shortcomings 

is hardly fair to “Within the Law'.” 
Probably with its most capable inter­
pretation the keenest critic might sit 
Through the four acta, actually and 
undeniably thrilled, and unable or un­
willing to point out a single fault. 
However, the performance that At­
lanta saw t’hristmas Day vena not by 
far the most capable Interpretation. 
And it was because tlie actors fell 
short of developing full possibilities 
that the undesirable qualities of Bay­
ard Veiller's “play of American life” 
are presented. And If carping criticism

Discussing the proposed new'Judge- 
Some i 8hlp. The Augusta Chronicle outlines 

‘ its purposes thus;
The bill culls for a "floating” 

Federal Judge in Georgia, who 
shall reside in Savannah. It was 
introduced In rne House Friday 
by Representative Edwards. The
measure embodies the Ideas of the 
Savannah committee which set 
forth the draft and arguments 
for It following a visit to the 
Capital Iasi summer. Judge Sam 
tie! B. Adams was chairman of 
the committee, which consisted 
of leading members of the Savan­
nah bar.

The bill has not been agreed 
upon by the members of the 
Georgia delegation. Rome want 
to divide the district, others 
seem more or less apathetic and 
some reserve their opinion. Ac­
tion seems hardly likely until the 
disposition of the Speer investl- 
gat ion

It is argised by Savannah in­
terests that the Georgia judges 
have more than they can handle, 
and that Savannah in particular 
needs more attention on account 
of Its admiralty business.

The bill provides that the third 
judge shall hold the district

A. it was a very small 
organization compared with the 
mammoth association of to-day, and 
the association is so convinced that 
Mr Smith is indispensable that it 
will not permit him to resign.

Mr. Smith is also president of the 
Tennessee Golf Association, a nour­
ishing little organization, and of the 
new Nashville Golf and Country Club 
that is plannl.** a beautiful course on 
the historic Belle Mead Farm. Hut 
Mr. Smith's labors for golf have not 
been confined to the Southern States; 
for years he served on the directorate 
of the W. Ci. A., was vice president 
several years and in 1910 he was 
elected president to succeed C. F. 
Thompson. His administration was 
one of the most successful in the his­
tory of the organization For 1914 
he will continue to serve the \\\ G. A. 
as director.
