“The Independence Party declares that the right to issue 
money is inherent in the government AND IT FAVORS THE ES 
TABLISHMENT OF A CENTRAL GOVERNMENT BANK 
through which the money so issued shall be put into general cir 
culation,”’ 

The soundest and most advanced progressive thought of this 
country has long been in favor of a central, government con 
trolled bank.

The plan is practical, because it is in successful operation in 
other great and up-to-date nations. 

It is democratic and progressive and in accordance with our 
American ideas and institutions. 

A democratic and progressive administration should favor 
the idea of a central, government controlled bank, and a prac 
tical business administration of this government should adopt 
this plan, especially when the plan has the support not only of 
the people at large, who will be benefited by it, but of such 
great bankers as Mr. Vanderlip, who recognize the practicability 
of this plan and its essential soundness and value |

The people of this country expressed with sufficient emphasis 
their doubt and disapproval of the Aldrich provisions and the 
Aldrich intentions. 

No matter how honest the purposes of the present builders 
of the administration bill it is doubtful if a merely reconstructed 
Aldrich bill will sufficiently satisfy the requirements of the situa 
tion or the demands of the progressive elements of the com 
munity. 

If Mr. Schiff is right, and apparently 1s right, in stating that 
the administration bill is merely an outgrowth of the Aldrich 
recommendations, would it not be better for this presumptively 
progressive administration to start from another foundation and 
not merely remodel their structure, but construct a new financial 
measure from the ground up’ 

Would it not be better to proceed along the lines of the 
proposal of Mr. Vanderliv. Would it not be better to adopt the 
judiciously radical declaration of the Independence Party plat 
form adopted at Chicago in 1908 and reading 

The Independence Party declares that the right to issue 
money is inherent in the government AND IT FAVORS THE ES 
TABLISHMENT OF A CENTRAL GOVERNMENT BANK 
through which the money so issued shall be put into general cir 
culation, 

The soundest and most advanced progressive thought of this 
country has long been in favor of a central, government con 
trolled bank. The established principle and practice of the great 
Republic of France is expressed in the form of the Bank of 
France, a central, government controlled bank 

The most thorough and thoughtful, and yet the most ad

The plan 1s practical, because it is in successful operation in 
other great and up-to-date nations 

It is democratic and progressive and in accordance with our

tical business administration of this government should adopt 
this plan, especially when the plan has the support not only of 
the people at large, who will be benefited by it, but of such 
great bankers as Mr. Vanderlip, who recognize the practicability 
of this plan and its essential soundness and value
