The same with the deadly stove, that
heated the passenger car with its auto de fe
potentialities.

Now most
trains are lighted by electricity, and thanks
to the cunning genius of the Jovians, the
juice is generated by the turning wheels
of the train, and at trifling.expense.

When it comes to cleaning and ventilat-
ing coaches, the railroads are in the Dark
Ages.  The carpets, upholstering, curtains,
beddings, even in your latest Pullman, are
dens of dirt, disease, dissolution and death.

A Pullman car leaving New York, fairly
well cleansed, will reach Chicago a culture-
bed of bacteria.

A Whisk Broom Belongs to Pioneer Times

This simply means that a flood of air
i« pushed into the car with a hose, and the
dust and dirt are scattered and driven from
their resting place. Much of it goes off in
the air, but a deal of it stays right in the

car and settles in a cloud on the floor, seats
in crevices, cracks, and everywhere it un
possibly find ]mlmunl

Take a look in the receptacle where the pil-
lows are kept andwhere the bedding is stored,
and you will find enough microbes to start a
hospital, and keep it running over-time.

The heat in a car tends to develop the
germs of disease.

Here we are on our shelves, sometimes two
in a berth. Consumptives going out West in
the hope of getting well, and consumptives
coming home to die, ride in Pullmans. Any

A whisk-broom, a dusting cloth, a feather
nlmur or a broom of any sort, belongs to
pioneer times.

Most certainly,every Pullman car should be
fitted up with a sanitary suction air cleaner.

Passengers could then be dusted with
a convenient little hose device that takes the
dust right out of the clothing and sends it
shooting down and out the railroad track
under the car.

There are laws in many states forbidding
the brushing of passengers in the body of
the car. There are also laws against the use
of the public drinking cup. And there are
going to be laws against the use of the
deadly whisk-broom and its progenitor,
the broom, known as ‘“woman’s weapon.”
These things have got to go.

There is now a rule on the Pullman cars
providing that the porter, every two hours,
during the day shall go around with a dust
cloth and wipe off the window-sills. In
doing this, he simply removes the dirt from
the window-sills to the passenger, or to some
other part of the car.

With a suction hose he could ventilate
and clean the car, just as casily as he
makes you move over so he can dist
some dust and dirt.

The Pullman car is a great dissemi
of disease. Nothing equal to it sts in all
civilization.

The lower berths of a Pullman contain
a good deal more, than their quota of car-
bonic acid gas. This poisonous air clings
to the carpets, lies close to the floor and
rides as far as that Pullman goes, be it
from New York to Chicago, Chicago to
San Francisco, or Joppa to Jerusalem.

He whorides in a Pullman car is not espe-
cially in danger of accident by derailment,
head-on or tail-end collisions, but he always
suffers from dirt, dust, bad air, and the germs
disease and death that lurk unscen.

It
says:
“Communities

ean mow undertake to ald
widows with children in three ways:

“First, by placing all the children fn orphan
ages and letting the mother take care of her.
self by working.

“A second way to aid them is to put the

children in a day nursers, and let the mother
work during the day and take them home at
night.

“There are mothers In this cits who are dails
rising a 5 o'clock In the morning, dressing an
cooking breakfast for three or four children
taking them off to a nursery, and then report
ing for ten hours' work at less than six dollars
a week. On leaving work they take their chil
dren home, cook thelr supper, and afterwar
wash their clothes.

“Tt is all vain suffering and nseless struggle.

The mother breaks down, and the children turn
wayward as they grow older.

A third way of helping widows with chil
dren Is to give them rezularly an amount suf
ficlent to enable the mother to keep her home
together. She fs worth more to the community
the caretaker of her children than in any
other capacity.

This is not only the best way to eare for
those widows who, with such afd. can and will
make a proper home for thelr children, but it
is the cheapest way.”

The plan of a widows' pension was evolvad
at a meeting of the board of trustess of the
association some time ago, and because of the
hope it held out that here was the most effect
ive means of providing for the helpless poor,
it was indorded enthustastically and work to-
ward its establishment as an institution under
