WHAT MOTION MPANS. 

A motion for a: rehearing of a ca 
before the supreme ‘court is submitted 
in written form, and it is not cus 
tomary that there should be any oral 

argument on the motion. 
The written motion for 

which must be filed with the clerk of 
the supreme court. before the remittur 
has been sent to the lower court, must 
set out, according to the rules, ‘hat 
the court in its opinion has overlooked 
some essential part of the record or 
that it has overlooked some former 
decision, which contradicts some deci- 
sion in the case on trial. 

After the written motion has besn 
filed the remittur, ordering the superior 
court to make the judgment of the su- 
Preme court its judgment, is held until 
the decision of the supreme court on 
the motion is made. 

In the history of the supreme court, 
according to well known lawyers, only 
about half a dozen motions for a re- 
hearing have been granted. When such 
a motion is granted, the case is argued 
and submitted to the court in just the 
same manner as a new case. 

ONLY FEW CASES, 
While the supreme court has granted 

motions for a rehearing in only a few 
cases, a number of such motions have 
been granted by the court of appeals. 
which on more than one occasion, after 
hearing the case a second time, has 
reversed its former decision. 

An answer to a motion for a re- 
hearing is not filed by the opposing 
side,,in this instance the state and the 
supreme court considers the motion af 
an ex parte matter. 

If the court, however, vorably 
impressed with the motion, it issues a 
rule nisi, requiring the state on a cer- 
tain date to show cause why the mo- 
tion for a rehearing should not be 
granted. Then after hearing from both 
sides the motion is acted upon. As a 
rule, however, the court passes its de- 
cision without asking the opposing side 
to make any showing.

They, with Major Edward Dunn, a Civil war 
veteran, also a resident of the national capital, alone 
survive to hark back reminiscently to the early strug- 
gles of this famous American fraternal order. But 
today 71,000 members of 8,000 lodges scattered thtough- 
out the United States, Canada, Mexico, China, Austra- 
lia, New Zealand, the Philippines, Porto Rico’ and the 

Canal Zone will celebrate with them the golden jubilee 
of their far flung brotherhood.

Dionysius, in disguise; sought Pythias in the dun- 
geon, and th Konéyed words of a friend begged him to 
take advantage of the weakness of the patrol system 
and thus escape, because Dionysius intended to prevent 
Damon from returning. To these false words sweet 
and Pleading Calanthe, the fianceé’of Pythias, added 

her entreaties. Damon could not come back, so why 
shouid he not escape with her? They would live to- 
gether in peace on another Agean isle. But Pythias 

reared in a stern school, and true to his word, refused 
to free himself. Damon, his last words said to his 
family, forced his way. back to Syracuse to restore his 
friend to liberty and to give up his own life regardless 
of repeated attacks of’ miscreants and the slaying of 

his horse by his servant. Even the icy Dionysius was 
touched by this display of friendship tried and true. 
He released Pythias and restored Damon to full citi- 
zenship.

Upon this :ale of ancient Syracuse was founded the 
modern American fraternity which celebrates this day. 
Its mitto is “FriendsHip, Charity, Benevolence.” The 
declaration ‘of principles are, in part: “As the ideal 

knight of olden times. was the personification of all 
the higher and nobler attributes of man’s nature, the 

candidate for knighthood had to prove himself worthy 
of acceptance by those who valued friendship, bravery, 
honor, justice ‘arid loyalty. The order strives to gather 

into one mighty fraternity worthy men who appreciate 
the true meaning of friendship; who are cautious in 

word or act; who love truth; who are brave in defend- 
ing right; whose honor is untarnished; whose sense or 
justice will prevent, to the beSt of their ability, a per- 

Sona] act or word injurious to the worthy; whose loy- 
alty to principle, to family, to friends, to their country 
and to the constituted authority under which they 

enjoy citizenship is undoubted; and who, at all times, 
“are prepared to ‘do iinto’ others as they would that 
others should do unto them.” For half a century this 
order of modern knighthood has worked and grown 
under its splendid declaration of principles. It has so 
lived as to exemplify the adage “A good deed never 
dies.”’
