lieve They Still Have a 
Fine Chance 

(Continued from PB; a 

the futility of the attempt to eliminate | 
the former governor, and regarded it as 
highly significant that he has remained 
silent pending the selection of the sen- 
ator. 

J. R. Smith's letter to Governor Sla- 
tor requesting that the ex-governor be 
appointed is understood to have aroused 
many of Mr. Brown's friends to activ- 
ity in his behalf. ‘They share with Mr. 
Smith the belfef that the appointment} 
should be given to him and many _ of] 
them have accepted Mr. Smith's letter 
to Governor Slaton as indicating nov! 
only that Mr. Brown wants the place 
but that the governor has given very 
serious consideration to his name, 'They 
point to the governor's statement that 
lines of longitude and latitude” should 

uot be the controlling factor in the ap- 
pointment asa move on his part to jus 
tify the appointment of a north Geor- 
sia man—-and who but Mr, Brown can 
he name in north Georgia, they ask. 

The friends of the former governor, 
among them Mr. Smith, who was his 
campaign manager, are under the im- 
pression that if Brown is named for 
the vacancy he would be a candidate be- 
fore the people to succeed himself. 
They regard the realization of this fact 
by Governor Slaton as the greatest ele- 
nent of weakness to the Brown boom 
for the senate. = 

It is argued by many, and accepted 
generally, as a fact that the man the 
governor names for the vacancy will 
not be a candidate to succeed himself. 
The willingness of Vereen, Banks and 
Baifueillet to retire after serving the 
ad interim term has been urged as cards 
in their favor. 

Colonel West, upon whom the gov- 
ernor is believed by many to look, with 
most favor just now, has made ne 
statement as to his future course in 
event of appointment. He has long been 
ambitious to be governor, and some per- 
sons believe that he would not offer for 
election to the senate, but would enter 
the gubernatorial campaign, and theré& 
by make an opening for Governor Sla- 
ton, if he cares to try for the senate. 

The dignity and power that he would 
gain through a short term in the sen- 
ate would, it is argued, strengthen Col- 
onel West as a candidate for governor, 
and help also to preserve the alignment 
cf the political factions with which he 
has been affiliated in Georgia. 

ANDERSON’S POSITION. 
If, as suggested, Colonel West, in the 

event of appointment, should decide not 
te stand for election to the senate, it is 
believed that Mr. Slaton would resign 
his commission as governor and himself 
make the race for the senate. His res- 
ignation as governor would automatical- 
ly elevate Randolph Anderson, of Chat- 
ham county, te the governor's chairf or 
a temporary term, and would, it is be- 
lieved, make it certain that Mr, Ander- 
son would be a candidate for election 
before the’ people. 

Mr. Anderson is now president of the 
state senate, and under the law would 
succeed to the governorship if Mr, Sla. 
ton should resign. Should Mr. Slaton 
decide to enter the senatorial race for 
either the unexpired term of Senator 
Bacon to succeed Senator Hoke Smith 
for the full term, and it is believed he 
will do so, he will most likely wait un- 
til sometime in April to resign the gov 
ernorship. 

This would avoid the necessity for a 
special election to name the governor's 
successor, as under the law the presi- 
dent of the senate would serve out the 
unexpired term if the vacancy occur- 
red within six months preceding the 
next general election, which will be 
held in October of this year. 

Mr. Anderson would, therefore, be- 
ome governor upon Governor Slaton’s 
esignation and. would continue in office 
itil the meeting of the general as- 
sembly in June, 1915, when Governor 
Slaton’s term will expire. He would 
have ample opportunity to make the 
race for governor for the next full 
term. 
Some of Colonel West's friends dis- 

agree to the suggestion that if appoint- 
ed, he would not be a candidate before 
the people. They believe that it would 
be his desire to remain in the senate for 
an indefinite period-of time, and that if 
he did not run to succeed himself for 
the unexpired term he would be a candi- 
late against Senator Hoke Smith for the 
long term. 

Although his suggestion is regarded 
by some as illogical, it has been disecuss-

United States treasury officials announce that 

seven thousand, four hundred and sixty-five national 

banks have applied for membership in the federal 

reserve system and that the aggregate capital of 

these institutions is a billion, fifty-four million, five 

hundred and thirty-three thousand, five hundred and 

fifty-four dollars, or ninety-nine and _ seventy-five 

hundredths per cent of the capital of all the na- 

tional banks in the country. 

That is a virtually unanimous acceptance of the 

new banking and currency law as a sound and bene- 

ficial measure. The act was cordially praised through- 

out the Union immediately after the President signed 

it, but its most substantial and, significant tribute is 

the readiness with which the nation’s banking inter- 

ests come within its requirements and avail them- 

selves of the opportunities it offers. 

The new system will be.launched with an au- 

thorized capital of at least a hundred million dollars 

end all the banks entering, State institutions being 

included, will represent considerably more than a 

billion dollars.

Georgia has entered the lists with California, ac- 
cording to the returns of a recent survey for the de- 
temination of what the state can accomplish in the way 
of size by the aid of her soil, climate and persuasive 
environment, It was noted in this survey that Effing- 
ton county has produced a cabbage weighing twenty- 
seven pounds, forty-eight inches in diameter and 144 
inches in girth. It is uncommon, Georgians maintain 
to grow cold slaw for a regiment in the body of one 
cabbage. 

To Lowndes county, Georgia, belongs the honor of 
producing a watermelon out of all proportion to the 
containing ability of the average hungry boy. This 
melon weighed 147 1-4 pounds. By carefully splitting 
otf one end, a troupe of boys could excavate quite # 
respectable cave for themselves through the simple 
and refreshing labor of eating their way into its in- 
terior. 

In direct competition with a California tomato tale 
of wide currency, mention is made in the Georgia ser 
vey of a sweet potato which weighed sixteen pounds. 
and of like sweet potatoes which sold two to the 
bushel. Among other things enumerated, is a Georsia 
hog, weighing 1,600 pounds, or a little more than the 
average horse and not quite as much as a medium- 
sized_elephant.

Minor Details. 
‘The recent erroneous report that Rivington Bisland was going to 

be turned over to the Indianapolis club of the American association, was 
interesting reading, and was really all right except in two minor details- 
First, Manager Rickey denies that he had turned Bizzy aloose at all, and 
second, if he does, you can wager your choice heirlooms that BH.  Riv- 
ington will again take up his duties around the short field for the Crack- 
ers. - 

Just how this report gained circulation is a matter of some interest. 
It happened in this way. According to the rules of organized baseball, 
a'team in any league may put in a draft for a player of a team in a 
lower league, with the understanding that the drafting team will.be al- 
lowed to take the player at the end of the season for a specified cash 
consideration, fixed according to the class of the league from which he 
is draited, 

However, in awarding players, for whom drafts have been filed 
with the National Association by more than one ‘club, precedence is 
given to drafting teams according to the rank of the leagues of which 
such teams are members. For instance, the two major leagues get 
the first chance, then come Class AA organizations, then Class A and 
so on down. : 

If the player is awarded to a major league club, this club has tne 
right to give the player a trial, and in case he is turned back, other 
leagues have chances at him in the order of their classification, except 
when the player is taken from a Class A team,-in which case he must 
be offered back to the particular club fromi which he was.drafted, even 
before teams of Class AA leagues are given a chance at him. It so 
happens that this exception covers Bisland’s case. Hence the Crackers | 
will have first claim provided. he is turned back by the Browns, and | 
waivers can be obtained by the other clubs of the two major leagues. 

Another Case. 
Bisland was not the only. player, to go up from the Southern 

league, to whom the above conditions apply. First Baseman Kraft, who 
was drafted by Brooklyn last season offers a similar case, although it 
appears that the Nashville club is losing sight of its rights, according 
to recent reports in Nashville papers- Kraft was claimed by the Vols, 
last season from the Pelicans at the waiver price, but was allowed to 
finish the season in the Crescent City. Since Jake Daubert still con- 
tinues to do pretty well around the first sack for the Dodgers, it is not 
likely that Kraft will be retained for first basing with the team. 

Hence, unless Manager Robinson decides to try to make an out- 
fielder of Kraft, it is likely that Nashville will get a chance at him, at 
the waiver price, provided other clubs in the big leagues will let him 
slip back. In this connection, it may be stated that Manager Bill Smith 
does rot believe that Kraft can be waived out of the big leagues. In 
fact, Bill says he knows at least two big league clubs which will not 
waive on. the slugging youngster. Kraft hit. for a fat average of .361 
last season in 53 games, and it is not likely that he is going to be 
turned back unceremoniously by several clubs that need good hitters, 
without first drawing full opportunity to show just what he ean do. 

Sounds Reasonable. 
Charlie Murphy says he is glad to be out’ of baseball, and under the 

circumstances we are inclined to take his word for it. We have an idea 
that we would take a keen delight in being booted clear of the new! 
paper field under similar conditions. There may exist some form of 
enterprise, from which we would object to being derricked, for a con- 
sideration of a half million and more dollars, but somehow we can’t 
seem to recall any such at present.
