Through Dixie 

Some fifty years ago Al D. Johnson 
and Charley H. Merchant were play- 
mates on their fathers’ farms near Bat. 
tle Creek, Mich. They went fishing 
and hunting and swimming and skating 
together, and doubtless played truant 
from school together sometimes. They 
hunted imagined Indians in the back 
pastures and were comrades in all sorts 
of boyish adventure. 

Last Friday, now grown to be men of 
sixty, they arrived in Atlanta together 
—still playmates, still adventure-hunt- 
ing, still believing that beyond the next 
hill wait wonders. 

They came in a wagon loaded with 
stove and bedding and with cooking 
and dining utensils. The mud of half 
a dozen states was on their vehicle. 
Their four horses are resting now in 
a livery stable on Marietta street, walt- 
ing till the playmates have seen enough 
of Atlanta. In a couple of days or so 
the outfit will be “on the road” again, 
headed south, bound for Florida. 

“We're not going to any place in par- 
ticular,” said A. D. Johnson, who must 
have been the leader of the pair half 
a century ago. “There are several 
Michigan colonies in Florida, but we 
are not bound for any of them. We are 
just bent on seeing the country.” 

HAS TRAVELED MUCH. 
Mr. Johnson talked interestingly and 

with youthful enthusiasm of the things 
they saw along the road through In- 
diana and Kentucky and Tennessee. He 
had traveled much, he said, through 
California, and through most of the 
other western states. Sometimes his 
travels were by wagon, sometimes by 
“the cars,” sometimeos in automobiles, 
sometimes afoot. They had not de- 
prived him of that priceless apprecia- 
tion which youth alone is supposed to 
know. They had not left him blase. 

“I've got two married children,” he 
said. “When they married I pulled out 
to see the world, I wanted to go a- 
wandering, and for several years I just 
knocked around. I could afford to do it, 
and I did. They kept writing to me to 
come home and live with them, and 
I said after I got to be sixty I would. 
I was home three weeks, wasn’t I? 
he asked, turning to his companion.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.—Attorneys 
representing fifty-two eastern railroads 
applying to the interstate commerce 
commission for a 5 per cent increase 

in freight rates had a hearing today be- 

fore Commigsioner Harlan on the con- 
struction and interpretation of certain 
questions the commission asked the 

railroads. 
George Stewart Patterson, general 

counsel for the Pennsylvania, and Dan- 
iel Willard, president of the Baltimore 
and Chio, headed the delegation, whicu 

will speak for all the railroads. 

‘The commission had asked the rail- 

roads to answer seventy-three ques- 
tions during January. Testimony today 
by various officials under questioning 
by Mr. Patterson indicated it would be 
highly expensive in some cases and 
physically impossible in others to com- 
ply with the request in the time given. 

For the New York Central it was 
represented that to answer the ques- 
tions about lighterage at New York 
would cost $76,000 in clerk hire and re- 
quire one year. Louis D. Brandeis, act- 
ing as chief counsel for the commis- 
sion, suggested that a representative 
month be selected and an answer be pre- 
pared on that basis. The railroad of- 
ficials seemed to approve the idea. 

To answer the commission's question 
about contracts for material, it was said 
on behalf of the Baltimore and Ohio 
that it would involve a review of 100,000 
transactions, The railroad offered to 
submit originals of contracts. Mr. Bran- 
deis agreed to this.

In Georgia the corn crop has increased from'39,374.- 
9 bushels in 1909 to 64,000,000 in 1911 ana 72,000,000 

in 1913. 
THIS increase is more due to better farmjng than to 

increase of acreage, and the average yield has risen 
“from 10 to 16 bushels ah acre. ‘The yield of corn has 
been so low in the south that this was not regarded 
as much of a corn country, but the new methods are 
reversing this opinion and agricultural experts are 
coming to the conclusion that the south is the best 
corn belt. As one of them put it, “other things being 
equal, a month more of sunshine will make more corn.” 

The great farm demonstration and corn club organ- 
ization of the south ts working a revolution in agri- 

- culture for these states, and its effects are rapidly 
extending to other crops. In Georgia this work takes 
the lead because of. the co-operation of the state col- 
lege of agriculture and of commercial bodies like the 
Atlanta chamber of commerce. 

In Atlanta the event of the year is the Georgia 
corn show, inaugurated and held by the Atlanta cham- 
ber of commerce for the encouragement of the corn 
chibs. There are 10,000 boys from eleven to eighteen 
years old in the Georgia corn clubs, and 3,000 -of them 
sent exhibits to the Georgia corn show this year) of 
these boys cighty-six, made over 100 bushels, an. acre 
and one made 181-an- acre. The high record of the 
state, 214 bushels, was made by Ben Leath, of Walker 
county, in 1911, These records are attested by com- 
mittees of responsible citizens, who measured the land 
and the corn, under rules prescribed by the United 
States department of agriculture. 

Sociological results of a far-reaching kind accom- 
pany this movement. . Every yea? hundreds of corn 
club boys come, to Atlanta and are entertained in the 
homes of leading citizens, where they are treated as 
guests of honor, ‘fhis year about 900 of these boys 
were so entertained, and those who returned for the 
third time showed remarkable development... Some of 
them, seeing the convenient domestic equipment of At- 
Janta homes have improvised waterworks and kitchen 
sinks for the comfort of their mothers and sisters in 
the country home. In the meantime an era of gooa 
feeling between town and country is well begun,

Another hoary project confined heretofore to the 
realm of speculation which may be realized is the rail- 
way under the Straits of Dover, commonly called: the 
English channel, to connect England with Europe. An 
underground survey was started forty years ago, but 
political hysteria stopped the work. Now, however, an 
€lectric tube is contemplated, England and France are 
co-operating on the plans,’ and the dream of centurles 
seems about to emerge into the ken of realization. 

A tunnel is to be buried 250 feet below the surface, 
and this means that. in the shallower parts of the 
straits it will have to be dug fifty feet under the bot- 
tom. There are to be two single track tubes, giving 
a free track to trains going in either direction, on the 
same traffic principle of the New York subway and 
the London tube system. The estimated traffic will be 
one train of 500 passengers cach traveling ach way 
every ten minutes.

Case Won't Delay Final 
Decision 

Attorneys for Leo M. Frank Wednes- 
day morning completed the supplement- 
al brief which they will file with the 
state supreme court. This brief covers 
sixty-three pages of typewritten legal 

cap paper, takes issue with a number 

of the arguments contained in the 
state’s brief and especially contends 
that Frank is entitled to a new triat 
because Judge L. 8. Roan, in overrul- 
ing his motion for a new trial, took 

occasion to declare he was not. con- 
vinced either as to the guilt or inno- 
cence of the accused. 

Several pages of 
brief, which is labeled 
Plaintiff in Error,” is devoted to deci- 
sions of the appellate and supreme 
courts reversing trial judges who in 
overruling motions for new trials took 
cecasion to express reluctance or lack 
of entire approbation for the verdict 
rendered by the juries. 

Every circumstance alleged by the 
state as indicating that Frank is guilty 
of the murder of Mary Phragan is dis- 
cussed in the “reply brief... Most of 
these alleged circumstances are ridi- 
culed and declared to be of no weight 
whatever. None of them are admitted 
to be worthy of consideration by the 
court. 

Much of the ground gone over at 
Frank’s trial, at the hearing upon his 
motion for a new trial and in the argu- 
ments before the supreme court are re- 
eovered in the “reply brief.” 

It is confidently expected that the 
Supreme court will hand down its de- 
cision in the Frank case on January 15, 
or shortly thereafter. The filing of the 
defense’s supplemental brief will not, it 
is said, serve to delay the decision.

ALLEGED BIAS OF JURORS. 
The alleged bias of Jurors Henslee 

and Johenning is discussed, as is also 
the allegations of the defense that the 
jury was influenced by demonstrations 
against Frank which occurred in the 
court room and upon the streets outside 
the courthouse. 
Commenting upon the state’s declara- 

tion that nothing was done at the trial

Gov. Slaton Disagrees With 
Prison Board—Refuses Parole 

to Roger McCall 
Notwithstanding a favorable recom- 

mendation from the prison commzssion, 
Governor Slaton ‘Wednesday declined 
to parole Roger McCall, aged Maconian, 
who was sentenced to life imprison- 
ment a couple of years ago for the mur- 
der of his wife. The prison commis- 
sion based its clemency _recommenda- 
tion on the age of McCall, who is now 
seventy, and the strength of the peti- 
tion, which bore the signature of many 
prominent and influential citizens of 
Macon. 

After examining fully the record in 
the case Governor Slaton declined the 
parole. He issued a statement explan- 
atory of his refusal, in which he de- 
clared that hundreds of ‘persons were 
in the penitentiary serving terms many 
times over two years in length for 
stealing less than $100. He asserted 
that it would not be justice and would 
be contrary to sound public policy un- 
der such circumstances to give free- 
dom to a man who tovk a human life 
and who had been in prison for only 
two years. 

McCall killed his wife in November, 
1912, while in a drunken frenzy. His 
Intoxicated condition was his only de- 
fense.

You may have served a term in jail; you may have had everything 

from the rabies to appendicitis; you may be married to a suffragette;

If any- 
thing is coming your way it can only come from one direction, But in 
the ring you are exposed on all sides. 

Before the Welsh-Whitney go at the Auditorium last night the one 
fondest hope of my life was nipped in the bud. I had always cherished 
a desire to go to my grave without the responsibility of a prize ring intro- 
duction on my soul. Last night my one last hope was taken from me. 

As I stepped into the ring the instinct of self-preservation told me to 
keep moving. I had heard someone say once that it is harder to hit a 
moving object than one at rest. That always sounded reasonable to me. 

So I started to shake hands with everybody in sight I shook hands 
with Andy Nolan, and the two fighters and Referee Bill Farnsworth and 
several of the ushers and a few cops and half the spectators. I worked 
fast and prevented them from reaching for anything besides by hand. 

Although Welsh outboxed and outgeneraled. the local favorite, Whitney 
showed himself to be the kind of fighter that is needed to keep the game 
on a sound footing. He is game and rugged and never backs up. He gives 
the people what they pay to see—a fight. 

One local enthusiast said that Whitney did not let himself out because 
he did not care to have Welsh think him inhospitable. At this writing the 
gentleman is still at large. 

All through the fight Welsh hit Whitney square on the chin. On two 
occasions he had the carpenter groggy but he could not knock him down 
with a clean blow. Welsh knows the fighting game, but he lacks a de- 
cisive punch. 

But you don’t care to hear my opinion about the fight. I have crossed 
the dead line of mental incapacity. I have been inside the ring. 

I feel that the only way I can remedy the terrible wrong that has been 
done is to see the thing through and make a reputation as a preliminary 
fighter. I must now go inside and punch the bag.

Land Regular 
Job With Cubs 

Walter Keating Looks Good 
for Steady Berth at Short- 
stop—Manager Evers Is in 
Need of Good Fast Man to 
Fill Vacancy Left by Tinker 

BY INNIS BROWN. 
Just now it looks like a former 

Cracker is to become an important part 
of the Chicago Cub machine, for the 
first time since the day that Jimmy 
Archer cast his lot with the house of 
Murphy the Garrulous. This is not tak- 
ing into account Al Bridwell, who once 
were a Cracker uniform, since Al has de- 
veloped into a bird of passage since 
leaving the local fold, having moved 
about some three or four times. 

The young mah who bids fair to break 
into the regular line-up in Cubland is 
Walter Keating. ‘True, Keating was 
never a regular member of the Crack- 
ers, but he drew rations from the local 
club for quite a spell, and played in 
a number of games, before .being hand- 
ed over to the Sally league. At any rate, 
Keating was once a Cracker, and now 
he is a Cub, with very bright prospects 
of remaining one of the latter for quite 
an extended period. 

Ever since the day that President 
Murphy assumed the role of Santa 
Claus to Joe Tinker and the Cincinnati 
club, wherein he permitted Joseph to 
take up his ill-fated pilgrimage to Red- 
jand, in a managerial role, Cub players 
and Cub supporters have been gazing on} 
a yawning gap in that part of the Cub 
infield, intervening between Manager 
Evers’ station and Heinie Zimmerman’s 
old stand. 

Al Bridwell has been the main depen- 
dance on the short field. But Father 
Time is taking his toll from Bridwell. 
He can still pick ’em up as handily as 
ever when he can get to them, but he 
finds it difficult to reach lots of them 
now that were “duck soup” when he 
was in his prime. Furthermore, Al 
can’t negotiate the bases as well as he 
once could, and Manager Evers is de- 
manding speed of his crew. With the 
Trojan speed covers a multitude of sins, 
hence it is speed, speed, all the time. 
This count practically eliminates Brid- 
well, and, even though it becomes 
necessary for peppery John to keep him 
on the job for the coming year, it will 
be known that the course is a compul- 
sory one and not a matter of choice. 

In checkmating the ravages of time 
on Bridwell’s effectiveness, _ Manager 
Evers has a triplicate possibility of a 
solution of the problem. For instance, 
he can use Art Phelan, the former Bar- 
on third-sacker, who was secured by the 
Cubs from Cincinnati. But on his form 
during the latter part of last season 
Artie did not look like a million butks 
to the Cub pilot. Artie has a natural af- 
fection for that old far corner, and even 
though he is held at bay by the mighty 
cudgel of Heinie Zimmerman, he doesn’t 
appear to warm up to the proposition of 
taking over the shoft feld Job. 

Then there is Red Corriden, the 
youngster who formerly cavorted about 
the inner circle for the Cardinals. Red 
has plenty of ginger, is willing to work 
at any position that will call for steady 
employment, and would no doubt revel 
in an opportunity to sandwich in be- 
tween Evers and the Great Zim. But 
Corriden doesn’t hit very well, and 
furthermore he lacks the knack of work- 
ing around on the bases. For these rea- 
sons he fails to size up to his manager 
as the proper material for the job. 

This leaves the job up to Keating. 
Walter played in several games near 
the close of last season, and Manager 
Rivers was pleased with his wonk. It is 
said that Evers considers the youngster 
as clever at the position as the redoubt- 
able Tinker, and equally as brilliant as 
Rabbit Maranville, who was heralded 
as the infield sensation in the older 
league last year. Keating is no heavy 
hitter, but he stands up to the plate tn 
good form and swings with a natural, 
free motion. Evers likes his batting 

|form, and savs that while Keating 
would never make a heavy hitter he 
ought to develop into a better sticker 
than the average.

THE FEDERAL INVASION. 

From all appearances the Federal league has now passed the joke 
stage. That is, it has developed to a point where organized baseball 
is inclined to take it seriously, and any one within the fold of that 
institution would be considered as having a rather weird sense of 
humor, should he now refer to it as a joke. 

It is entirely possible, and in fact probable that the joke stage 
passed some time ago. since the newcomers have, without doubt, been 
developing their plans slowly and carefully. But since they have 

boldly asserted themselves by signing up such -men as Joe Tinker, 
Johnny Kling and Otto Knabe, all semblance of doubt that they actually 
mean business, has been cleared up. 

HAVE ONLY BEGUN. 
However, it is still a rather long step from their present position 

to that of successful competition with clubs of organized ball, in cities 
where they are to be represented. No less an authority on baseball 
and its mechanisms than Grantland Rice estimates that it will require 
at least $10,000,000 for the new league to wage a successful battle 
against the present order of things in a baseball way. 

Then again, it is pointed out that the new league has sufficient 
financial backing to wage a deadly strife with the opposition. Some of 
the men, who are backing the movement in the different cities, are re- 
puted to be worth more than a million dollars. Also, the organization 
has enlisted the services of several men, who are established in base- 
ball, and who know the business as well as the game. For instance, 
there are Ned Hanlen, George Stovall, Joe Tinker, Mordecai Brown, 
Otto Knabe and it is rumored that Jimmy McAleer will join the move- 
ment. 

: THESE SHOULD KNOW. 
Certainly it looks like these men ought to know how to handle 

baseball profitably, if they have the money. However, as we see it, 
the matter is going to prove of more serious moment to baseball, than 
a mere pitting of financial resources, and we would not be surprised to 
see the men who play the game and not those who run it, turn up as 
the losers, in the long run. 

THE RESERVE CLAUSE. 
Whatever may be said for or against the much mooted “reserve 

clause,” this provision, in the contract offered by organized ball, has 
had much to do with the successful building up of the game. ‘No doubt, 
it has been abused by unscrupulous club owners, and certain it is, that 
individual players have frequently been done injustice. > 

But supposing that the Federal league makes a go of its propo- 
sition, and remains in the field. According to their present stand, they 

propose to do away with the reserve feature. This means, of course, 

that when a player finishes a season with one team, he will be at lib- 
erty to play wherever he can next year. Very well, and good. Possi- 
bly he should be allowed to do that. But what about the club owners? 
How many club owners would pay $25,000 for the contract of a player 
for a single season, in addition to paying his salary? 

Also, how long are big salaries going to hold up, if the game finan- 
cially is reduced to such a state of uncertainty? In all probability, the 
desire on the part of the new league to thoroughly establish itself 
would givé sufficient cause for them to spend money with a lavish hand 
for a season or two. Likewise, in meeting this competition the older 
organizations would have to adopt a similar policy of throwing their 
coin to the birds, so to speak. But it is a pretty safe assertion that 
such a state of affairs would not last very long. 

Hanlon May 
Prove Big Help 
To the Federal 

Veteran Has Cast His For- 
tunes With New League in 
Baltimore-Has Had Exten- 
-sive Baseball Experience. 
Was One of Most Prominent 
Men in Game at One Time

to the Federal league since its inception 
and unquestionably will be the moving 
spirit in the 1914 Baltimore team. 

In the first place the acquisition gives 
the competing league a baseball man 
who knows the game from every angle.

He 
believed that Oystertown belonged in

While the Federal league by no means 
looks like the promising venture that 
the American league did at its birth, 
nevertheless Hanlon decided to take 
this chance to become an owner 

Those who know Hanlon’s conserva- 
tism in money affairs do not think he 
has put up much of his own money in 
the deal, but has shunted that office to 
a backer. Hanlon is wealthy, but is 
too wise to risk his own money in such 
@ venture. 

WILL WATCH THE SITUATION. 
Hanlon will probably watch the situ- 

ation very closely and if his league is 
a go he will sit tight, but if the future 
looks hopeless he will be quick to retire. 
There is little of the speculative spirit 
in his makeup. 

In the ‘90s Hanlon was as highly rat- 
ed as a baseball tactician as Connic 
Mack is today. He first made a big name 
for himself as a member of the De- 
troit team of the National league. In 
1887 this team won the pennant with 
one of the greatest lineups in base- 
ball. 

Hanlon covered center field and play- 
ed with such celebrities as Brouthers, 
Dunlap, Richardson, White, Rowe, 
Twitchell, Thompson, Bennett, Ganzel, 
Lady Baldwin and Getzein. 

The Brotherhood war, which came a 
few years later, shook things up and in 
later years Hanlon was with Pittebure- 
He also managed the Pirates. His first 
name as a tactician was gained with 
his celebrated Baltimore team, one of 
the most brilliant lists of ball tossers 
ever banded together.

CITY'S CURRENT INCOME 
WILL INGRERSE $250,000 

This Amount of ‘New’! Money 
Will Be Available for Appro- 

priating in 1914 

The first meeting of the finance com- 
mittee of the 1914 general council will 

be held on the third floor of the city hall 
next Monday morning at 10 o'clock. 

The committee at that time will hear 
Tequests of the public for appropria- 
tions. This hearing will last several 
days, and after the public has been heard 
from the committee will hear from the 
departments of the city government ase 
to their needs for the year. 

Councilman W. G. Humphrey. who 
was re-appointed chairman of the finance 
committee by Mayor Woodward, is out 
of the city, having gone last Skturday to 
Concord. N. H.. to put his young son in 
school at St. Paul. He is expected to 
return the latter part of the present 
week, 

The city’ will something like 
$250,000 more money to spend in 1914 
than it spent in 1913. 

The city’s total current revenue in 
1913 was $4,281,351. This includes cur- 
rent revenue from all sources, such as 
real and personal tax, waterworks re- 
ceipts, sale of business licenses, ete. 

The city’s taxable values for 1914 
will probably increase something like 
$10,000,008 over 1913, counting both 
real and personal property. 

This increase in taxable values will 
yield the city $125,000 at the tax rate 
of 1 1-4 per cent. The increase In wa- 
terworks receipts will run over $50,000. 
The increase in business Mcenses will 
be around $20,000. Increases from va- 
tious other sources will run the total 
inerease for the year up to $250,000, 
or perhaps even more. 

But with all the’ various demands 
upon the city treasury which the fi- 
nance committee will have to consider, 
this increase will be small in compari- 
son, The new fire alarm system must 
be paid for, the school department 
needs nineteen newschool buildings, va- 
rious street projects are pressing, and 
all of the departments will be obliged 
to have increaesd appropriations for 
operation.
