General Villa Will Lead 15,000 
Men in Assault on Federal 

Stronghold 
MEAs 

(BY Assoctated Press.) 

CHIHUAHUA, Mexico, Jan. 21.0

commander, for a concentration of rebel 
forces along the railroad north of Tor-

Rebels scattered in the states _of 
Durango and Coahuila and the garrison 
in Juarez were ordered to join rebels 
at Chihuahua, Jiminez and Santa Rosa- 
lia, with a view of preparing a formid- 
able front in the projected rebel ad- 
vance southward. 
Evidences have multiplied that the. 

federals at Torreon are determined, if 
possible, ‘to check the rebellion at, that 
polnt. .orreon is now the northern- 
most federal stronghold and the fed- 
erals hold that if the revolutionary 
movement from the north is to be stop- 
ped at all it must be halted there. 

The lors of Torreon to the rebels 
would leave the way open for Ge 
Villa’s advance to Saltillo, Mon 
San Luis Potosia and cities near Mex 
co City, Consequently, accdrding to re 
ports received here, the federals are} 
drawing all their available soldiers to- 
ward Torreon in the hope of dealing a 
decisive blow to the rebels. 

ARMY OF 15,000. 
General Villa said he was not in- 

clined to believe the federals woula 
evacuate Torreon. He, theerfore, or- 
dered to be concentrated all rebels who 
might be spared from the surrounding 
country. Within ten days he said his 
available army for the campaign would 
number 15,000 well equipped soldiers. ! 

The general himself expects to lead 
thé campaign, but not until he has first 
visited Juarez, for which place he 
planned to leave today. The rebels are 
already within striking distance of Tor- 
reon.

The overthrow of Torreon by the reb- 
els would leave two routes open to 
Mexico City. One would be directly 
southward through Zacatocas and Agua 
Calientes.

Agent of the Heath Company 
Makes Statement to Legis- 

lative Commission 

Constant use of the term “book 
trust” by Representative C. R. McCrory 
and the flat denial by William ©. Pulsi- 
fer, representing D, C. Heath & Co. 
that such a trust existed, featured 
Wednesday morning’s session of the ad 
interim cgislative commission appoint- 
ed to inquire into the cost of the text 
books used in the schools of Georgia. 

The commission met in the office of 
State Superintendent of Schools M. L. 
Brittain to hear eyjdence from certain 
Georgia authors whose books have been 
adopted for use in the schools and also 
to examine representatives of publish- 
ers whose texts were recently adopted. 

it was during the questioning of Mr. 
Pulsifer by Mr. McCrory, author of the 
house resolution, that the allusion to 
the “hook trust” by the latter caused 
the witness to emphatically deny that 
any such combination ewisted. He de- 
clared, on the other hand, that competi- 
tion between the different publishers 
was very -Keen and that there was a 
fight among them all to get the busi- 
ness. 

Mr. Pulsifer was questioned regard- 
ing the prices of spellers,. arithmetics 
and readers. The authors, he said. were 
paid a royalty of 6 per cent and that no 
manuscript was purchased outright. 
The comparison of prices showed that 
the Ontario books of the same kind 
could be purchased cheaper, save In one 
instance, that of the spelers. ‘Their 
price in Georgia is 15 cents, against 12 
cents in Canada. 

Dr, A. ‘I. Branham, representing the 
American Book company, was examined 
in regard to the cost of producing Nich- 
ols & Rogers bookkeeping. Lawton B.

What the Eugenists Seek

Conceding that the scientific eugenists have estab- 
lished their contention—that the human race is rapidly 
degenerating as well as dying—what are the conditions 
‘that produced thie result? ; 
"In some measure they are purely physical, accord- 

ihg to the students of the eugenie problem who met at 
thte- national conference at Battle Creek, In the past 
fifty years there has been an appalling shift in the cen- 
ter of gravity, /due to the world’s progress in mechan- 
ies. 
decade the city population has increased 35 per cent, 
while the »fral population *has increased but 11 per 
cent. 

“Cities,” he said, “boast of their growth in popula- 
tion, when they should be weeping.” 

Hence “factory degeneration." In a senate docu- 
ment printed at the request of Senator Townsend, the 
statement, is made that in Manchester and other Ens- 
lish manufacturing districts the police force is largely 
recruited from the country districts, because the 
home-grown men ate not large enough.” 

In fifteen years the British Association for the Ad- 
vancement of Science found the average height of men 
had decreased one inch. The same authority found the 
well-to-do Briton on an average three and one-half 
inches taller than an employe in the mills, and that at 
the age of twelve the height oftheir respective sons 
differed by five inches. In fifty-five years the height 
requirea for admission to the British army ‘was low- 
“ered from five feet six inches to five feet, and still 
the proportion of rejections for this cause remained 
the same. 

\Similar testimony as to race deterioration comes 
from Scotland, Ireland, Germany and France. Dr, Lil- 
jan South, the state bacteriologist of Kentucky, in dis- 
cussing the fight ‘being made against hookworm in 
that state, sai 

“Hookworm victims are stunted mentally and phy- 

sically, There are not enough able-bodied men in 
some Kentucky counties to hold the offices. Of the 
10,000 inhabitants of Rowan county, 7,000 were illit- 
erate not long ago.” Dr. South told one very striking 
story of the effect hcokworm has upon its victim: 

“One farmer,” she said, “sold his far! for $20,000 
in gold because of the deposit of coal beneath the sur- 
face. He kept that gold hidden about his house, be- 
cause he didn’t know what to do with it. Nor did he 
change his manner of life.”* 

The growth of city population is a grave factor. 
British investigators found that not only does life in a 
city tend to make the next generation weaker, because 
of the noise, stresses and infections, but that the peo- 
.ple who move in from a rural district are apt to be of 
a weaker type to start with. Hence, progressive dete- 
tioration. Alcohol is charged. with much of the respon- 
sibility. Prof. Alfred Gordon studied 117 alcoholic 
families of Philadelphia, to find that all of the 200 
children in ninety of these families showed signs of de- 
generacy, and of them 150 were epileptic. Of “seventy- 
eight children found in twenty families whose parents 
and grandparents were both alcoholic, thirty-five were 
imbeciles and twenty-five insane.” The use of drugs 
has largely increased in the last few years—of which 
a disproportionate increase ocelirred in the cities—with 
deleterious results. 

The increasing complexity of modern life was a fa- 
vored cause for decay, in the opinion of several speak- 
ers, resulting in an ‘increase in the death rate from 
chronic diseases. No one of the speakers worried ‘over 
moral conditions of today unless it could be shown 
that these conditions had a direct effect upon physical 
conditions.

THE NEW NOBILITY 
BY DR; FRANK CRANE

There will always be a nobility and a commons. 
Democracy does not operate to level all people to one grade. It creates distinctions as sharp as those of the old world system. There will be as great a difference 
between a noble and a vulgar person under democracy 
as there is between a duke and a stable boy in the ar- 
tificial class scheme of England. There will be more; for often in European society the real character of the stable boy is not far removed from that of the duke. 

In the rea] gradations of nobility rank is.of no sig- 
nificance. A lady who is a leader in the smart set may be low and common, and the lady who runs the 
typewriter may be high and gentle. 

As a rule, extreme wealth which creates idleness 
produces vulgarity, causing narowness, pride and self- 
ishness: and extreme poverty has the same effect, as it stunts, imbrutes and clogs life. Beyond this, one's circumstances mean little or nothing in cultural value. 

Real nobility may be known by these remarks: 
A certain fine cleanliness of mind, An ignoring 

and an unconsciousness of the body and its appetites. “Moderation in eating and drinking. ‘The body must be 
got out of the way, ¢lse onealways gives an impression 
of grossness that is offensive. 

Genuine humility of spirt. Not servility, but a no- 
ble indifference to praise and honors. To want high 
office, to want to ve noticed, admired, and envied, is 
to be, to a degree, coarse natured. 

To push one's self, to advertise. to scheme for prom- 
inence, may be good business, but it is not noble. This 
does not apply to the advertisement of one’s goods 
which he has for sale, but to one's self. 

All vanity, boasting, talking of self and of one’s 
own achievements or money, a loud tone of voice, the 
habit of breaking in upon the conversation of- others, 
too much prominence of the pronoun I, these are low. 

The real nobility never dress strikingly. The héight 
of good dressing is to be unobserved, said Beau Brum- 
mel, 

Real nobleness is indicated by a taste of simplicity, 
a quietness in speech, in manner, in one's furniture and house. All display, whether in a Fifth avenue man- 
sion or a Bowery necktie, is coarse. 

Luxury is an unfailing mark of a low nature, par- 
ticularly when it is accompanied by extravagance and debts. 

The noble mind respects itself, and will not be im- 
posed upon. It is unafraid, but not bullying. 

Nobleness. is-shown by courtesy, by an unfailing re- 
gard for the feclings of others, by /an inborn gentle- 
ness and.modesty; just as coarseness of natura, is 
shown by tho opposite kind of thing. 
“Testing yourself and others, by these standards, you ill be surprised at the numbet of genuinely noble peo- ple you’ know. “You find them everywhere; one may be selling newspapers at the street cornr, one may 
work in your kitchen, one may bea millionaire, one a 
poor man, 

The most striking presentation I have ever seen of 
the kind of an afistocrat democracy stands for is in 
Forbes-Robertson’s “PaMing of the Third Flodf Back.”

POULTRY, PIGEONS AND LIVE STOCK 

QUESTIONS ASKED AND ANSWERED. 
QUESTION, 

Tallahassee, Fla. 
T am writing you on a subject 

now which has not been discussed 
very much until recently, and that 
is the “laying hen.” I have for 
thirty years been interested in 
poultry, however, not so much the 
fancy, but the one that produces the 
exg. Of course what I am going to 
write you will seem like a fabrica- 
tion, but nevertheless true. IT am 
not going to tell you the breed, but 
I want you to take a setting of 
the eggs and give them your best _ 
attention, and let me know your 
progress, Of course, after you 
hateh them you will know and then 
if you like I will give you a history, 
with a photo of this wonderful pro- 
ducer of eges. I am not a dealer 
in any kind ef fowls, but some- 
times sell a few eggs, These eggs I 
will send you, will cost you noth- 
ing except express to your place 
The reason I am selecting you I 
believe you will give the matter a 
fair trial. I have written to no 
other person in reference to the 
matter. 

Here is her laying age. She was 
hatched July 13, 1912, began laying 
November 30, 1912, and laid her 
214th egg November 29, 1913. She 

did not lay November 30, 1913, but 
has produced twelve eggs since up 
to last night (Deeember 20.) She 
produced her first hundred eggs in 
105 days. The eges are rather small, 
very little larger than the egg of 
the guinea. 

If you are willing to try these 
eggs will send you a setting. I 
am a Georgian and claim Atlanta 
as my home. I read your articles 
in The Journal, which I think are 
quite interesting. 
Now tf the laying hen is of in- 

terest to you let me hear from you 
at your earliest convenience.

ANSWER. 
Your very iteresting letter  re- 

ceived and | am glad to know that 
we have in the south “a hen that 

holds such a record as the one you 
refer to, If this be true, which I 
have no doubt but what it is, and 
you had sufficient evidence to back 
it up, this hen would probably mean 

the foundation of a fortune for you. 
Because there has never anything 
on record up to the present time to 
equal this egg yield of 314 eggs. It 
is a record unheard of—287 eggs 
is the world’s record now, I would 
like to know of what variety this 
hen is and something of her past 
breeding. 

I will take pleasure in giving 
the setting of eggs you send me 
every chance, I will set them and 
see if I can reproduce something 
her equal. Have you any other birds 
related to this hen or any or her“ 
chickens? I would like to know 
something further of her history, 
and how many you have of this 
family. A breeder who can establish 
a family of birds that will lay 250 
eggs or better per year will have 
a fortune. The day 1s coming when: 
chickens will be sold like hogs and 
eattle, the price being based on 
their past record and their ability 
to perform certain feats. The soon- 
er this is done the quicker will 
there be a large per cent of profit 
in poultry.

GENERAL CONDITIONS. 
Real estate people are very much in- 

pressed with the improvement of gen- 
eral conditions throughout the country 
which is reflected in news of improve; 
ment in the stock market, resumption of 
the steel business—a good barometer—
