Young Oelrichs, a student in the Co- 
lumbia Law school, was arrested late 
last night on a charge of felonious as- 
sault after Lucille Singleton, who say 
she is the nineteen-year-old daugh- 
ter of a Texas mine owner, had 

told her story of a mysterious automo- 
bile attack on Broadway Tuesday night. 
The girl alleged that Oelrichs, who was 
then known to her as “Billy Creighton,” 
had stabbed her while she was riding in 
the young miltionaire’s car. 

Celriens was arrested while visiting 
the apartments at which Miss Single.

ITY’S EXECUTIVE 

FEAR FOR THE CANAL = 
WHEN EARTH QUAKES 

Government Officials Cable to) 
Panama in Order to Take 

All Precautions 

WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. 2.—Major | 
Boggs, in charge of the Panama canal | 
offices in this city, today cabled to Col- 
onel Goethals at Panama for details of 
the earth shocks on the isthmus last | 
night with special reference to their 
possible effect upon the Panama. canal.) 
This action was taken as a measure of 
precaution, though the officials felt that 
Colonel Goethals would have advised 
them very promptly had the canal sus-| 
tained any substantial injury. 

It is recalled at the commission of- 
fices that from time to time there have 
been slight shocks of earthquake ex- 
perienced on the isthmus since the 
Americans assumed charge of the canal 
construction, but in no case hag there 
been any damage. whatever to the en- 
gineering work. 

Records whieh ‘have been carefully 
studied by the canal designers fail to 
show the occurrence of anything more 
than slight seismic disturbances in the 
canal region as far back as the history 
of the isthmus is known. In addition 
to this reported exemption of the isth- 
mus proper from severe earthquakes, 
army engineers base their belle? upon 
the safety of the éanal largely upon 
the enduring qualities of modern rein- 
forced concrete construction, which is 
embodied in all of the great locks, dams 
and approaches of the new canal. 

Canal officials here said there was 
no connection between last night's 
earthquake and the extensive earth 
slides into the Culebra cut at Cucaracha, 
reported yesterday. The later move- 
ment has been in slow, but continuous 
process, and its only ill effect, it is 
said, might be to cause a postponement 
for a few days or weeks of the opening 
of water communication across ‘the 
isthmus, an event originally fixed for 
October 10, when the famous Gamboa 
dike was to have been dynamited.

NEW WAR WEAPONS 
New Rifle to Destroy Air- 
ships—Powerful Cannon Car- 

ried by Two Men 

(By Associated Press.) 
PARIS. Oct. 2.—An obscure inventor 

named Save Rogosoa has demonstra- 
ted discoveries which may revolution- 
ize rifle firing. His invention consists 
of a special cartridge and double in: 
flamable bullet primarily designed for 
the destruction of airships. In nis ex- 
periments Rogosoa used an old gun 
built in 1830. Although hs cartridge was 
filled with powder Spectators were as- 
tonished to see neither smoke, flash nor 
recoil as he fired. The strange, long 
bullet traveled fleet and straighmt to 
the butt instead of executing a sertes 
of irregular bounds as it should have 
done according to accepted ballistic 
lews. The bullet carried 1,200 meter:

Grand Opera Season of 2013 
BY DR. FRANK CRANF.

The grand opera season of A. D. 2013 in New York 

was about.to begin. 
In the twenty municipal opera houses all was astir.- 

Bursts of harmony from chorus, orchestra and soloists 
indicated a mighty getting ready. * 

‘The newspapers contained columns concerning the 
new singers, the new operatic works. 

I found George Israels, the chief director of mu- 
ricipal music, at bis desk in the city hall. He was a 
young Hebrew, whose gentus for organization and 
whose native efficiency bad brought him, under the 
natural operation of the civil service rules, to the 
head of the musical department of the greatest center 
of population on earth. 

“Do you know,’ he said, when we had chatted a 
while upon this and that, ‘I was just thinking about 
the difference between conditions musical now and a 
hundred years ago. - 

“I was reading last night a newspaper of 1913, 
October 1. It was/full of announcements of the open- 
ing of the opera, 

“We can hardly imagine the feudal conditions of 
those times. People talked a deal of democracy, but 
they only knew it as some political sort of thing and 
did not dream of applying it to morals, art, labor and 
all life, as we do now. Since the revolution of 1950 
all that has changed. 

“They had then one grand opera house. It was 
only for the rich. The privileged classes actually 
made a vaudeville show of certain popular singers: 
People went to the opera not for music's sake but be- 
cause it was ‘the thing” They went to say they had 
heard Caruso or Farrar or Tetrazzini, They went and 
sat around in what was called a Golden Horseshoe, to 
display their finery, to see and be seen, while famous 
foreigners sans. i 

“How different it all is now! We have advanced 
in culture so much as to realize the vulgarity of play- 
ing at precedence in the presence of music. 

“Our twenty opera houses hold 5,000 people each, 
No seat is more than a dollar. The best places go to 
those most interested in music, and not to the rich. 

“The star nuisance we abolished years ago. Our 
singers are thoroughly trained ‘from infancy in the 
public schools, and our artists are chosen by natural 
selection. 

“We use the voices of the children of our own peo- 
ple; and it is.our children who form our orchestras, 
We have got over the delusioh that an Italian can sing 
better than an American. Music knows no patriotism; 
it is international. 

“We realize now that music is an essential to 
morals, to culture, and to civic*conscience. It is no 
longer the plaything of the rich. It is the spiritual 
bread and meat of the people. 

“Then, in those days, they used to sing those op- 
eras which all were drawn from the licentious and 
crue’ life of darker ages. The themes were sex-pas- 
sion and. blood-lust. You remember—‘La Traviata,’ 
‘La Tosca,’ ‘Madame Butterfly, and the like. Now 
our authors have learned nobler things. They appeal 
to the great modern instincts of social justice, of 
life-joy, and wonder at the infinite, of the majesty of 
the people. and, following Wagner, bring out the 
meaning of the folk-lore stories. Sex-madness has 
been relegated to its proper subordination. 

“I often think of those dark days of 1913, where a 
few favored folk could hear the best music well given, 
and the great People lived darkly, silently on, catch- 
ing such crumbs‘of art as Plutocracy might fling 
them, What a noble patience’ the People have always 
had! . 

“The most significant thing in the last hundred 
years has been the growth of civic conscience. 

“What an ocean of happiness has flooded the world 
since the revolution of 1950 showed us the way to the 
Democracy of Art!” 

If Cicero Had Played Golf 
From the triumphs of youth we turn to the conso- 

lations of old age. The twenty-year-old victor of the 
national open golf championship gives place in the 
day's news to the veterans of fifty-five and older who 
have been competing at APawamis. 

There is a peculiar fitness in the juxtaposition of 
these two events, for they epitomize the whole story 
of golf and of its fascinations. Francis Ouimet said 
the other day that it is a mistake to regard golf as an 
old man’s game, but the statement is only partly trua, 
for golf is most emphatically an old man's game; the 

glory of it is that it is a young man’s game as well. 
Youth will be served in golf, as in other games, and 
Francis Ouimet snatches the laurels from the brows 
of two English veterans; but age is not, as in most 
athletic pursuits, relegated to the scrap heap, and the

We sbeuld have 
been sagely directed not to strive for distance unat- 
tainable by those in whose limbs the sap of life no 
longer runs fresh and yigorous, but to pit our wisdom 
and experience against the lustier sinews of youtn; 
we should have been warned that by keeping straight 
down the middle of the course we might sapiently 
avold those many pitfalls by the way into which reck- 
less youth is apt to rush; finally we should have been 
advised to devote ourselves above all else to the study 
of the short approach and the contemplation of the 
putt. There would have been encomiums on golf as 
the teacher of patience and resignation in adver- 
sity; there would have been severe reproba- 
tion for’ those whose virtue is not stecled 
against the temptation to forget a stroke, and the 

Peroration would have ben devoted to a panegyric of 
the game as the single occupation that never stales 

from the cradle to the grave, and that takes rant, 
along with friendship, as among the greatest of the 

graciously permitted consolations of old age. 
There is a golf course today on the Roman Cam- 

pana within sight gf the old Appian Way. Cicero 
would have seen it as he passed that way into exile 
and, we may be sure, would have lost no time in con- 

fiding to his correspondent Atticus his gloomy specu- 
lations as to whether good golf would be obtainable 
where he was going. It is certainly a misfortune for 
posterity that Cicero never, as the poet might have 
written 

“Drov * 9all in furious guise 
Along the Appian Way.”

An 
American prima donna in Hurope is now sure of a 
good reception because of the good work which al- 
ready has been accomplished by singers from. this 
country. One of the most noteworthy instances of 
the musical recognition now being given to American 
musicians in Europe is the appointment this season 
of Theodore Spiering, an American violinist, to tho 
post of musical director of one of the leading mi- 
sical institutions of the German capital. it was 
founded for the purpose of providing tho public with 
good music at popular prices and has a membership 
of 5,000. At one of his earliest’ concerts Director 

Spiering will produce a symphony by Mrs. H. H. 
Beach, an American composer.

The success of American prima donnas in Hurops 
for several seasons is partially responsible for the 
movement in this country to give more opportunity to 
native singers. Last winter the Chicago auditorium, 
instead of filling up its casts with foreign singers, in- 
eluded ten American sopranos in its lists. A larger 
number of American singers will be employed this year 
than ever before. This fact, however, has no effect, 
upon the number of foreign musicians who have come 
over to reap their share of the American millions. Dur- 
ing the month of August hundreds of European. musi- 
cians arrived in New York to prepare for America’s 
great musical season, which this year will be the 
most brilliant in history. 

In commenting upon the expenditure of $600,000,000 
for American music, J. C. Freund, editor of the Mu- 
sical Courier, declares that fully 85 per cent of this 
amount is spent by women, either directly or through 
their suggestion. He credits the great musical ad- 
vance of this nation to the activity of women both as 
individuals and through their various organizations, 
In view of the great musical talent and interest d 
played by American women Mr. Freund strongly 
yocates the establishment of a greater number of or- 
chestras composed of and directed by women, He 
calls attention to the fact that notwithstanding the 
great sums spent upon music by American women 
tuere are each year from six to seven thousand you 
women graduating with honor from highgrade musical 
schools who havo @itficulty in making a living by 
music unless they teach, a calling for which many, 
talented musicians are temperamentally unfitted- 
Comparatively few women are abl: to secure paying 
musical positions unless they descend to the cabaret 
show, 

Mr. Freund believes that the establishment of 4 
large symphony orchestra in New York, composed ex- 
clusively of women, would set an example to the en- 
tire country and open a large number of new posi- 
tions to women musicians. A successful women's 
orchestra has been in operation for a number of years 
in Los Angeles. The Boston “Fadettes” are well 
known throughout the country for their musical excel- 
lence. Quite a number of other cities have established 
women's orchestras upon a small scale, which, how~ 
ever, has been sufficient to demonstrate feminine abil- 
ity for such work. The establishment of large organ- 
izations of this kind is entirely feasible in the minds 
of many musical people who haye considered it

velopment of the country is the increasing number of 
musical pageants and festivals which lately have be- 
come so popular. ‘These festivals ate always under 
the direction of a leader competent to select good mu- 
sic, so that unconsciously the musical taste of those 
taking part is stimulated. Some one has described a 
Pagéant as a “musical druma in which a town is the 
hero and its history the plot.” The musical features

Standards.

‘The Governor of Ilinois Bays That the Con- 

trol of Public Utility Companies Will Pass 
From Investor to the Public, 

BY, JOHN M. OSKISON. 

Practically every public utility com- 

pany in this country—street railway, 
gas plant, electric light plant, water- 
works—has been run by private capital. 
Investors have continued to put their 
money into the stocks, bonds and notes 
of these companies on the theory that 
they are private so far as financial con- 
trol is concerned. 

At the last conference of governors 
Governor Dunne, of Illinois, made a 
prediction which investors in the se- 
curities of public service companies 
ought to remember. He said: 

“If the public control of public util- 

ities should fail, as I believe it will 
not, then the only alternative left is 
the publie ownership and operation of 
these utilities.” 

Mr. Dunne reported to the governors 
that after a struggle lasting eight 
years he had signed a law which 
gives every city in Illinois the right 
to own and operate all of its public 
utilities, “and even to purchase the 
Product of such utilities at wholesale 
and sell it to the public at retail.’ 

Now, the investor who puts his 
money into the securities of such 
companies is going to find that this 
movement for the control of public 
utility companies is one which will 
srow. Through commissions most of 
these companies already exercise a 
pretty strict control of rates and of 

service. They also are beginning to 
take a hand in the regulation of the 
amount and character of securities 
issued by the companies. 

If the public utility company in 
which your money is invested hap- 
pens to be one which has had good 
management, financially and phys- 
feally, you will not suffer any loss 
from the change when it comes. Pub- 
lic ownership and control carries. with 
it the obligation to deal fairly with 
the investors who have financed the 
company.

25. This announcement was made at noon to- 
day by the crop reporting board, burean of 
statistics, in its final condition report of the 
season, the condition being estimated from re- 
ports of ite correspondents and agents through. 
out the eotton belt. 

During the early part of the growing season 
this year conditions were favorable in the west. 
em ¢otton states and unfavorable In the east- 
ern cotton states: xs the.season advanced, bow- 
ever, prospects declined in the west and im- 
Proved somewhat in the east. 

‘Until the Intter part of the month which to- 
Gay's report covered there was severe drouth 
in Texas, Okiahoma and southern Missour!, but 
thiz was ‘broken very generally during the third 
Week of the period, the heavy raine at pointe 
in those states as well as in portions of Ar- 
kansas wore thought to have caused some dam- 
age to the open cotton, During the second week:

MONEY IS EASY. 

The following article on 
situation, which appeared 

New York Commercial,

ful reading is worth while. The arti- 
cle follows: 

Money is easy, although the crop 
movement is in full swing and a large 
amount of capital is locked up in goods 
warehoused in bond awaiting the set- 
tlement of the tariff schedules. The 
United States is finally independent of 
Europe, where the situation is by no 
means favorable, and its enormous crea- 
it balance abroad is not producing im- 
ports of gold. America is a creditor 
nation for the time being, and is not 
pressing its claims for payment, 

“When it is remembered that bankers 
took a gloomy view of the prospects 

when they talked about it last spring 
and not one of them went on record 
in predicting easy money for crop mov- 
ing, the outcome is a severe blow to 
their reputation for good judgment. ‘The 
ehange for the better began as soon as 
Secretary of the Treasury McAdoo re- 
minded the national banks that half a 
billion dollars of emergency currency 
lay ‘at their disposal in the treasury, 
and that he would facilitate its circu- 
lation whenever it became necessary. 
The bankers scoffed, but the rate of in- 
terest went down. 

“Next came Mr, McAdoo's offer to de- 
posit $50,000,000 with western and 
southern banks to move the crops, cou- 

pled with the assurance that as much 
more would be forthcoming, if neces- 

The banks have to pay 2 per 
cent for government deposits now and 
these special deposits may be secured 
by deposits. of collateral consisting 
chiefly of commercial paper. This move 
in reality made the United States treas- 
ury a central bank of rediscount, the 

most powerful and solvent in the whole 
world. The banks spluttered and fumed 
at this sort of competition, but they 
need it. At a time when money should 

be dear, according to all the old rules 
of the banking game, it is cheap and 
less than $25,000,000 of special deposits 
has been drawn from the United States 
treasury. The Union Pacific railroad 
has lent $40,000,000 of its idle money 
in Wall street. That helped, but it 
does not explain the ease in the money 
market. 

“This refutation of the predictions of 
the leading bankers is bound to have 
a powerful influence on public opinion 
and on congress when the time comes 
to dispose of the currency bill. This 
bill is now in a shape that meets most 
of the reasonable demands of the banks. 
Its opponents are making their last 
stand on the composition of the federal 
reserye board, which the banks profess 
to fear will leave control in the hands 
of the federal administration, and will 
make it political in character. 

“But the country has seen Secretary 
of the Treasury McAdoo handle the 
money situation more successfully and 
with greater skill than the bankers 
have ever done, He has been right and 
they have been wrong this year. Some- 
how or other, this has removed from 
the minds of the business community. 
other than the bankers, the fear of ad- 
ministration control of the banking 
tem through the federal reserve board. 
In the past secretaries of the treasury 
have not put out treasury funds be- 
fore the harm was done, and then they 
devoted the money to checking panics 
in Wall street, while the business of the 
country came to a_ standstill. The 
money was offered early this year and it 
proved that ‘an ounce of prevention is 
better than a pound of eure.’ Deep 
down in the mind of the public rests 
the suspicion that the banks have not 
been wise in the past and that govern- 
ment contro] in the open is something 
not to be feared.”
