Federal Law in Effect 
Dispatches from Washington, D. C., 

Saturday morning carried news of sor- 
row for Georgia sportsmen. The new 
national game laws have gone into ef- 
fect and Georgia hunters of water fowl 
will find the open season cut over four 
months. ‘ 

Formal proclamation has been’ issued 
by President Wilson that the new laws 
regarding migratory and insectivorous 
birds would be enforced in the future. 

All game commissioners were notified 
cf this by wire, and Game Warden Jesse 
E Mercer, of Georgia, announces ac- 

cordingly that the law will be enforced. 
Under its provisions the open season 

for all water fowl in Georgia opens 
eighty da later and closes thirty- 
three days sooner. The old state law 
placed the open season for water fowl! 

between September 1 and April 20; the 
new law opens it on November~20 and 
closes it on February 15. 

All over the state of Georgia hunts- 
men already have been killing duck, 
plover, snipe and numerous other water 
fowl for over a month. At once they 
will have to stop and wait until the 
middle of November before taking up 
their shooting again, 

Quail, doves and a few other birds 
are the only game birds that the new 
law does not affect. As a consequence, 
ft is likely that the stock of quail in 
Georgia may be decreased for the sim: 
ple reason that duck shooters will be 
forced to expend their sporting instincts 
on something else untfl the water fowl 
season begins. 

‘The new law will not be so hard on 
sportsmen in north and middle Georgia, 
but it will be a serious thing for hunt- 
ers on the coast and around the south 
Georgia lakes and rivers.

Imprisonment Ended Satur- 
day Morning When Thomas 
Toshesky Was Dug Out 

(By Associated Press.) 
CENTRALIA, Pa. Oct.  4.—Thomas 

Toshesky, prisoner since Friday of last 
week in an abandoned chamber of the 
Conthtental mine of the Lehigh Valley 
Coal company, walked into the open air, 
a free and comparatively well man, at 
22 minutes before 8 o'clock this morn- 
ing. He was taken to his home in Cen- 
tralia, three miles away from his under- 
ground prison, and at once put to bed, 
apparently none the worse for his re- 
markable experience. 
Toshesky came to the surface with 

a gray blanket wrapped about his shoul- 
ders. Back of him was a miner with 
hands upraised ready to assist if he 
should be needed, but Toshesky walk- 
ed with astonishing agility considering 
his long imprisonment. 
When he stepped on to the wooden 

platform, just outside of the mouth of 
the narrow tunnel and was first able 
to stand upright»he paused for an in- 
stant and looked upward as if in greet- 

and muddy zig-zag path which led to 
the opening of the mine breach. His 
miner's cap was on his head when he 
crawled through the opening of the tun- 
nel and greeted his rescuers, His lamp 
was in place upon his cap and burn- 
ing.

i In the Days of Beau Nash 

Richard Nash, commonly known as “Beau Nash,” 
owed little of his popularity to physical attractiveness. 
According to Goldsmith, he was large and clumsy of 
person, and his features were “harsh, strong and pe- 
culiarly irregular.” His stock in trade was “assiduity, 
flattery, fine clothes and as much wit as the ladies he 

addressed.”” 
He was born at Swansea, October 18, 1674, entered 

Jesus college, Oxford, but left without finishing his 
course, and, after a brief career in the army entered 
a8 a student in the Inner Temple. High living and 
outrageous exploits were more to his taste than law 
books and legal drudgery, and he eked out his income 
by gaming and performing for wagers such feats as 
riding naked through @ village mounted on a cow. 

Coming to Bath in 1705, he found it a crude, ill-or- 
ganized place, filled with fashionable people putting 
up with the most inadequate accommodations. This 
state of affairs Nash set himself out to relieve He 
became master of ceremonies, and succeeded presently 
in revolutionizing the place and becoming its social 
dictator. 

He built an assembly house, procured decent lodg- 
ings, and subdued the insolent sedan-chair_ men, the 
“taxi pirates” of their time. His rules of conduct 
were enforced on high and low alike, 

During the time of his prosperity his income was 
drawn from gambling houses and his personal sill in 
such matters. In 1740, when gambling was made ille 
gal, the first blow at his supremacy was struck, and 
in 1745 he was left practically without resources. The 
town which owed him so much came to his rescue with 
a pension.of £10 a month, on which he lived until his 
death, February 3, 1762, when he received a public 
funeral—Philadelphia Fvening Telegraph. 

Two Years Lost at School 

That this disparity exists and amounts to nearly 
two years less work for us, is evident to any impartial

MAP OF THE WORLD 

BY FREDERIC ), Basco. 

The United States geological survey now has 
ready for distribution the first sheet of the Amerteag 
series of the great international map of the wi 

long desired. This sheet includes part of Mai: 

Hampshire, Massachusetts, Connecticut, all of Rhode 

Island and a little of Nova Scotia. It has been me 
ferred to as the Boston Map because it centers 

that city, This sheet ts the beginning of the much 
talked of “Millionth Map,” which is eventually to in 

“elude the entire world. [t will be made upon the scale 

oftone inch upon the map repreesnting a million inches 
upon the surface of the earth, hence its name. ‘The 

task of compiling this great world map is enormous 
but it is being divided between the different nations.

Few persons have any accurate idea of the propor 
tion in size of one state or county to another becauas 
their knowledge is gained from the maps printed in 
the ordinary atlas or geography. Bach map fills , 
page, and the scale of miles printed inconspicuously 
along the side or end makes little or no impression 
upon the mind of the student. For instance, Colorado 
has 103,923 square miles and Wisconsin has 66,04. 
Massachusetts, Connecticut and Rode Island together 
have but 16,558. Yet tne last of these, as well as we 
first, may fill a page upon a map. In Massachusetts 
two towns twelve miles cpart may have an inch be 
tween them upon the map. In the =» ie atlas a map 
of Colorado is shown having two towns twenty-ning 
miles gpart having an inch between them also. Ao. 
cording to the atlases in common use a scale of an 
inch may mean from ten to a hundred miles, 

eee 

The same difficulty exists in regard to mape of 
other countries. France covers about four-fifths as 
much territory as Texas, but few maps now in cir 
lation give that impression to the student. The new 
International Millionth map will have every country 
represented upon the same scale, and an inch will in- 

@icate about sixteen linear miles. This scale is large 
enough to give the engraver space to delineate villages 
as well as cities, wagon roads as well as railroads, 
the water courses, elevations of hills and mountains | 
and numerous other features. Each of these will pa 
intelligible to the most casual student, while many of 
the features of the ordinary map are not clear to 
anyone but a map maker. 

eee 

The proposition for a uniform standard world’s map 
was first presented to the International Geographic 
congress, held in Berne in 1891, by Prof, Albert Penck, 
then-of the University of Vienna, now of Berlin. The 
congress approved and appointed a committeo of twen- 
ty, representing ten nations, to formulate plans for 
such an undertaking. The committee reported to the 
next congress, held in London in 1895. No definite’ 
action was taken, but the committee was at least able 
to give the idea publicity and to seoure the approba- 
tion of several governments. In 1900 the congress 

met in Berlin and the matter was again taken up. 
By this time some of the difficulties in the way had 
become recognized. The English refused to recognize 
the metric system of measurement, and the French 
insisted that the meridian of Paris must be the central 
meridian. Other nations held to certain stipulations 
as to names and details of ropresentation. 

eee 

In the meantime all of the countries were working 
upon improved maps for different parts of the world 
and a number of maps were published which were 
based upon the 1:1,400,000 scale. In 1904, when the 
geographic congress was held in Washington, great 
progress had been made. Prof. Penck took advantage 

of this to congratulate the assemblage. Setting aside 
the differences in arrangement, he dwelt upon the 

value of the uniformity of scale, saying: “It is now 
for the first time that different parts of the earth's 
surface are represented so that they can be compared 
With each other.” He pointed out that there was no 

good map of North or South America or even of the 

United States, such as a student or traveler desired, 
He urged this nation to do what Great Britain Is do- 
ing for Afriea in preparing a map vpon the 1:1,000,000 
scale.

As a result, Mr. Henry Gannett, of the United 

States geological survey, prepared a number of maps 
designed to be a part of an international map Mr 
Gannett became so interested that he sent a resolu- 
tion to the next geographic congress asking for the 
appointment of a' committee to work out the essential 
details for undertaking the preparation of a uniform 
international map. In 1900 the English government 
invited Austro-Hungary, France, Germany, Italy, Ja- 
Pan, Russia, Spain and the United States to send del- 
egates to meet in London for this purpose, All tue 
nations but Japan complied. At this mecting all dif- 
ferences were overcome and a uniform system of work 
agreed upon. France agreed to accept the Greenwich 

meridian which was at first thought most desirable, 
and England agreed that the metric system of meas- 

urements might ‘be used. This can We translated into 
miles upon maps to be used in England and in the 
United States, The other countries accepted compro- 
mises upon other matters, including the spelling and 
naming of towns nad provinces, It was decided tnat

YOUR MONEY 
A Railroad Never Pays Its Debts, but Goss 

on Increasing Them, Leaving Future Gen- 
erations to Pay—If They Can, 

BY JOHN M, OSKISON, 

The oldest railroad in the United 
States was chartered in 1827. Since then 
it has been practically rebuilt four 
times. Each time the money to rebuild 
it has been borrowed, but never in the 
road's history has any of its earnings 
been set aside to pay back the borrow- 
ed_money. 

‘That has been nearly true of all our 
railroads. “Today we find that net 
earnings of the roads are distributed 
about in this way: To bondholders, 55 
per cent; to stockholders, 30 per cent; to 
pay taxes, 10 per cent, and for reserve 
fund, improvements, and surplus, 6 
per cent, 

A railroad does not figure on paying 
its debts. When a; bond issue becomes 
due, the road's bankers put out another 
issue, larger than the one which comes 
due. The new bonds are either ex- 
changed for the old ones or sold to the 
public. If they are sold, enough money 
is segregated to pay off the old bonds, 
and the rest goes into the treasury of 
the road to pay for improvements. 

So long as the road can show that 
the value of its property is more than 
sufficient to pay its debts, and can show 
that its business is ample to provide 
earnings enough to pay the interest on 
its indebtedness as it falls due, its man- 
agers believe that they are fulfilling 
their duty to the public, to the stock- 
holders, and to those who invest in its 
bends. 

The present widespread agitation 
among railroad managers for the priv- 
ilege of raising rates has one definite 
purpose, to enable the roads to go into 
the money markets of the world and 
borrow money to buiud more track, to 
provide more equipment, to enlarge ter- 
minal facilities, to earn more money. 
And unless they can earn more money 
they cant borrow more money. 

A modern railroad reduced to using 
its earnings to provide better facilities 
for serving the public thinks itself in a 
hard way. 

It is a curious economic theory which 
the roads have worked out! How long 
would you and I—plain business Amer- 
icans—last if We adopted the. plan of 
the railroads?

State Fairs and the Advantages 
They Offer 

({CONTINUED.) 
T same thing can be said of | 

the hogs, sheep and cattle 
in this state. No place on 

earth has a better reputation than 
Tennessee for great Jerseys, espe 
cially rich and heavy  milkers. 
There were several hundred head 
of magnificent Jerseys shown at 
this fair, and it was a study to in- 
speet these cattle equal to several 
years of schooling for the man who 
wanted to learn. To see the dis- 
play of aged milk cows brought 
together Wednesday morning fer 
honors, it would make any nfan 
feel proud of own even the sorriest 
of these aged cows that were 
shown in this ring. There were 
seventeen cows in milk placed side 
by side, either of them capable of 
earning over $200 worth of butter 
per year, and one cow in the lot | 
especially that did not even get 
fifty. place has .a yearly milk rec- 
ord of over 12,000 pounds of milk 
and over 600 pounds of butter. 
This looks impossible but this rec- 
ord is an official test. If this milk 

was sold on the Atlanta market at wholesale it would bring $450 and the 
butter at retail sold in Atlanta would bring $240. This shows the possi- 
bilities of one good Jersey cow, and the estimated value of this cow could 
hardly be reckoned. Any man who owned one-half dozen cows like this 
would have a handsome income, to say nothing of. the increase from the 
production of calves from such cows. The cow that won first in this 
class, also the second and third cows are simply marvels of perfection. 
Bach of these cows were milking six gallons or better per day of rich, 
Jersey milk, and it shows conclusively what careful breeding, proper care 
and attention will do for the man who makes a study of it, and it further 
shows how easy It would be for the world to have plenty food supplies if 
enough of our people would become interested to breed cattle of this class 
instead of thousands of scrubs that so many people are now spending their 
time and money on. The fine prize cow was a granddaughter of the great 
$10,000 Eminent, showing that blood will tell, and profitable animals cannot 
be bred from serubs, 

If it were not for these fairs and public exhibitions we would never 
be able to see and have the chance and have brought before us these 
lessons that we must have set before us constantly to keep people stim- 
ulated to such an extent as to help produce food to feed the nation with, 
From the wonderful work of this kind e~ery year in every section of 
country the world is fast being educated and being learned these object 
lessons, but not one-half fast enough, and people almost have’to be knoc‘- 
ed down to make them realize and ste such great advantages. 

The dairy cattle exhibit at this show was one that every person, every | 
farmer and every city inhabitant who consumes these products should 
spend some time and inspect such things so they can realize where our 
food supplies must eventually come from. The beef cattle exhibit was 
equally as interesting, and it was certainly a revelation to see the mag- 
nificent Short Horns, Herefords, Polls and other beef animals that were 
brought before the public and the judges for inspection. Many beef ani- 
mals that were exhibited on these grounds would weigh from 1,800 to 
2,400 pounds, and a large number of one and two-year-olds could be found 
that would weigh from 1,000 to 1,500 pounds each, showing that by using 
the right kind of animals with the same feed and attention it was possible 
to produce a beef animal that would bring on the open market today from 
$100 to $200 each when thousands of people, especially throughout the 
south are raising scrubs with the same feed and attention that will not 
weigh more than 400 to 800 pounds, and in addition to their selling for 
just about one-third the price for food as these firstclass animals they did 
not carry the weight not by two-thirds of what these good, well-bred speci- 
mens carried, and the thousands of these sorry scrub animals that are 
seattered throughout the entire south that are a drag on the market at 
$10 to $20 per head if they were of better class would bring $100 to $200 
wach. The scarcity of money, close competition and high prices of land 
has forced the eastern and western breeders. to see these advantages and 
improve their stock and go out after the ones that would make the profit. 
1f our southern breeders and farmers only had an opportunity for these 
lessons to be taught them and have these methods explained fully and 
would take up this better line of work and put better cattle in our country 
the income from cattle in the south with the same number of head of ani- 
mals that we now have would be worth mUlions of dollars to our country 
We do not realize what a vast difference there is and it looks like the force 
of necessity is the only thing that ,, a
