HEADS YOUNG REPUBLIC 

Three Ballots Necessary to 
Choose President of Chi- 

nese Republic

EKING, Oct, 6—Ynuan Shi Kai was| 

today eilected president of the Chinese 
republic for a term of five years. 

He received the necessary two-thirds | 
vote of the united house of parliament 
on the third ballot 

The vote on the first ballot was 
Yuan Shi Kai, 471; Li Yuan Heng, 153. 
The remainder of the 759 ballots! 

were scattered among twenty other can- 
didates. 

The second bailot resulted in a vote 
of 497 for Yuan Shi Kai’ and 162 for 
Li Yuen Heng. A third ballot was nec- 
essary, 506 votes being required for 
election. Li Yuen’ Heng; who the 
provisional vice president, delared that

he would not acept a nomination for 
the presidenc 

Yuan Shi Kai, first president of the 
Chinese republic, is fifty-four years old. 
He was born in the province of Ho Nan 
in 1859. During most of his adult life 

At the age 
of twenty-three he was sent with a 
Chinese detachment to Korea and three 
years afterwards became Chinese im- 
perial resident at Seoul. He remained 
there twenty-one years, until he was 
expelled during the Chinese-Japanese 
war. | 

On his return to China he occupied 
various provincial posts until 1902, when 
he became consulting minister to the 
government. 

Yuan Shi Kai took a prominent part 
in the reorganization of the Chinese 

army on modern lines and in the closing 
8 of the empire became its infhi- 

ential and powerful statesman. He was 
always thoroughly practical iny his 
methods of administration and by this 
means worked his way up to dhe pre- 
miership in 1911. Karly in 1912 it was 
he who was given full powers to ar- 
range the terms of abdication of the 
throne and to organize a republican 
government in conference with the re-/ 

publican leaders. Shortly afterward, | 
in February, he was elected provisional | 

president of the republic by the na-| 
tional council at Nanking and took the 
oath -of office on March 10.

A Thousand Bills - ae 
For Public Health. 

it is estimated by the American Medical Associa- 

tion that within the past year a thousand bills look- 

ing to the conservation of public health have been 

introduced in State legislatures. Many of these 

measures were drawn without adequate knowledge 

of the subjects with which they dealt; some were 

more fadish than substantial; but there emerged 

from their motley ranks 2 number of weil-considered, 

seasonable laws that will produce immeasurable 

good. The significant fact is that almost every leg- 

islature in the Union has turned its attention to 

one or another phase of the all-important question 

of public health. The States sre at length recogniz- 

ing this long-shirked duty aia are sensing igo 

tremendous import of physical welfare to economic 

and social problems. 

Noteworthy among the laws recently enacted is 

that of New York, which reorganized the State 

department of health, investing it with large execu- 

tive powers, and provided, among other things, med- 

ical supervision for rural schools. The legislature of 

Michigan passed a bill providing for a health~sur- 
vey of the State in order to secure accurate statis- 

ties concerning the number of defectives, delinquents 

and dependents in the commonwealth and te ascer- 

tain so far as possible the causes involved. Five 

States, Colorado, Oklahoma, Pennsylvania, Wiscon- 

sin and North Dakota, adopted measures prescrib- 

ing certain standards of physical htalthfulness ax a 

Tequisite for a marriage license. Texas established 

a child welfare bureau, a tuberculosis commission 

and put into effect a stringent law against stream 

pollution. North Carolina and Tennessee established 

State bureaus for the registration of vital statistics. 

Thus in every part of the country a constructive 

movement toward the protection of public. health 

was strikingly manifest. The time has come when 

no State that values its reputation and its higher

Modern philosophy and modern science are no easier 
than) Plato and Aristotle, both of whom could -give 
Points to Darwin in literary form and the arrangement 
of material; Huxley, and William James, and: Bergson 
are literary artists, and all the more worthy of atten- 
tion on that account; but they are not «generally re- 

Barded as light reading. Among the leading authors 
of poetry and fiction of recent times, there is a strik- 
ing eagerness to tackle the difficult problems of’ mod- 
ern civilization and @ growing richness in intellectual 
content. ; 

If one dées not find sufficient mental exercise in 
the. novels,.of; Henry James and. of George Meredith, 
one can always turn to. Meredith's poetry, which seem 
to me difficult enough to satisfy the most ardent long- 
ing for intellectual gymnastics. 

‘To decide whether Bernera Shaw is a series reform- 
er or merely a cynical scoffer at established’ institu- 
tions calls for some intellectual effort, and it requires 
still more to make out what is his progarm of sectal 
reform, if the conclusion be reached that he has one.

Sudermann and Hauptmann may not be equal in lit- 
evary value and significance to Goethe and Schiller, 
but’ they are at least as worthy of attention as scores 
of the authors on whom German dissertations’ are 
written. :

In one apparatus of this kind this 
object is accomplished by having a rigid member 
securely fastened to the track as to be as little ay. 
ceptible to breakage or removal as the rail itseit 
This rigid member comes in contact with a lever os | 
the ‘engine, which causes the valve of the air brakes 
to be opened, and, when»in normal position, it striie 
this lever-on every train that passes. It is. in thy 
position at the entrance of a train to each block it 
the signals are set at ‘stop.” or if the block sectisy 
is.obstructed. If, however, the fixed signal is set a 
“proceed.” or the route is clear, the movable roadsid: 
member goes into operation in a way to strike anothe 
lever, so as to close the valves of the air brakes ani 
thus nullifies its action in striking the former lever 
In this way it is operated every time a train passes 
and, therefore, must always be kept in condition.

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Most automatic train stops are only operated wien 
an emergency stop is made, or when periodically tested, 
and are thus more in the category of life preservers 
and fire extinguishers—used only in emergencies ant 
therefore, not likely always to be in operating con 
dition.

une of the most extensive efforts in the perfection 

of an automatic train control system that has bees 
made is being worked out by an inventor of Sydney, 
Australia. He bought a piece of old disused railroad 
and laid two miles of new track on it. He thes 
bought two engines. Laying off the two miles of 
track into three sections, with a signal box between 
each two sections, he proceeded to put his system to 
the test. He has an arrangement whereby be can 
not only stop a train, but which permits him to cheose 
between the trains which he will permit to enters 
block at either end. By a system of electric wiring 
and a system of third rails, be can eommunicate from 
thé signal tower to the engiee.@ab, €nd there tel! the 
engineer both by visual and audible signals whether w 
riot he can proceed.

If the train is to stop and the 
engineer fails to stop it. there is a chorus of two 
shrili whistles and a red light in his cab, and, if bs 
still fails, an automatic stop releases the air and sels 
the brakes on his train. A recording apparatus makes 
a record of his failure to compig with the signal: 
‘The automatic stopping apparatus mp so arranged thal 
it will only allow a train to pass it when it is in per 
fect condition and when the signals by the roadsiie 
Say the way ahead is clear.

One of the automatic stop devices brought out in 

the United States consists of a roadside device lm 
cated at the right of the track in the direction of tral- 
fic, which engages a lever attached to the pilot beam 
of the locomotive when a train is to be stopped. It 
consists of two flexible blades attached to a vertical 
shaft, which 1s free to:rotate. A pull of five pounds 
at the end of these blades is necessary to turn the 
shaft a quarter of a turn. The lever on the engine 
openthe valveof the air brakes and stops the trait 
Whenever the signals by the roadside are not set i 
indicate a clear track, the contact arm at the roadside 
must always stand in position to stop the train. The 
only condition under which it can permit a train © 
pass is when the signals are thus set. As it is #% 
curely linked with the block signals, the engineer cat- 
not, under any circumstances, run past a danger sign

A number of American railroads have been expe 

imenting with this and other types of automatic trait 
stops, and these experiments are gradually bringis 
about one improvement after another. None of them 

has been so perfected as to lead to its adoption by any 
railroad, but it is expected that several railroads will, 
in the not distant future, try some of them out undér 
actual operating conditions. The New Haven has 0! 
fered a very targe prize for a really practicable s+ 
tem. -A number of these systems, when tried out. 
short stretches of road, have failed to give the Te 
sults theoretically promised and there have been s0m® 
wrecks where they have been used.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Oct. 6.—Many no- 
tables in the turf world have come to 
Louisville to witness the four-mile race 
for the Kentucky endurance stakes, val- 
ued at approximately $15,000, which will 
be the feature at the opening Wednes- 
day of the fall race meeting at the 
Churchill Downs track. 

Out of a total of thirty nominations 
filed for this rich stake event, it is prob- 
able that only six horses will face the 
starter. With favorable weather and a 
fast track, many horsemen predict that 
the winner will lower the world’s record 
for the distance, 7:10 4-5, established by
