fifty feet. in the latter part of 1912 the 
dike was widened to an average of fifty 
feet by dumping clay inside toward the 
ext, and raised to 76.3 feet above sea 
jevel.

The will of his mother makes Mr 
Healy one of the largest if not the 
largest land owners in the city. 

TWO OTHER BENEFICIARIES 
In the late Mrs. Healy's will there 

are only two beneficiaries besides the 
heir. To a half sister, Mrs. Caroline 
M. Sharp, of Rochester, N. Y.. Mrs. Hea- 
ly left $500. An equal amount goes to 
a niece, Mrs. L. O. Louis, of San Fran- 
cisco. 

Mr. Healy is made executor of the 
estate, and the will provides that no 
bond shall be demanded.of him by the 
ordinary's court. The will was filed 
by Attorneys C. T. & L. CG. Hopkins. 

Except for one small lot valued at 
about $8,000, the valuable realty hold- 
ings of the deceased have been under 
the management of her son for some 
years, and taxes on both estates have 
been returned in the name of the Healy 
Realty and Improvement company, 
whose holdings are of an estimated 
value of between $6,000,000 and $7,000,- 
000, and include many pieces of central 
realty of fabulous values. 
Among Mr. Healy's holdings is the 

site of the present Healy building, the 
entire block on Forsyth between Walton 
and Poplar.

As a result of yesterday's session of 

the house of bishops, the general con- 

vention had before it memorials at- 
tacking divorce and calling upon not 

only ecclesiastical authorities, but the 

government of the United States, to 
seek an amendment to the constitution 

so that federal legislation concerning 
marriage could be effected. 

One of the most radical of the meas- 
ures brought forward was that of the 
Rev. Dr. James W, Ashton, of Olean, 
N. ¥., who asked that the general con- 

vention should consider the new situa- 
tion created in the United States by 
promulgation of the “no tenare” de- 
cree of the Roman Catholic church, 
which prohibits its priests from mar- 
rying Catholics and Protestants. 

The memorial. adopted by the depu- 
ties urged the general convention to 
affirm that marriages should not be 
dealt with other than as the Holy Scrip- 

tures and the laws of the land allow.

CROP ROTATION URGED 
“AT FARM AGENTS’ MEET 

Interesting Talks at Opening 
Session of Co-operative 

Demonstration Work 

Diversified agriculture and crop. ro- 
tation was the keynote of the discussion | 
at the opening session Thursday of the 
three days’ meeting of the north Geor- 
Bia agents of the Farmers’ Co-Operative 
Demonstration Work. ‘The sessions are 
being held in the senate chamber et 
the state capitol. 

‘The United States department of ag- 
riculture and the State College of Ag- 
riculture are jointly in charge of the 
demonstration work, and J. Phil.Camp- 
Vell, of Athens, is the state agent. 
Twenty-three agents are looking after 
the work in twenty-seven north Georgia 
counties, 

Three and four-year rotation of crops! 
formed the subject of an address by H.| 
E, Savely, of Washington, D. C., general 
field agent in this territory, A number 
of the demonstrators cited examples of 
how the productive power of land had 
been increased three or four times by 
crop diversification, and it was point- 
ed out that the only way in which to 
prevent the impoverishment of the soil 
was to rotate crops. 

State Agent Campbell urged the dem- 
onstrators to hold “old field schools” 
im every county. Prot. M. L. Duggan, 
one of the state supervisors of the de- 
partment of education, spoke of the 
great advantage to be had from a co- 
opertion between the rural schools and 
the demonstrators. Dr. M. P. Jarnigan, 
head of the department of animal hus- 
bandry of the State College of Agricul- 
ture, stressed the importance of getting 
better breeds of live stock introduced in 
the state. 

The discussions arranged for Friday's 
and Saturday's sessions will deal with 
the methods to be employed and the 
work to be done by the demonstration 
agents during the ensuing year.

“Regarding his charge that bond mon- 
ey Was wasted on the new schools, the 
board of education was not in control 
cf the expenditure of the bond money. 
We were hampered by a bond commis- 
sion appointed by council. The board 
Sid not approve of the location of the 
new Ashby. street school where it is. 
We were not free in selecting the plans 
or building any of the bond schools, 

“Every grade in any school that con- 
tains more than thirty pupils is, in my 
opinion, overcrowded. No one teacher 
should have more than thirty children 
to teach. Then she could give personal 
attention to each child and train each 
one properly. In each school room 

sixty pupils, thirty 

TEMPORARY REMEDY. 
“We can remedy matters temporarily 

by transferring pupils. But we cannot 
make permanent improvements with- 
out a bond issue or a special school 
tax. Either might serve, but I prefer 
the former. We need not only some 
grammar schools, but we need four ab- 
solutely new high schools and we need 
them badly. Council has given us every 
dollar it could for operating expenses. 

“There is nothing new in the reports 
of school conditions—nothing that the 
board has not been aware of for a long 
time. 

“I don’t see how anything can ve done 
until council acts on the January ap- 
pertionment sheet. Ther? we can go be- 
fore them once more and ask again for 
money to supply all of these needs. 
There is nothing that the board can 
do in the meantime.” 

Mr. Daley recalled that when he join- 
ed the board some four years ago he 
advocated the levy of a general tax for 
school purposes. The board favored 
it, and passed a resolution, which went 
to council, which killed it promptly. 
When he became president of the board, 
about two years ago, he began to ad- 
vocate a bond issue, said Mr. Daley, 
fer permanent improvement in the 
schools. 

“LET PEOPLE HAVE VOICE.” 
“I would be glad to see council take 

Steps to let the people express them- 
gelves on this question of supporting 
their schools,” said he. 

CAN COMPEL ACTION, 
City Attorney James I, Mayson said 

that if council would not act, the peo- 
ple could compel action by means of the 
inittative. A petition signed by one- 
tenth of the registered voters, that the 
question of levying a special school tax 
be submitted to all the voters, would 
necessitate the calling of an election 
at which the people could vote for or 
against the proposition. If the major- 
ity declared in favor of it council would 
have nothing to do but ask the legisla- 
ture for an amendment to the charter 
to that effect. 

The same course would be taken re- 
garding a bond issue, sald Mr. Mayson. 
The two questions could be voted upon 
at the same election. If the people de- 
clared against both, that would end the 
matter. If they declared for bonds, 
council would have to ask the legisla- 
ture for authority to call a bond elec- 
tion. 

If a special tax for school pur- 
poses was put into the city charter, 
said Mr. Mayson, it could be spent for 
nothing but schools, and the schools 
still might share in the general fund 
as they do now. A special tax of 1-4 
of 1 per cent would meay about $428,- 
000 on this year’s revenue, said he. 

UP TO THE PEOPLE. 
“The initiative puts it up to the peo- 

ple" said he. “If they think action is 
needed, and that there's too much talk- 
ing and too little acting, they have in 
this amendment the machinery for help- 
ing themselves.” 
WON'T CALL BOARD MEBTING. 
Mayor Woodward says that he does 

not intended to call a special meeting 
of the board or to do anything else, 
except, inspect some more of the schools 
and gather more first hand information, 
He says there is nothing to bedone. He 
Says there is no great need for any- 
thing except a little more wisdom in 
the management of school affairs. Con- 
ditions are bad, he admits, but they 
demand adjustment merely. He decries 
the sensation charge that~ Atlanta's 
schools generally are in a sorry plight.

He said Friday that at the Forrest

found more than 10 vacant seats in Ivy 
Street school.

The Federal Game Law. 
In his letter addressed to the game wardens in 

each county, State Game Commissioner Mercer calls 

timely attention to the fact that the new federal law 

protecting migratory and insectivorous birds became 

effective October the first and henceforth must be 

faithfully upheld in Georgia, He rightly insists that 

the game department of this State should co-operate 

with the national authorities to the end that all possi- 

ble good may result from the movement to conserve 

this yery important fleld of the country’s natural re- 

sources. 

The spirit and purpose of the federal statute are 

directly in line with the regulations already estab- 

Nished in Georgia tut it involves certain noteworthy 

differences of detail. Under the State law, for in- 

stance, the open season for wild geese and brant 

has been from September the first to April the 

twentieth; the federal law limits the season to less 

than three months, November the twentieth to Feb- 

tuary the sixteenth. Another far-reaching provision 

of the interstate law is that which prohibits the kill- 

ing of any migratory game and insectiverous birds 

after sunset or before sunrise. This clause, as Com- 

missioner Mercer says, is peculiarly forceful. Its 

effect will be more marked, perhaps, than that of any 

other one requirement in the new law and will call 

for particular caution and restraint on the sports- 

man’s part. 

The enactment of a measure which establishes uni- 
form protection for valuable species of migratory 
birds throughout the United States has marked the 
beginning of a new era in wild-life conservation. It 
is based upon ideas as practical as they are scientific. 
It ts designed to serve urgent needs of the nation’s 
agricultural and economic interests, to put an end to 
the heedless slaughter of birds and thereby safeguard 
farms and orchards against the terrible danger that 
would follow the extinction of bird life, Every State 
should do its utmost to make the federal law effictent 
by useful. 

How to Prevent Fire Loss. 
If the public will heed the simple suggestions in 

a bulletin prepared by State Fire Marshal Joyner and 

issued through the Insurance Commissioner's office, 

Georgia will save hundreds of thousands of dollars 

from fire losses this winter. 

in defective chimneys and flues, in stoves and fur- 

naces and ash heaps and in personal carelessness is at 

hand. The most efficient fire protection on the city’s 

part can never take the place of individual caution. 

The season of danger 

It is to the vital Interest of every home in the State, 

and particularly in small towns and rural districts, 

to employ all possible safeguards against fires through 
the coming months. The official suggestions, though 

based upon the commonest sense, are for that very 

reason worth noting in detail: 

“Examine chimneys and flues and see that the 

mortar has not fallen out.” 

“Never put ashes of any kind in a wooden 

receptacle or let them come in contact with 

wood.” 

“Don't allow rubbish or combustible material 

to be where a spark may drop into it.” 

“Hxamine all gas connections and have them 

put in good condition.” 

“If electric lights are 

wiring.” 

“See that stove pipes do not pass through 

used, examine the 

wooden partitions or at any point come near 
wood. 

“Protect all walls and partitions within two 

feet of any stove with fire-proof material. Do 

not hang clothes or place wood near the stove.” 

These are a few of the homely rules which if gen 

erally observed will go far toward reducing the tre- 

mendous fire loss that befalls Georgia and other 

States each year, 

It is estimated that in 1912, two hundred and 

twenty millions dollars worth of property 

was destroyed by fire in this country— 

an average of considerably more than half a 

million a day. This appalling waste was not limited 

to individual sufferers; its ultimate effect was visited 

upon the entire public, for property that is burnt 

away cannot be recovered by any device; it represents 

the annihilation of so much wealth, The problem of 

fire prevention is, therefore, one of vital public con- 

cern, It should have the earnest thought of all bus! 

ness and civic organizations and of State and na- 

tional authorities, The average cost of fire waste 

and insurance in western Europe is only about one- 

tenth that in North America. The difference is due 

largely to better building construction, better govern- 

mental regulation m* largely, too, to keener vigi- 

lance on the part of the people. 

In the United States there is urgent need of im- 

provement in each of these particulars. We should 

have more adequate building laws, more rigid goy- 

ernmental regulation and especially, should we have 

more care on the part of individual property owners 

and occupants. There are heartening evidences of a 

public awakening to this great issue. Scores of citiés 

this month are observing “Fire trotection Day.” There 

will be held at Philadelphia next week a national 

convention of merchants, manufacturers, insurance 

men and State and city officials to consider practical 

means for reducing America’s fire loss.

In the 
same neighborhood a man was fined 3100 for selling a 
deer shot out of season. 

There is now deeper and more thorough study of 
the game laws than ever before in the history of the 
state. The wardens are resolute, and though some 
of the laws are new, ignorance of any of them does 
not excuse the offender. 

For years few game laws were observed. A great 
change, however, has come, chiefly attributable to 
sportsmen themselves, who witnessed in the slaughter 
of game and contempt of law the disappearance of all 
game. In consequence of work begun in time hunting 
in many counties of Pennsylvania promises well this 
season.—Philadelphia Press,

‘Twenty years go in France “sabotage” was a 
slang word to designate not the act of making sabots 
but work executed resentfully, “comme a coups de 

sabots.” Its metamorphosis into a formula of social 
combat by labor against capital was speedy. In 1897, 
at the Confederated Congress of Toulouse, it received 

efficial baptism. In the following year the Rennes 

Congress of Labor commended the theory. In 1900 
the Confederated Congress at Paris voted decisively 
in favor of it by 117 to 76. 

Many have noted that “Sabotage” is nothing new, 
but old as the exploitation of labor.

The Drummonds, earls and tituler dukes | 
of Perth were staunch Jacobites, ana | 
their loyalty to the Stuarts cost them 
their all—titles and wide lands, which 
included the splendid domain of Drum- 
mond castle, where the earl and count. 
ess of Ancaster are in residence for the 
Highland season. 

The duke of Perth participated in the 
‘45, and was wounded at Culloden. 
While escaping to France on a French 
frigate in May, 1746, he died, and on 
his brother fell the brunt of the at- 
tainder. Some few years later the fam- 
ily estates were restored to a collateral 
kinsman, whose only daughter and heir- 
ess married an ancestor of the present 
owner, Lord Ancaster. 

Tt will astound many a society leader 
to learn that the queen has her gloves 
cleaned. Like her mother, the late 
duchess of Teck, she has a great weak- 
ness for white kid gloves, indeed, she 
rarely wears any others.

Ty Cobb Says Giants 

Matchless Staff of Writers Tell Story of Game 

Were Outclassed In 

Every Phase of Game 
Tesreau Was Pie for Mack's Hitters and They Clouted His 

Whole Assortment-Athletic Infield Again Demonstrated 
Their Superiority-Real Sensation of Game Was Bush, 
the 19-Year-Old Pitcher, Who Kept His Head Like a Vet- 
eran and Mowed Down Giant Batting Order With the Simon 
Pure Stuff—Cobb Thinks Athletics Now Have All the Best 
of It

EW YORK, Oct. 10.—-The Giants were completely humiliated 

N ‘and thoroughly defeated, outclassed in every department, in 
fact, by thelr opponents, the Amerfcan league winners from 

Philadelphia, Thursday afternoon in this great world’s series of 
191%. The final score was 8 to 2, though the actual runs scored and 

the number of hits In the Ath- 
letics’ bingle column will hard- 
ly give one who did not witness 
this game a fair idea of the 
margin by which the Mackmen 
outclassed the New Yorkers. 

The Athletics smashed the 
ball very hard almost every 
time at bat. There was hardly 
a fluke hit registered in the 
twelve recorded for the victors. 
Time and again they hit ter- 
rific drives at the infielders, or 
right at the outfielders, each 
wallop going out with tremen- 
dous force. The Mackmen 
simply were ‘superior to the 
Giants at every turn, pulling 
off many smooth plays. The 
hit and run was worked with 
great precision: The infield 
showed their excellence on 
many plays. 

The real. sensation of this 
game, however, was young Joe 
Bush’s pitching. He blinded 

the Giants with his speedy shoots and fast breaking curves. His 
work, in effectiveness, was on a par with the pitching that was 
turned out by Mathewson and Plank the day before. Bush did not 
show, however, the finish of the two more experienced boxmen. He 
overextended himself on many occasions by trying to put too much 
speed on the ball, and this consequently caused a decided lack of 
control, which did not prove damaging, since he was so effective. 
The general finish o®his work was not up to the standard of Plank 
and Matty the day before, but he was more effective. 

BUSH’S WORK SENSATIONAL. 
Bush's work could be said to be sensational. He kept a terrific 

fast ball low and high, at intervals, and his curve ball he broke 
always around the knees of the batsmen, which makes a very effec- 
tive ball for a pitcher to use. Bush's great asset was his slow ball, 
which tended to make his other deliveries so much more effective. 
It was noted that when he failed to change the pace the New Yorks 
were hitting him more viciously and landed on him a little harder 
than usual. 

Bush's success was simply the result of the breaks on his offer- 
ings, just natural ability. He did not work the corners like more 
experienced pitchers. An idea of his effectiveness can be gained 
when one realizes that only five or six balls were really hit hard by 
the Giants, Shafer’s two-base hit was a hard smash, and Murray’s 
single in the seventh, which scored Shafer, was also a victous liner. 
Crandall and Herzog smote hard drives directly at Collins and Baker, 
respectively. Outside of these four drives, there were possi®ly one 
or two other balls hit hard. 

I predicted that this young pitcher would acquit himself with 
honors if his control was good. ‘Now that he has worked so nobly, 
he must be handed a lot of praise for his display of nerve, and will 
have to be reckoned with in one of the final contests of this series. 
I guess, after his performance yesterday, Manager Mack feels a 

iole lot easier and can see his way more clearly how to select his 
pitehers for the coming games of the series. 

Tesreau’s pitching was, as I precicted, made to order for the 
Athletics. When I say this I mean that they like his style and that 
the Mackmen, who have proven the bane of many flingers in the 
past, have a weakness for certain kinds of pitching. In the sum- 
ming wp story after the series is completed Pam going to tell the 
readers of this column Baker’s weakness and the type of flinging 
the ‘Ate tics hate to go up against.

“Vardon is the ideal in golf form,’ 
said Mr. Adai¢ in describing the Eng- 
lishman at play, “in every department 
of the same. It is his perfect form 
that accounts for the marvelous accu- 
racy with which he places every shot, 
both in the long and short game. I have 
seen many golfers from all parts of the 
world but Harry Vardon combines the 
best there is in all of them.” 

RAY WALLOPS THE BALL. 
Ray, who is a very big man, has 

long been known as one of-the longest 
drivers living. His tee shots range 
from 250 to 300 yards. He puts a tre- 
mendous lot of power into his drivs, 
and seems to fairly lunge himself at the 
ball. When he finds it necessary to 
use a wooden club for his second shot 
he sometimes employs his driver again, 
but in most cases he useg a cleck or 
midiron, and with these iron clubs he 
gets tremendous distances. His short 
approaches are made with a battered 
and warworn masbie niblic, and with 
this he can drop a ball on the green 
from any distance under 150 yards. 

RAY AND HIS PIPE. 
Ray and his pipe are inseparable. 

Whether he is crashing a ball 300 yards 
down the course, or making a difficult 
putt, the pipe, still stays between his 
teeth. 

Vardon's playing is more graceful 
than his big companion and there is a 
smoothness to his shots that is most 
fascinating.

been one that should make au 
impression on every man. We see 
and learn from every source that 
beef and pork and, in fact, all 
kinds of food products are scarce 
and are getting scarcer every 
year, and with the many advan- 
tages that we have here in this 
country to produce on every farm 
a few head of animals to sell 
every year, an impression should 
be so forced on us as to make us 
take up this line of work and pay 
some attention to it. A bulk of 
this surplus that is furnishea to 
the country is produced a few by 
each individual, and when every 
farmer has a few head of cattle 
to sell every year it is almost like 
that much picked up money, or is 
« by-product that comes in handy 
and that helps everyone out at a 

tine when least expect it. I never had this state of affairs so 
forcibly ‘mpressed upon me as during the past month, on a trip through 
Virginia. It sratifying to meet and see the large number of farm. 
ors who would drive five, ten and twenty head of cattle of the right 
kind fo market and sell at $75 to $125 per head. 

Suppose every farmer in Georgia could market every year five to 
ten head of beef catile that would bring in an average of $100 per head. 
his could so easily be done, and would be if we would ever once get in 
the habit of it. By co-operation and a few dollars invested by half a 
foren to a dozen different men in any one community, good males in 
poth hogs and cattle could be kept that all could have the benefit of: 

and it le surprising, at the end of five to ten years, how much good can 
ome from the maintenance of one good sire, be it either a horse, cow 
or bog. in any community. By crossing these good thoroughbreds on to 
our natives we not only increase the size but the quality of our cattle, 
hogs and horses, and by each farmer having a few good animals to 
market every vear, it brings a lot of foreign money into a community 
that they would not have unless this line of work had been indulged in. 

In a community where there is no revenue from cotton people are 
forced to do this thing, and on land worth ten times as much as ours; 
and when I see the opportunities that we have here in addition to our 
cotton crop i! makes me feel bad to know that we do not take advantage 
of these opportunities and add thousands of dollars revenue to our 
incomes that we could so easily have, This year, above all others, 
should the people take advantage of the prosperous times and add as 
much as possible in live stock to their farms. It is surprising what a 
small amount of money invested in this line of work will eventually 
bring forth, but how few of us stop to think of these things or realize 
what it is worth to us in time to come to add these extras to our farm- 
ing interests. 

The day will come when we will wish we had done so, and the past 
two years have been sufficient proof to convince any man that we ought 
to, in time of plenty, prepare for these emergencies. ‘There will always 
be enough people compelled to depend absoluitly on the cotton crop for a 
living, and will do nothing else, and the people who are in a position to 
diversify and can see and take advantage of the opportunities offered 

us should by all means take hold of these things and make good with 
them and get a part of the other fellow’s cotton money who wishes to 
stick to cotton exclusively. The opportunity is here for us, and if we 
will only take advantage of it it will bring thousands of dollars to our 
tountry that we do not get now. A diversity of crops is undoubtedly 
the safest and best method that one can practice, and the sooner we 
diversify our farming interests and take better care of our lands the 
quicker we will receive the many 
benefits that are offered us that we 
are now not taking advantage of.
