These considerations may lead the larger Powers, 

England, France, Russia, Germany and Austria-Hun- 

gary, to frown upon the new pact into which Bulga- 

ria and Turkey have entered and to insist that Tur- 

key measure squarely up to her original agreement. 

An omen to that effect is seen in the recent refusal 
of France to countenance a loan sought in Paris by 

the Ottoman government. As conditions now are, 

however, Turkey uolds the winning hand in the 

Balkan She has recovered virtually all she’ 

lost and has even succeeded ih establishing a tenta- 

tive alliance with her leading foe among the Balkan 

States.

Fishing for ‘‘Snigs’’ | 

THE VERDI CENTENARY 
PY THN the death of Verdi was announced in 1891, 

Eduard Grieg wrote an article in Verdens Gang 
in which he said: “In Verdi the last of the 

great ones has departed. If artistic greatness could 
properly be compared, I would say that Verdi is great- 
er than Bellini, Rossini and Donizetti. Yea, I would 
Say that he, by the side of Wagner, was the greatest 
dramatist of the century.” 

This judgment of Verdi is much more widely prev- 
alent in the musical world than it was at the time 
when the great Norwegian composer expressed it. It 
is also now generally conceded that Verdi's “Aida” is 
the greatest of all Italian operas. Yet time was when 
at least one New York musical critic had to chide tne 
public annually for neglecting this masterwork. 1t 
did not become a favorite in New York until Lillian 
Nordica and Emma Eames impersonated the title part 
at the Metropolitan opera house. At the present time 
we usually ‘hear Johanna Gadski or Emmy Destinn in 
that role, with Caruso as Radames; but that the music 
itself now hath charms to entice the public even in 
the absence of such costly singers was shown a few 
weeks ago by the financial success of the nine per- 
formances at the Centuty.opera house. > 

Tt is an interesting coincidence that the greatest 
dramatic composers of Italy and Germany were born 
in the same year, and that both came within half an 
inch ef losing their fe when still in the cradle. Nor 
were their careers as unlike as is commonly believed. 
It is asqmed that, whereas Wagner met with fierce 
opposition from beginning to end, Verdi always swam 
with the eurrent. But this is a mistake. From the 
beginning, Verdi had occasional reverses, and when 
the first of his great operas, “Rigoletto,” was pro- 
duced, in 1851, one critic declared that it had “not the 
slightest chance of maintaining itself in the reper- 
tory.” The London Times said that to enter into an 
analysis of the opera “would be a loss of time and 
space,” while the Athenaeum remarked that “the open- 
ing ball scene, . . . the abduction finale, the scene 
between Rigoletto and the courtiers, and the storm in 
the last act are alike miserable in thelr meager patchi- 
ness and want of meaning.” Like Wagner, too, Verdi 
was accused innumerable times of maltreating the hu- 
man voice and of being unmelodious in his music. At 
the Leipzig conservatory, wrote Grieg, “there was, in 
the 50's and 60's, nothing but a scornful smile and a 
haughty shrug for Verdi. The learned masters con- 
sidered his music to be bad because they did not un- 
derstand its national character.” 

It has often becn observed that the critics and 
other professional musicians abuse Wagner for the 
very things we now admire in him most. That the 
same thing happened to Verdi is not so well known. A 
striking instance js the Athenaeum’s judgment on 
“Rigoletto,” just cited. The storm music described by 
the English critic as “patchy” and “meaningless” is 
superb exhibition of realism, by far the finest thing 
of its kind done up to that time by any Itallan com- 
poser. Wagner nimself could hardly have improyed,on 
those weird orchestral outbursts, and the effect 13 
marvelously intensified by the grewsome chromatic 
moaning of the Invisible chorus, strikingly Itke the 
dismal howling of the wind. And what is most re- 
markable about this master stroke of genius ts that it 
was composed before Wagner's “Flying Dutchman,” 
with its splendid storm music, had been heard any- 
where except at Wresden. Certainly Verdi had not 
heard it; and altogether he was in many ways sur- 
prisingly “Wagnerian,” quite independently of Wagner. 
As early as 1844, when “Ernani,” which gave him his 
Huropean tame, was béing rehearsed, he refused the 
deman¢ of the prima donna fer a final rondo in which 
she might display her vocal fireworks. “Do you 
wish.” he exclaimed angrily, “to ruin the finest situa- 
tion in the opera?’ 

While he did not, like his German colleague, entire- 
ly write his own texts, he nearly always had a hand in 
the choice of subjects, and usually sketched out the sit- 
uations and the action so completely that little was 
left for the librettist except the versifying. He made 
grievous mistakes, and some were fatal to his efforts. 
Others were not, ngtably “Il Trovatore,” which was for 
a generation the most popular of all operas, in spite 
of its foolish and incomprehensible lMbretto. What 
made it so great a favorite was its amazing wealth of 
melody. So rich was its melodie vein that the singers, 
the public and the commentators alike overlooked the 
fact that there ts also in this opera a genuine dramauc 
yein, culminating in the musical portfayal of Azucena, 
“the living embodiment of rude tiger-motherhood.” 
“Nay, but it takes a confounded amount of genius to 
create a figure like that!” exclaimed the late W. F. 
Apthorp, who had a happy faculty of coming to the 
rescue of ill-understood works of art. 

Those accents were new to the world, and while 
“La Traviata,” which followed “Il Trovatore,” was a 
sad relapse into operatic conventionalism, “Aida” more 
than atoned for that error. It combines, with a wealth 
of genuinely dramatic melody, a rare gift of local 
color, Still more remarkable, in point of realism, sin- 
cerity, and finish of style, are the two operas last on 
the list, “Otello” and “Falstaff;" but, unfortunately, 
they lack the melodic spontaneity of “Aida” and “It 
‘Trovatore” and have, therefore, never been really nopu- 
lar, notwithstanding all the passionate appeals made in 
theia beialf by students of technical refinements. 
"These two operas have had much influence on Wolf- 
Ferrari and some of the German and French compos- 
ers; whereas, Mascagni, Leoncavallo and Puccini bene- 
fited more by the vigorous, virile style of Verdi's ear- 
Mer operas, which made them contrast so strongly with 
the saccharine and florid productions of Donizetti and 
Rossini and, the langorous femininity of Bellini. Al- 
together, Verdi's influence on the world’s art has made 

for sanity and sincerity, and for this as well as for his 
inspired works he deserves all the honors that are 
coming to him in this centenarian season.—New York 
Evening Post.
