Speeding the Currency Bill. 
Thre is reason to hope for fruitful results from 

Wilson's conference with Senators Hitch- 

cock, Reed and O'Gorman, the Democrats who have 

President 

been disposed to prolonged consideration of the pend- 

ing currency bill. The President believes, and rightly 

#0, that the sooner this measure is enacted the better 
it will be for the interests of the party and the na- 

tion. If earried over to the regular session of Con- 

gress it would stand far less chance of prompt passage 

than now; it would interfere with other important 

features of the administration's program; and, what 
is particularly to the point, it would continue the 
suspense which all business will naturally feel until 

this issue is settled. 

Mr. Wilson's success lies largely in his happy com- 

bination of tact and firmness, hfs freedom from blus- 
ter and his frank appeal to reason and good faith. 

He accomplishes results, not by driving but by lead- 

ing his party associates, When differences arise, he 

seeks to adjust them by candid council. That is his 

method in dealing with the present difficulties over 

the currency bill; it succeeded time and again in 
the case of the tariff controversy; there's little room 
for doubt that it will now succeed. 

‘The three Senators with whom the President con- 

ferred yesterday are not opposed to the basic princi- 

ples of the currency measure now before the banking 

committee. They dissent from certain of its details 

and, in that respect, it is doubtful that they agree 

among themselves. The fact is no bill equally satis- 

fying to all men and all interests can ever be devised. 

The bankers themselves are as far apart in such mat- 

ters as laymen are. But all who have given the subject 

serious thought are agreed that the main provisions 

and the underlying purpose of the present measure 

are wholesome and trustworthy. 

Mr. Wilson simply insists that the Democratic 
Senators cease to stickle over points of detail and 

get together for the enactment of a bill that will meet 

the country’s urgent needs. Its defects can be rem- 

edied as time and experience demand. Its benefits 

should no longer be withheld from the business 

public. 

The fact that the President and those Senators 

who have rather disapproved of definite action at 

the present session are now exchanging views is 

within itself a hopeful augury. 

While Wall Street worries, the rest of the country 
becomes more and more optimistic.

The representative of a large Oklahoma ranch 

who has spent the greater part of the year in the 

South, buying cattle and shipping them West to be 

fed and marketed as beef, is quoted in the Suwanee 

Democrat, of Live Oak, Fla, as saying: “You have 

better facilities in this State for raising cattle than 

any other place in the Union,”

far 48 natural resources are concerned. Soil and 

climate are ideally suited to the production of live 

stock, The most nutritious grasses will flourish. 

The mild winters reduce to a minimum tne cost of 

housing and feeding.

Yet, with the 

supply of beef continually diminishing and the price 

steadily increasing, the South has done littl or 

nothing to utilize tts rich advantages in this regard 

In Florida alone, the cattle buyer to whom we 

have referred has purchased this year some twenty.

The buyer 

sald that yearlings sent from that State would at- 

tain, after twelve months on the Oklahoma ranges, a 

weight of a thousand pounds If these cattle were 

fattened and converted into food products at home, 

what a tremendous gain they would be to the wealth 

ef the South! The Manufacturers’ Record makes 
the apt comment:

needed to carry on at home all the processes and, 

consequently, to retain all the advantages and legi- 

timate profits.”

Extending Census Service.

Eight million dollars a week in five years—$2,- 
080,000,000, in total, can be invested profitably in de- 
veloping the electric industry in this country; at least 
so said Frank A. Vanderlip, president of the National 
City bank of New York, the other day, addressing a 

meeting of the representatives of electrical interests 
in the United States, 

He added; “The railroads in five years will need 
$4,000,000,000 for refunding and fresh capital. States 
and municipalities will absorb $1,500,000,000 more, so, 
with the $2,000,000,000 your industry will need, there 
should be provided between now and the end of 1918 
between $7,000,000,000 and $8,000,000,000 for these 
three purposes alone, to say nothing of general indus- 
trial and other needs.” 

These are staggering figures. They present to us 
the spectacle of modern business tossing about sums 
larger than the revenues of kingdom: 

It is Brobdingnagian financiering. 
It is astronomical computation of sidereal sums. 
But Mr. Vanderlip’s statistics are yet too small to 

give our imaginations the necessary fillip to excite 
them sufficently to grapple with the finances of to- 
morrow in America. 

For it is not only the extent of our riches but the 
unification and mobility of our riches that is amazing. 

This is the age of money. People are no greedier 
not gain-madder nuw than formerly; only property is 
more fluid, goes more easily from pocket to pocket. 
Men nowadays accumulate millions in a lifetime that 
formerly it took generations to get. 

‘The Rockefellers and Morgans move at express 
speed, as compared with the freight speed of the Fug- 
gers and Medici. 

Unified, mobile property, i. ¢., money, means power; 
power greater than any potentate of the past ever 
possessed. 

‘The man who can control the Standard O11 com- 
pany or the steel trust can have to say concerning the 
happiness or misery of more of his fellow beings than 
ever Charlemagne or Augustus Caesar had to say about 
their contemporaries. 

The problem forcing itself upon our attention is not 
how properly to regulate the holders of these vast units 
of capital, but how to get the possession of the capital 
over into the hands of democracy. 

No human being is great and good eriough to be 
trusted with the power over his fellows represented 
by a Dillion dollars. AN absolutism has in it, as 
Guizot says, the seed of abuse. 

Money must be democratized, or there is no democ- 
racy to speak of. 

We are entering upon an era of doing business by” 
Dillions. All kinds of enterprise are going to be 
formed into trusts; for trusts mean unity, co-opera- 
tion, intelligent organtzation. All money coagulates, 
as star dust coheres into stars.

It is true that Turkey gained a material advantage 
over Bulgaria, after the latter was badly beaten by her 
former allies. But the taking of Adrianople, Kirk- 
Kilisse and other minor paints north of Constantinople 
was by no means a glorious military undertaking, as 
it is not a diplomatic success. The Young Turks found 
the powers at @ most psychological moment, when pub- 
lic opinion was so much against Bulgaria for the un- 
speakable cruelties perpetrated in Thrace and Macedo- 
nia, and took advantage of same. In other words, Bul- 
garia's punishment has extended Turkey's lite 

Referring to the other point that “Turkey, under 
present conditions, holds the winning hand in the 
Balkan game; that she has recovered all she lost and 
has even succeéded in establishing a tentative alliance 
with her leading foe among the Balkan states,” you 
will -llow me to disagree with you. 

If you will look at the map, you will see that what 
‘Turkey recovered from Bulgaria is less than oné-twen- 
Ueth of her initial loss, both in area and in population. 
As far as her own pride is concerned, she has probably 
gained in the eyes of the Turks themselves much more 
than they really can boast about. Bulgaria's downfall 
is so complete that any kind of treaty between her and 
Turkey is a matter of secondary consideration. And 
as for their alliance, it is simply a bluff! nobody is 
scared. The most sensible and most patriotic Turks 
know too well where their real interest lies and that 
is a better understanding with Greece. The Greek ele- 
ment is the most progressive in Turkey, and now that 
Greece holds such a position among the civilized na- 
tions, it is to Turkey's own advantage to seek her 
friendship rather than her enmity.

At nighttime he follows his victim until he sees 
him throw a shadow elther by moon or other light, 
He “picks up” the shadow in his hollow cane, and, hav- 
ing plugged it with clay, takes it home to torture it 
fit his leisure. If his desire should be to kili the body 
of the man whose soul he has thus captured, all he 
need do is to burn the bamboo. 

When a soul comes out ofthe body to which it 
Properly belongs it wanders about and sees things, 
the body meanwhile dreaming of what the soul .s 
doing.

Not only does the fire waste include this great los 

of property and money, but in addition it causes the 
sacrifice each year of at least 1,600 lives, According 
to an estimate made by Powell Evans, chairman ot 
the rhiladelphia fire prevention committee, the butle 

ings burned last year in the United States, if placed 
together on both sides of the street, would make an 
avenue of desolation long enough to extend from New 
York to Chicago. If one seriously injured person was 
rescued at each thousand, feet, there will still be « 
man, woman or child burned to death for each three 
quarters of a mile of the entire distance.

The fire insurance of the United States costs upon 

an average about 1 per cent of the policy value, or 1 
per hundred, with nearly $3 per capita annual fire 
waste. In Europe insurance costs on the average 
1-10 of 1 per cent of the policy value, or 10 cents 
per hundred with a 30 cents per capita annual fire 
waste. It is an invariable rule that as fire waste di- 
minishes the cost of insurance falls proportionately. 
Insurance is a sort of a tax which distributes the fire 
waste of the country over its population. About half 
of the insurance premiums collected are returned to 
the insured for fire losses. The remaining half gocs 
to meet the expenses and yield the profits of the in- 
surance companies. Every great conflagration in- 
creases the total waste bill and thus automatically 
raises insurance rates throughout the nattonai bounda- 
ries.

In the continuous quest for means of checking the 
increased cost of living it seems surprising that so 
little consideration has been given to the lessening of 
the great fire waste of the nation. Every inhabitant 
of the country contributes toward paying this. In- 
creased insurance rates bring about higher rents, high- 
er prices for food and clothing, and through them 
higher rates upon cregits and interests upon loans. No 
one is exempt. The poorest workman with the lars- 
est family, through these channels, contributes each 
year, not only $3 each for himself and his wife, but 
also for each of his children and for this contribution 
ihe receives no return.

well as protective provisions and, in some instances 
the fact that the fire officials are political appointett 
nd not always properly qualified for the duties de 
volving upon them. 

The “construction” of ) bullding includes the ms 
terials used, the height of the structure, the fir 
control areas, the exposed vertical openings and other 
avenues for the spreid of flames within the bullding® 
the provision for fireproof roofing and other condition 
having an influence upon checking or increasing ti 
spread of a flame once started. Carelessness and lf 
norance upon the part of the occupants of building® 
include the Accumulation of all kinds of rubbish i 
corners where a firecan be easily started by # 
droppéd spark, as well as the careless handling of i 
flammable materials. Ex-Chief Edwin Croker, of tht 
New York fire department, claims that at least one 
fourth of the great fire waste of the city of New York 
could be traced to rubbish-filled cellars, halls and cot 
ners. Defective chimneys or flues are responsivle fo!

who are informed as to the incomes 

of all its citizens.” 
Under the terms of the income t 

law, persons whose net annual incom 

amount to $3,000 or more are subject 
to the tax. It follows, therefore, that 
the treasury department estimates that 
there are at least 1,000 persens in Geor- 

gia who enjoy such incomes. No fig- 
ures have been compiled, nor estimates 
submitted, to classify the 8,000 incomes 
so that it is impossible to show what 
proportion of these 10,000 lucky persons 
have incomes in excess of $3,000. 

The treasury estimates that there 
are 8,000 persons in Alabama subject 
to the income tax; 4,000 in Florida and 
2,500 in South Carolina. 

The law levies a tax of 1 per cent 

per annum on incomes ranging from 
$3,000 to $20,000 per year; 2 per cent 
on incomes between $20,000 and $50,000;

Golden Text: If God is for us, who 
in against us? 

great and terrible wilderness 
stretches between a point of the Sinai 
peninsula and ajline drawn from north 
of Egypt eastward, south of the Dead 
Sea. For days we mizkt go without 
seeing anything more than waste, or 
now and then a little green epot made 
possible by the moistures from a spring. 
Finally, we come to a camp about one 
of these oases larger than the rest, and 
if we look closely we shall find that it 
consists of vast hodes 
tending their flocks. In the center of 
the camp with the door open towards 
the east is a tent, gorgeous in its em- 
broideries and tapestries, covered with 
animals’ which have been dyed 
red and purple. Above the tent is a 
cloud which is effulgent in its’ glory. 
giving light to the camp by night. In 
front of this door on the east are the 
tents of the leader, -his brother, and 
their families; for this is none other 
than the camp of the Israelites, 

Om the south side of the tent are a 
few other tents in which the family of 
Kohathites are found, whose duty it 
is to carry the ark and other furniture. 
On the west side are the Gershonites 
encamped, whose duty is to look after 
the coverings of the tent; and on the 
north side are the Merarites, especially 
charged with the care of the pins and 
pillars of the tent. These sons of Levi, 
with Moses and Aaron, form the inner 
circle about their place of worship; and 
the outer circle, affording ample pro- 
tection for their most valuable posses- 
sion, is formed by Judah with Isachm 
and Zebulon on the east, Reuben with 
Simeon and Gadon the south, Ephraim 
with Manasseh and Benjamin on the 
west, and Dan with Asher and Naph- 
tall on the north. The most significant 
part about this is that when the camp 
rested God was in the center. During 
the line of march the tribes on the east 
and south went first; then came the 
camp; and behind it were the tribes of 
the west and north, so that whether the 
camp rested or moved, God was always 
in the midst. 

A close inspection of 
illicit this information, 
ous transformation had taken place 
with this people during the fifteen 
months since they had left the service 
of Pharaoh in Egypt. A motley crowd 
of slaves broken in spirit, cowardly 
had come to Sinai and during their elev- 
en months there they had been thor- 
oughly organized, and now had reached 
the border of the promised land, a fight- 
ing force.

Spies were chosen from each of the 
tribes; twelve of the best men that 
could be found among the 3,000,400 
were sent out on this journey with 
the following instructions: They were 
to see the land, see the people, and 
see the fortifications.

were few or many, strong or Weak, and 
if they dwelt in camps or strongly for- 
tified cities. 
Now this information was not nec- 

essary; a good part of it they had al- 
ready, for without doubt tradition had 
brought down from their forefathers a 
knowledge of the character of the
