Ira W. Fisher, who dec s that Leo M. Frank is innocent of the 
murder of Mary Phagan inday night was labelled as an irresponsible 
drunkard by his wife, Mrs. Annie Fisher, of 734 Marietta street, by his 
sister, Mrs. Alf Stallings of 305 Houston street, and by his sister's hus- 
band 

Mrs. Fisher told The Journal that she believes her husband either 
is telling a false story with some deep-laid motive or is reciting the wild 
dream of a drunkard or a “dope fiend.” 

Kisher’s alleged statement that he left Atlanta immediately after 
the murder is denied by his wife. He lived with her until. August 12 
she id, when he leit before papers that she filed the day before, ask 
ing divorce and alimony, could be served. She does not know, she said, 
whether she will push the divorce proceedings until after she has con- 
sulted her lawyer 

Her beliets are shared by Mr. and Mrs. Stallings 
“I can't believe a word my brother says,” declared Mrs. Stallings.

Huerta’s Safest Course. 
Reports that Huerta is about to resign the pro- 

visional presidency of Mexico may not materialize 

but they are certainly of a logical drift, His situa- 

tion, officially and personally, grows more and more 

precarious. With a bankrupt treasury, a depleted 

and sullen army, a treacherous circle of advisers 

and a record that arouses the hatred of free-minded 

Mexicans and the -ontempt of foreign governments, 

he can find no reasonable hope of bettering his pres- 

ent fortune. The fact that he has clung this long 

to his fragment of power shows desperateness rather 

than strength. 

Porifirio Diaz ruled Mexico with a hand of iron. 

His acts were often arbitrary and intolerable to the 

spirit of a republic. But his rule was that of a vigor- 

ous mind, bent toward constructive ends and in- 

spired, we must belleve, by higher interests than 

merely personal gain. Old Diaz was a tyrant but a 

wise one and when he realized that the country was 

against him, he had the good sense and the grace 

to retire. 

In Huerta, all these qualities are lacking. Aside 

from a certain craftiness and brute force, he has 

scarcely a trace of leadership; certainly, he has none 

of the mental and moral reserve that sustain men 

and governments in time of crisis, His latest step 

in dispersing the Congress and imprisoning more 

than a hundred of its members, because they dared 

criticise his policies, is,a complete betrayal of his 

weakness. It is doubtful that Huerta gives his coun- 
try a thought, but every consideration of self-interest 

should urge him to resign while a voluntary 

peaceful exit is open. 

Certain it is that so long as he is involved in 

Mexico's affairs the quiet restoration of orderly goy- 

ernment will be impossible. No regime with which 

he is identified will receive the recognition of the 
United States or retain the moral support of other 

Powers. Dispatches from Vera Cruz credit John 

Lind, President Wilson’s special representative in 

Mexico, with a knowledge of Huerta’s intention to 

withdraw.

design that the Quebec bridge is remarkable, Severs 
bridges in the United States are larger and have cost 
more to erect. Among them is the Manhattan bridge 
in New York City recently opened for foot traffic, 
This bridge is a double deck pattern. Its first deck 
will have a thirty-five-1oot roadway in the center and 
two subway tracks and an eieven-foot wide footwalk 
upon each side. The top deck will have four trolley 
tracks. The total width of the Manhattan bridge is 
120 feet. The land secured for its buildings included 
160 feet upon eacn water side. The land upon the 
Manhattan side cost $8,000,000, It was in the improved 
tenement district and it was necessary to condemn 
many buildings which were paying their owners a 
profit. The Brooklyn land was in a poorer dis 
and only half as valuable.

The development of ratlroad traffic has had a gteat 

influence upon the methods and requirements of bridge 
construction. Both cars and locomouves are being 
built heavier than formerly in order coat they may 
carry greater loads. ‘The stress upon the railroad 
bridges has increased proportionately. Upon some roads 
all freight cars are required to have a capacity of 
100,000 pounds. An important feature of railroad 
bridge construction is strengthening a bridge or replac- 
ing it with a new one without interfering with traffic, 
Sometimes this is done by substituting false work un- 
der the bridge while new supports are being built. 
Sometimes it becomes necessary to have @ double track 
in place of a single one. A bridge near Montreal has 
recently been changed from a single to a double track 
without interfering with the traffic. Another track 
was built next to the old one, The old bridge was 
then removed span by span so carefully that parts of 
it could be used elsewhere. ‘Then a second new track 
was built onto the first, thereby making a complete 
double track bridge,

The improvement in metal manufactures has siven 

a greater tensile strength to steel and made possible 
feats which would not have been undertaken a few 

years ago. While some concrete bridges are being 

erected, steel is now ‘the most important bridge build- 
ing material. The first metal bridges were of cast 
iron and they came into use near the close of the 
eighteenth century. The first of these was over 
Severn river in England, and the most celebrated the 
Southwark bridge erected over the Thames river, which 
was opened in 1824. Cast iron was superseded by 
wrought iron in bridge construction. The tubule 
bridges of the type of the Britannia bridge in England 
and the Victoria bridge in Montreal are the best exati- 
ples of the wrought iron bridges, No important struc 
tures of the kind were built.in the United States

The iron girder bridge, the cantilever bridge ant 

the suspension bridge are the three types now mott 
popular. Many noteworthy examples of each have 
been erected in this country in the past quarter of # 
century. The bridge crossing the Kentucky river upe 
the Cincinnati Southern railroad is one of the best los 
span iron girder bridges. The frame work is 1,138 feet 
long and consists of three spans, It crosses a lime 
stone canyon 280 feet above the bed of the stream

The cantilever design is adapted from the old Jape 

nese method of bracketing logs together in bride 
building. The modern cantilever bridge is a sucee® 
sion of iron brackets, each arm being composed of # 
rigid semi-arch. The Forth bridge of Scotland, com 
sidered until recently the finest bridge In the world, !* 
a cantilever bridge having a span of 1,700 feet between 
its plers.

Deputy Warden Says About 40 
Among 800 Cheered

There was no mutiny nor violence of 
any kind at the federal prison Sunday, 
Stated the officials of the prison Monday. 
The “virtual mutiny” referred to in pub- 
leations concerning the prison consisted 
merely of a few men who shouted their 
approval of Julian Hawthorne and Dr.

There were sixty or more men at the 
services Sunday morning, and there was 
no violent demonstration of any kind.”

ment in answer to recent criticisms of 
his administration of the prison.
