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SULZER CHARGES MURPHY 
WITH TAKING FUNDS 

New York’s Booted Governor 
Says Ryan Gave Murphy, 

Not He, the $10,000 

(By Asscoiated Press.) 
NEW York, Oct. 25.—“I never asked 

Ryan for money; I never said ‘Tell 
your father I'm the same Old Bill,’ 
declared William Sulzer tonight in a 
speech tn the voters of the Sixth as- 
sembly district where he is campaien- 
ing for election to the legislature on the 
Progressive ticket. 

Sulzer declared that Allan A. Ryan, 
a witness at the impeachment trial in 
Albany, in testifying that he had sent 
Sulzer $10,000 when he was a candi- 
date for governor, did not tell the whole’ 
story. 

“T have made up my mind to tell it 
myself,” said Sulzer. His only conver- 
sation with Ryan during the campaign 
was a brief one over the telephone after 
John Delaney, personal representative 
of Charles F. Murphy, leader of Tam- 
many Hall, had called Ryan up from 
Sulzer’s office, he said. 

“I gave that $10,000 to Mr. Delaney,” 
Sulzer continued,” and he took it up. 
town and gave it to Mr. Murphy. Late 
that afternoon I saw Mr. Murphy at 
Delmonico's. During our conversation 
I said, ‘Did John give you the ten from 
Ryan? Mr. Murphy replied, ‘Yes, that's 
all right, but it is only a drop in the 
bucket. You will have to do better than 
that.” 

NOT ACCOUNTED FoR. 
“So far as I know, and I am pretty! 

well advised, Mr. Murphy never ac- 
counted for the Brady $25,000 which T 
refused, and which he accepted from 
Judge Beardsley.” 

Sulzer started his explanation of the 
Ryan contribution tomight by declaring 
that after he was nominated for gov- 
ernor, Murphy was continually urging 
him to get campaign funds. Sulzer ex- 
pressed reluctance to go to the “spe- 

cial interests” for money, as he said 
Murphy urged, but that the Tammany 
leaders continued along this line. 

Murphy has charged me with misap- 
propriatin g campaign money. I have 

denied that charge several times, and 
there is not a word of truth in the accu- 
sation. 

“Phe Frawley committee proved on 
the trial that 1 had received about $27,- 
900 all told from various sources dur- 
ing the time I was a candidate for gov- 
ernor. Of this sum, $12,000 went to my 
campaign committee. Ten thousand dol- 
lars, the Ryan money, went to Mr. Mur- 
phy and $5,000 went to Mr. Murphy's 
closest personal friend. This man was 
to turn the money over to Mr. Murphy, 
but he kept it. That is how my cam- 

paign funds went. 
“That is all there is to compaign mon- 

tes I received while a candidate for gov- 
ermor last fall, and all Mr, Murphy's 
agents and all his investigators could 
not prove to the contrary. 

“Mr. Murphy has nothing on me. 

he has I challenge him to produce it.”

FIFTEEN MINUTES 
IN ATLANTA TODAY 

Wilson and Party on Way to 

Mobile to Attend Meeting of 

the Southern Commercial 

Congress 

WILL NOT LEAVE TRAIN 
WHILE IN THE CITY 

Train Bearing President of the 

United States Arrives at 

Terminal Station at 5 o'Clock 

This Afternoon 

President Woodrow Wilson will ar- 
rive in Atlanta this afternoon at 5 
o'clock over the Southern road, on his 
way to Mobile, Ala, and will remain 
for 15 minutes at the Terminal station 
during an inspection of the train upon 
which he is making his southern trip. 

He will visit Mobile to make an ad- 

ciay Congress. 
After re-dedicating Congress Hall at, 

Philadelphia, Mr, Wilson left that city 
yesterday and began his trip south- 
ward. Shortly afterward @ delegation 
from Louisiana took train for Atlanta 
to meet Mr. Wilson upon nts arrival here 
and to accompany him to Mobile. 

Citizens of Atlanta, as well as the 
delegation from Louisana, will greet the 
president upon his arrivat. But, this 
welcome will be informal, owing to the 
brief while that the president will re- 
main here. The city, as a whole, will 
have no opportunity of seeing him. 
During the few minutes that he is here, 
he will remain at the Terminat station, 
without going from his car to the plat- 
form above the tracks, 

HERE BEFORE ELECTION. 
Mr. Wilson has not visttea Atlanta 

since his election as president, and it 
had been hoped that, on his way to Mo- 
bile, he could find opportunity to stop 
over here for at least several hours. 
He himself wished to see again the city 
where he began his career. But af- 
fairs in Washington are so urgent that 
a day or so ago, he thought, of abandon- 
ing his trip to Mobile, and some timo 
before he had given up te thought of 
remaining here for, more than a few 
minutes. 

Immediately after his train arrives 
this afternoon at the Terminal station a 
change will be made in engines, the 
train will be inspected, and the prest- 
dent's trip to Mobile will be resumed 
with as little delay as’ possible. Hs|, 
will get no more than a glimpse of At- 
lanta, and only those at the Terminal 
station will have opportunity of seeing 
him. 

Robert Ewing, Democratic national 
committeeman of Louisiana and editor 
of the New Orleans Daily States, will 
lead the delegation from Louisiana, 
which will meet the president here and 
accompany him to Mobile.

YESTERDAY IN PHILADELPHIA, 
The dedicatinn of Congress hall yes- 

terday in Philadelphia by President Wil- 
son was attended by a great crowd. 
Rain, which fell during the morning 
hours and continued intermittently in 
the afternoon, did not interfere with 
the patriotic exercises, which were held 
in the hall, where congress met from 
1790 to 1800. 

The old structure has been restored 
to almost its original appearance after 
years of patient efforts on the part of 
architects, who searched all existing rec- 
ords to make the building look as it did 
when Washington delivered his fare- 
well address within its walls. 

President Wilson was given a cordial 
reception by a great crowd when he ar- 
rived in Philadelphia. The raiiroad sta- 
tion was packed to its capacity and 
the streets about it were dense with 
people. He was welcomed by a recep- 
tion committee headed by Mayor Blank- 
enburg, and after luncheon at @. hotel 
was driven through crowded streets to 
Congress hall, in Independence square. 
The president and Speaker Champ Clark 
were the principal speakers at the exer- 
eises. John Wanamaker presided. 

After the exercises President Wilson's 
program called for a visit to Sqarthnore 
college, a few miles out of Philadel- 
phia, to speak at the annual Founders’ 
Day exercises. 

Government Stained by 
Blood Cannot Endure 

(By Associated Press.) 
SWARTHMORE, Pa, Oct. 25.—Pres- 

ident Wilson, in a speech here today, 
proclaimed the doctrine thar tne whole 
western hemisphere should pe devoted 
to one sacred purpose—‘that nowhere. 
can any government endure which is 
stained by blood or supported by any- 
thing but the consent of the gov- 
erned.” 

It was while ertolling the spirit 
with which William Penn sougth to 

“a free commonwealth” in 
America that the president incidental- 
ly revealed his thoughts on present 
day problems. His utterances, it is 
known, reflect the ideas which the 
Washington administration ts prepar- 
ing to announce to the nations of the 
world in a formal note on the policy 
of the United States toward Mexico. 

The president spoke in a big tent 
far from the spot where Penn |

Presidential Candidate, a 
Nephew of Former Mexican 
Dictator, Spurns Special 
Train Sent to Carry Him to 
Capital—Sees Arrest and 
Prison Lurking Behind Hu- 
erta’s Persuasive Invitation 

(By Associated Fress.) 
VERA CRUZ, Oct. 25.—General Felix 

Diaz was still in Vera Cruz at 9 o'clock 
tonight. Colonel Vidaurrazaga, secretary 
to the minister of war, General Blan- 
quet, was endeavoring to persuade Diaz 
to return to the capital with him on a 
special train, which was expected to 
leave’ at 10 o'clock. 

Expecting arrest at any minute, sub- 
jected to repeated calls by Colonel Vi- 
daurrazaga, representative of the war 
department, urging him to accept Gen- 
eral Huerta’s invitation to return to the 
capital, and forced to Hsten to friends 
who occupied rooms with him and who 
talked lugubriously of mysterious dis- 
apperances, “General Diaz was nervous 
and dejected at the close of the day. 

He tentatively promised to consider 
a trip to Mexico City if he were per- 
mitted to take along as a companion 
Senor Mijouerno, a native of the town 
in Caxaca in which Diaz was born. Mi- 
juerno is now a prisoner here. He is a 
strong partisan of Diaz and it is be- 
lieved that Diaz is actuated by a desire 
to prevent his friend from arousing the 
Indians in his state to revolt. 

PRISONER HIMSELF. 
Diaz virtually has been a prisoner, 

whether by afficial acts or by his own 
conception of affairs is not known. He 
har assumed that any attempt to 
leave his auarters at the hotel would 
be followed by his,arrest, and since en- 
tering his rooms on Thursday night he 
has not ventured out. The streets about 
the building are patrolled by -lain- 
clothesmen and the roofs of buildings 
adjacent are similarly guarded. 

General Diaz still is an army officer. 
but for some reason the war depart- 
ment has not sent him any orders as a 
soldier. In case he receives such or- 
ders, he probably would go to the cap- 
ital without question. 

The proximity of his quarters to the 
American consulate has given rise to 
speculation by Americans that he will 
attempt to gain the official protection 
of the American flag, but unless he 
personally presents himself, he will not 
receive such protection. 

It is not expected that Consul Can- 
ada will offer him asylum, but the 
consuls will not refuse it if solicited. 
The feature of such an arrangement 
which is interesting Mexicans is that 
should Diaz go to the consulate and 
remain there tomorrow he would be 
technically on foreign soil on election 
day, which would bar him from elec- 
ltion to the presidency, according to con- 
stitutional lawyers. 

‘The garrison of the town has been 
strengthened since the arrival of Gen- 
eral Diaz and an. inspection of troops 
took place today.

speech. 

He was demanding, he declared, not a 
new trial for Frank, but a trial, for he 
asserted the man has never been tried, 
but ordered murdered by a mob of 
howling wolves, who infested the court 
and caused their prejudice to be reflect- 
ed in the verdict.

witnesses, in which he launched late 
Saturday afternoon. , 

‘The attorney declared that Dr. Har-! 
ris, while unable to do anything for a 
man while he is alive, can perform a 
post-mortem, and tell remarkable things. 

“If he keeps on there is no telling 

where he is going. unless it is to tne 
asylum,” he said 

The passion and prejudice against the 
Jews as a race and the defendant ax 
an individual of the race, which he 
charges circumvented the court during 

the triel, has played an important part 
in all of Mr, Arnold’s speech. He has 
compared Frank's case with the ritual 
murder casé now being heard in Kiev. 
Russia, and he declares that conditions 
in Georgia are ttle better than they 
are in the domain of the czar. 

Friday afternoon Mr, Arnold made 
the interesting prediction that capital 
punishment will soon be abolished. 
“Capital punishment,” he said. “is the 
last fang of barbarism, clinging to an 
advancing civilization 

Mr. Arnold charges that the state's 
case against Frank is a plot and a 
frate-up, based upon perjured evidence. 

Saturday afternoon Mr. Arnold com- 
mented upon A. H. Henslee, the juror. 
who has been attacked as biased and 
prejudiced before he was sworn 

He asserted that Henslee went on the 
jury solely for the purpose of convictine 
Frank, The attorney made the- point 
that the cheers are acknowledged by tne 
state to have broken out when the ver- 
dict was announced and before the jury 
was polled. This fact is alone enough 
to invalidate the verdict, he asserted. 

Besides Mr. Arnold, Attorney Luther 
Z. Rosser, of the defense: Solicitor Gen- 
eral Hugh M. Dorsey and possibly his 
assistant, E. A. Stephens, will be heard 
before Judge Roan announces his de- 
cision.

That a determined fight will be made 
on behalf of the motorcyclists of Geor-

| license fee from each of them by the 
new state law that gees int effect on 

| January 1, was stated Saturday by Gus 
Castle, manager of the new Atlanta 

branch of the Harley-Davidson Motor 
company. 

“The application of that law to motor- 
cyclists will be isted in the courts,” 
said Mr. Castle. “Upon Mstruction from 
Arthur, Davidson, nf Milwaukee, member 
of the ‘Harley-Davidson company, I have 

gated the interpretation that will be 
placed upon it. And I-have Mr. David- 
son’s assertion that the matter will be 
placed by our company before the Fed- 
eration of American Motorcyclists for 
action by that body in defense of the 
motorcyclists of this state. 

“Heretofore «motorcyclists ~ have | not 

objected to being’ classed with automo- 
bilists In the eyes of the law, for a $2 
license fee was all that was exacted 
from either for his registration with 
the secretary of state, and that registra~ 

tion was not annual, but. permanent 
Now, however, the new law will exact 
an annual license fee of $5. That is' too 
much for motoreyclists to have to pay. 
I hear that even some automobile in

Purer Water for Rural Districts. 
| The need of greater care in safeguarding against 

| pollution the water supply of rural districts is sea- 

| sonably urged in the Journal of the American Medical 

1 Association Recent inquiries, says this authority, 

show that thousands of farms and villages the country 

over are seriously imperiled by lack of caution in 

regard to wells and springs, In Minnesota, for in- 
stance, the State Board of Health found that of the 

seventy-nine water supplies examined only twenty 
The report from Indiana is note- 

worthy in detail for the reason that it is typical:

In an examination of the rural water supplies 

in Indiana, {t has heen found that of the private 

177 were deep wells, 411 

shallow wells, five ponds, forty springs and 

twenty-seven cisterns. One hundred and sixteen 

of the deep-well waters were of a good quality, 

forty-five were bad and sixteen doubtful. But 

169 of the 411 shallow-well waters could be used, 

209 were unequivocably bad and forty-three were

Such conditions attest the urgent need of better 

sanitary and inspection for rural districts. 

Cities have been forced to meet and solve their prob- 

lems of this nature but where population is scattered 

and the effects of a polluted water supply are not so

ward pressure for reform. The need of supervision, 
however, is searcely less important than in cities. A 

doctor of public health in each county or an ade- 

quate corps of inspectors under the direction of the 
State Board of Health, could accomplish a vast deal 

of practical good, largely through 

methods.

Market 
Best Be Located? 

E movement to establish.a public market for 

Atlanta has reached the encouraging stage 

where definite plans are being sunggested and 

considered, As to the value and the urgent need of 

a market, there is no difference of opinion; the only 

questions now to be determined are how it can best 

pe financed and where it can be most advantageously 

place 
In this connection, the interesting proposal has 

been madgq that the railroad gap between Broad and 

Forsyth streets be bridged and converted into 2 

market site Such a plan undoubtedly offers rich 

poesibilities but it also Imvolves certain difficulties 

and delays which should not be overlooked, if we 

hope to secfre a market in the near future. 

Before the city could move a step along this par- 

ticular line, it would be necessary to obtain the con- 

sent of the State, which owns the property in ques- 

tion, and also the consent of the railway lessees. That 

would call for a delay of Many months, if not years. 

The Legislature will not meet until the summer of 

1914 and then it will be confronted with the all im- 
portant problem of the Western and Atlantic lease 

which cam scarcely be settled for several sessions to 

come. Until this one over-reaching issue is deter- 
mined, the State is not likely tb grant concessions 

on any particular part of its terminal property in 

Atlanta, though eventually, no doubt, it will see the 

wisdom of freeing a considerable portion of this land 

for business development. 

We mention these circumstances in no spirit of 

unfriendly criticism toward the suggestion that the 

space between the Broad and the Forsyth street via- 

ducts be utilized for a municipal market but simply 

to show that this plan, however admirable it other- 

wise might be, would probably postpone for indefinite 

time an enterprise of which the public is in imme- 

diate need. Certain it is that the Chamber-of-Com- 

merce-and-Council committee which is steering the 

market movement should not pin its faith entirely to 

a scheme that might be held so long in suspense. All 

reasonable suggestions, however, should be duly con- 

sidered; then, the one offering the surest and short: 

est solution to our market problem should be adopted 

and put promptly into effect. 

It occurs to The Journal that all the advantages 

and few, if any, of the obstacles connected with the 

Broad-Forsyth street location are presented by that 

part of the railroad property which lies beyond the 

Union station betwen Central avenue and the Wash- 

ington street viaduct. This area, as we understand, 

is owned entirely by the railroad interests so that 

only their consent to bridge it over with a market 

plaza would have to be secured. In this case, there 

would be no nved of reckoning with the State and 

waiting on legislative uncertainties and delays. It 

would at least be possible to learn in comparatively 

a short time whether the railroads would favorably 

regard such a plan. There is good reason to be- 

lieve that they would approve it; certainly, it could 

be made as profitable to them as to the city. In any 

even‘, we should know with little delay just what 

to count on; we should lose no time in actually es- 

tablishing a market somewhere. 

The idea of relating the city market pldn to the 

much discussed plaza plan is happily conceived. Both 

are admirable enterprises and, if they could be de- 

veloped as joint parts of’a great civic design, much 

would be gained, Herein lies a peculiar advantage of 

puilding the market place over the tracks between 

the Washington street viaduct and Central avenue, 

If that were done, it would constitute the first weg- 

ment of the proposed plaza; a substantial beginning 

would be acomplished; and from time to time addi- 

tions could be made as rapidly as possible until the 

plan would be complete. 

Thus it would not be necessary to wait upon the 

State’s ultimate decision in respect to its terminal 

property to begin either the market or the plaza. On 

the other hand, the construction of a market place 

above the tracks between Washington street and the 

present Union station would emphasize the value and 

feasibility of bridging over the remainder of the 

railroal cut. This definite beginning would furnish 

a definite incentive for carrying forward the entire 

plaza plan. Both the City and the State would haye 

a tangible basis from which to proceed in developing 

all that area from the Union station to the Forsyth 
street bridge, Indeed, one of the greatest encourage- 

ments that could be given the plaza project would be 

the establishment of a market at the place we have 

indicated. 

A better location for the market could not easily 
be found, It would be accessible from all parts of 
the city and from every section of the county, con- 

venient alike to consumers and producers. Further- 

more, it would afford ample space without disturbing 

any established business center. Of what other point 

in the commercial district can this be said? Where 

else could there be found a central site that would 

be available and within reach of the City’s purse? 

It remains to be seen, of course, whether the rail- 

road interests concerned will agree to the establish- 

ment of a market above their tracks. There is no ap- 
parent reason why they should object, if the matter 

is properly presented to them. The suggestion is at 

least worth considering; we respectfully commend it 
to the committee from Council and the Chamber of 

Commerce. 

Some plan for providing Atlanta with a public 

market should be worked out and put into operation 

with the least possible delay, For the lack of such 

an institution, the city’s vital interests are suffer- 

ing. In justice to the rank and file of our people 

who are burdened with the high cost of living, a 
market, guaranteeing an ample supply of table com- 

modities at reasonable prices, should be established.

NEVADA INTERESTED IN 
GEORGIA REFORMATORY: 

From Governor Oddie Regard- 
ing Boys’ Reformatory 

Attracted by the good results which 
have folowed Georgia's provision for a 
reformatory for youthful offenders 
against the laws, Governor Tasker L, 

Slaton for full information relative to 
the law creating the reformatory sys- 
tem, it being his purpose to recommend 
a similar law to the general assembly 
of Colorado. 

Governor Slaton referred Governor 
Oddie’s letter to Chairman R. E. David- 
son, of the state prison commission, for 
reply. Chairman Davidson has forward- 
ed the Colorado governor a copy of the 
law creating the reformatory and ac- 
companied it with the following letter: 

“We have an institution known as 
the boys’ reformatory. This institution 
is on a farm near Milledgeville, Ga. 
Tt has two large buildings, one for the 
negroes and one for the whites. I am 
unable to give you the plans of these 
buildings; in fact, I don't think we have 
them in the office. The size of the negro 
boys’ building is 60 by 120 feet, two 
stories, The building for the white boys 
is about 40 by 100 it is also two stories. 
We have @ school at each building. The 
boys are taught one-half of the day 
and worked on the farm the other half. 

“I think we are doing a good work 
for the white boys in the way of 
reformation. The colored boys I cannot 
say so much for, due to the fact that 
after the expiration of their sentences 
they go back to the same old environ- 
ments, which are not always very con- 
ducive to reformation. 

“In addition to our state reformatory 
Several cities in Georgia have reforma- 
tories of the same nature and all the 
white boys convicted in those cities are 
sent to the city reformatory. These re- 
formatories are conducted about the 
same as the state reformatory at Mil- 
ledgeville. These boys are all sent up 
on indeterminate sentences. The misde- 
meanors can only be held for two years 
and the felons for five years, but we find 
that we have a large majority of felons 
that make good records and are paroled 
out for the balance of their term.”

HERE can be no question as 
I to the value of egg laying 

if they are 
Properly and honestly conducted. 
With egg laying contests end ex- 
periment stations trying to solve 
the question of egg production, ana 
with poultry shows encouraging 
the production of pure bred poul- 
t of good shape and color; we 
feel, with these forces combined, 
that there are greater things in 
store In the future for those who 
keep poultry for profit. Just as 
time has proven honestly conducted 
poultry shows to be of great value 
in improving the shape and color 
of our fowls, just so will honestly 
conducted egg-laying contests prove 
to be of great value in stimulating 
an interest in greater egg produc- 

tion, These two forces must go 
hand in hand. Dr. Pearl, of the 
Maine experiment station, in his 
address before the Amrican Poultry 
association at Atlantic City, said: 

“It is safe to say that never has 
there been so keen and widespread 

au interest in the improvement of poultry in respect to egg production 
a exists at the present time. All over the world poultry keepers are 
waking to the fact that some hens lay more eggs than others; that it 
rests no more to hatch, redr and care for those which lay more, and 
that they want this sort in their flocks. - 

“There would seem to be little doubt that this awakening is due 
jn considerable degree, at least, to the rapid development during the 
jast ten years of egg laying contests in different parts of the world. 
We are indebted for the inauguration of such contests onra large scale 
io the enterprise of the Australlans, In recent years we have seen 
their development in this country. It seems likely that we shall see a 
gueh further growth of the laying contest idea in the United States as 
well as in Muropean countries. To be sure some of our friends of the 
poultry pre who apparently see little or no value in laying tests of 
any sort, have been predicting that the laying competition has about 
run Its course and that the end is now in sight; that we are, in point of 
uct, witnessing its last decline before utter extinction. Unprejudiced 
observation, however, would seem to indicate that these contests make 
astrong appeal to the poultry public. It is difficult to concefve of any 
single measure better calculated to arouse general interest in poultry 
keeping, and to call attention to the- results which follow good care 
and breeding. In other words, the educational value of laying contests 
would seem to be beyond question. That they can be so conducted as 
w contribute to existing knowledge of the Jaws of egg production also 
beyond doubt.”

With such a daily record of injuries 
and deaths we ought not to be sur- 
prised by this dispatch from Boston: 

BOSTON, Oct. 15.—“American 
football is altogether too brutal,” 
said Prince Madikanex Q. Cole, of 
Zululand, who has been studying 
this subject as the guest of the 
family of Robert T. P. Storer, cap- 
tain of the Harvard varsity foot- 
ball team. 

The okra paper of Oscar Pause 
may yet be the salvation of the for- 
ests and the stoppage of the broom- 
handles from competition. 

In 1867 the possibilities of cord- 
age made from okra_ fibre were 
brought to the attention of the de- 
partment of agriculture of the United 
States, but nothing was done about 
it owing to the lack of adequate 
machinery. 

FRACTIONAL COST. 

The cost of growing a crop of 

okra is not only much less than cot- 
ton and other plants, but it can ‘be 
made in five months. An acre of 

good bottom land has been known to 
produce 28,000 pounds of green 
stalks, equal to 12,000 pounds of 

dry. Six tons of dry stalks are es- 
,timated to yield one ton of fibre and 

four tons of paper pulp. 

One beauty of okra raising is that 
not one bit of the plant goes to 
waste. Okra as a vegetable is not 
entirely lost sight of. The fibre 
from the stalk can be converted in- 
to rope, twine, bagging, matting and 
cloth. The roots and pod hulls can 
be used for book binders’ board. The 
seed is said tu contain a valuable oil, 
while it can also be used again to 
raise more okra plants. And best 
of all, the refuse shucks make some 
of the finest paper ever seen. 

The diversity of uses to which the 
okra plant can be put make it a very 
cheap plant to grow. The cost of 

making pulp from okra is said to be 
one-third less than that of making it 
from wood. The by-products are de- 
clared to more than pay the expense 
of producing the paper. The fibre 
alone, which can be bleached to an 
almost perfect whiteness and can be 
dyed readily any color, will nearly 

meet the cost. 
An estimate has been made for

Product: One ton fibre worth not 
less thna $60; four tons of pulp 
worth $160; total $220. Incidentals 
being allowed t a$30 per acre, pro- 
fit would be placed at $120 per

FORTUNE IN OKRA. 
These figures are startling. And 

yet, according to Mr. Pause, they aret 
under estimated rather than over es- 
timated. The roots and pods, 
amounting to nearly 4,000 pounds 
per acre, and the excess seed, have 
not been taken into account. They 
would both run to profit. 

$120 profit an acre on any crop 
means a fortune to the owner of 
land. Okra is a hardy plant. It can 
be grown as easily as cotton, as east- 
ly as corn, or any other crops now 
forming the prime agricultural pro- 
duction of the south. 

Should the -prediction of Oscar 
Pause come true, should the south- 
ern farmer take up paper making 
from okra in earnest, should Geor- 
gia’s sunny fields be dotted with 
prosperous okra farms and thriving 
mills, then indeed, would the south 
be a power in the world of indus- 
try. 

No longer would Dixie depend 
upon the north and other lands for 
paper, but she herself would supply 
the world, and the gold of all na- 
tions would pour into the coffers of 
the southern states.

Another interesting point brought 
out in the courtroom is that the 
moonshiners shift their base of op- 
eration every year or so. One year 
all the raids will be In a certain 
eounty or district, while another 
year that section will be practically 
free of moonshiners and the raids 
will be in an entirely different 
county. This, according to Judge 
Newman, is one reason the govern- 
ment finds it so difficult to aeat with 
moonshining.. Just what causes this 
shift in locality is a question. it 
may be according to some law of 
chance, or !t may be that the activi- 
ties of the revenue officers drive the 
distillers to new territory. It woula 
seem to be the latter, but the stilis 
crop up recurrently in counties. For 
instance, when Judge ‘Newman first 
went on the bench a certain county 
in the state was notorious for its 
moonshine raids. Shortly afterward 
the raids shifted to another county, 
but after several years the first 
county was again the base of opera- 
tions. 

In the southeastern part of the 
state the distillers are practically 
all negroes, while fn the northern 
section they are white. In the sec- 
tion of the state just betow Colum- 
bus the blockade still proper is un- 

known. The moonshtne is made in 
old wash pots, in lard cans, and in 
various other vessels, and much of 
it is known as “sirup skimmings, 
a kind of poor rum.

“To remove foreign particles from 

the eye a most effective method is to 

put a whole flaxseed into the eye and 
allow it to circulate under the lids. 
It becomes gummy from the tear 

moisture, and the foreign substance 
nearly always adheres to it. Another 

way is to pull the upper lid well 
down over the lower lid. 

Never rub the eye, even though the 

irritation causes a torturous itching: 

‘This often imbeds the particle in the 
eyeball, whereas, if the eye is let 

alone, the tears, receiving word of 
the intruder, will rush to the rescue, 
and usually rout him without assist- 
ance. I know of a woman who trav- 

els much and who never goes on a 

railway journey without having in 
her handbag a smali packet of flax- 

seed I assure you that she has quite 
a number of relieved sufferers to her 
credit, ‘ 

If the eyes have been overstrained 
and are tired, a bathing in warn: 
water will soothe them wonderfully. 

Let me beg, of you not to read in 
trolley or train, and certainly never 
do so at night or on the home ride 
from the office. Then the poor eyes 

are desperately tired and crying out 

for rest, Have you not had tnat dull, 

heavy, almost a sick feeling when 
you have reached your destination in 
the evening after a day's work? It is 
very likely because you were read- 
ing, and the hook or paper was wab- 
bling and wiggling. Try studying 
for a Week the types of people about 
you instead of reading on tRe car or 
train. The trial once made, you will 
not return to the practice of forcing 
your poor eyes to work overtime.

Make them hot in a 
double boiler, turn out on a plate, and when 
eool enough to handle, make into croquettes 
and proceed as in preceding recipes.

WALNUT CROQUETTES. 

Crack and shell a pound of English wal- 
nuts, or enough to give you a full cup of 
the meats; put these through your meat 
chopper. Mix with them a half teaspoon- 
ful of salt, the same amount of lemon juice, 
and two teaspoonfuls of chopped parsley. 
Put @ teaspoonful of butter into one of 

CHESTNUT CROQUETTES (1.). 
Boil @ quart of chestnuts, remove the 

shells and skins, and put the nuts through 
@ colander or vegetable press. Work toa 
paste with a tablespoon of butter, a few 
drops of onion juice, two tablespoons of 
fine crumbs, the yolk of an egg, a dash of 
paprika, and salt to taste. Make the whole 
mixture hot in a double botler: when cold 
form into croquettes, let stand two hours 

flour, cook together until they bubble, and 
pour on them one cupful of hot milk. Stir 
the mixture of nuts and seasoning into this, 
add @ beaten egg, cook two minutes longer, 
take from the fire, and set aside to cool. 
When perfectly cold farm into eroquettes 
with the hands, roll in crumbs, then in egg, 
then in crumbs again, and leave for at least 
an hour before frying toa delicate brown in 
deep boiling fat. 

NUTS STEWED IN GRAVY. 
Boil and peel your chestnuts, the large 

variety; have ready a full pint of well sea~ 

soned gravy or stock which you have thick- 
ened to the consistency of a gravy. Drop 

your chestnuts Into this, set It at the side of 

the stove and simmer for t.fteen minutes, 
never letting the gravy boil hard. Serve 
hot. These are especially good if cooked in 

the gravy of poultry and are delicious to 
serve with roast chicken, turkey, or duck. 

NUT GRAVY FOR POULTRY. 
To the gravy made and thickened for 

poultry add a cup of bdiled chestnuts, cut 
into little pieces. Let them stand in the 
gravy about five minutes before serving. 
This 1s good when rice is one of the vege- 
tables offered with the poultry. 

NUT BREAD. 
Dissolve a yeast eake in a half cup of 

boiling water, put with it one cup of hot 
milk and one cup of hot water, one table- 
spoon each of shortening and of sugar, add 
to it three cups of whole wheat four and 
one of white flour—enough to make a soft 
dough. Knead for ten minutes, set to rise 
until it has grown to twice its original bulk, 

put with it a cup of chopped English walnut 
kernels, form into small loaves, let it rise 
an hour longer, or until quite puffy, and 
bake. 

NUT SANDWICHES. 
Chop the kernels of English walnuts, but- 

ternuts, pecans, or hickory nuts, and to 
every tablespoon of these allow half as 
much cream cheese. Season to taste with 
salt, soften with cream until it will spread

NUT AND FRUIT SALAD. 

Divide oranges into lobes, removing the 
white skin, and cut each lobe in half, peel

lettuce leaves, Over all poura mayonnaise 
dressing, just before serving. If you 
choose you may substitute grapefruit for 

the orange and may use apple instead of 
bananas.

ITALIAN CHESTNUT PUDDING. 
Boll a pound of large Italian chestnuts, 

peel them and put through a vegetable 
press, Moiaten them with a couple of table- 
spoons of sherry, after you have heaped 
the powdery chestnuts in a shallow dish. 
Put whipped cream, a little sweetened, 
over and around them, and garnish with 
whole chestnuts or with maraschino cher- 
ries, 

CHESTNUT PUDDING. 

Beat four egss light, the yolks and whites 
separately; to the beaten yolks add a cup 
of bolled chestnuts which you haye put 
through a vegetable press; add to thia « 
tablespoon of melted butter and two table- 
spoons cracker crumbs, crushed very fine; 
one tablespoon sugar, two cups milk, a little 
salt. All the whipped whites, turn into a 
pudding dish and bake to a delicate brown.

@ full tablespoon of finely ground coffee 
to acup of boiling water. If for breakfast 
coffee the cup is the breakfast size, if for 

after dinner coffee tne eize of the spoon 
ig the same, but the cup ia the small, or 
“ demitass: size. 

When I make boiled coffee I stir in the 
shell and white of an egg, with a little 
water with the ground coffee, pour on my 
measured boiling water, bring it to a holl, 

and cook for ten or fifteen minutes, boil- 
ing steadily, but not permitting it to boll 
over. Then I throw in a little cold water 
ta check the boll suddenly. stand the coff 
pot to one side so that it will settle, and 

pour the coffee off carefully so as not tostir 

up the grounds. 
When I make drip coffee I pour the boiling 

water slowly upon the ground coffee Ip 
the percolator, and after it is dripped 
through turn the water into a heated vea- 
sel and then let it again: drip through the 

coffee grounds. The oftener the dripping 
process is repeated the stronger the cof- 

fee, Never let it boll in a drip pot of any 
sort. T always make the coffee with fresh- 
ly botled water and do not let the coffee 
stand after it is made.

or with one dipped in vinegar. If it does 
not seem clean you may lay it in a pan 
with a little cold water in the bottom, wash 
it off quickly, and take it out atonce, When 
meat is left lying in water it loses juice and 
flavor. Have your oven hot and put your 
pan in it for a few minutes before laying in 
your meat. After the meat goes in keep the 
oven at this fierce heat for about ten min- 
utes until the surface is seared enough to 
retain the juice, then lower the heat and 
bring it down to a temperature which will 
cook the meat without acorching. 
You may follow this same process with 

beef, lamb, mutton, veal, and pork. 
i have advised dashing boiling water over 

the meat and this sears the surface when 
the water is actually on the boil and comes 
from the kettle, but the careless cook who 
pours lukewarm water over her roast 
coaxes out its juice and injures its flavor. 
To stew chicken have it cut into neat 

pieces and if the fowl is not young and 
tender put it over the fire with cold water 
enough to cover and bring gradually to a 
gentle boil, adding a stalk of celery, a sliced 
onion, and some chopped parsley after the 
water begins to simmer. Keep it at a slow 
boil until the meat is tender, with the cover 
on the pot all the while. If the chicken is 
old and tough several hours’ cooking may 
be required. If it is young, you may put it 
in the saucepan without other water than 
that which adheres to the meat after wash- 
ing it. In either case, slow cookery is the 
secret of success. Thicken the gravy with 
butter and flour—a tablespoonful of each to 
@ cupful of the gravy—and pour over the 
chicken in the dish. 
To prepare lobsters for the table thrust 

them alive, head downwards into boiling 
water, cook thirty or forty minutes, and 
when cold crack shell and remove meat. 
Hardshell crabs shoyld have the same 
treatment. Follow any good recipe for 
dishes of crab or lobster meat.

people will at last in desperation ac- 
cept what they now rejéct. I am not 
willing to endorse this philosophy. 
am not willing to help to make any 
condition worse no matter how sure I 
may be that out of that worse condi- 
tion good may finally come. Human 
judgment is not suffiicently unerring 
to enable us to measure with certainty 
the result of the acts of hoters or even 
the result of our own actions. I am 
restrained by the fear that if I help 
to make a condition worse I may not 
afterwards be able to make it better. 
I have put my theory into the form of 
an illustration; if I ever get it into 
my head that I can raise a man from 
the dead, I shall not kill a man in 
order to experiment with him—I shall 
experiment on a dead man. 

I am not going to advocate any p: 
ticular reform. As I stated in the 
beginning, my purpose is to encour- 
age reforms and to arouse the indiffer- 
ent to activity. And reformers need 
encouragement. When one sees an 
evil clearly he wonders why all do not 
see it; when he finds a remedy that 
seems sufficient he wonders why all 
€o not accept it, As great reforms 

come slowly it is not strange that 
those who labor earnestly should 
sometimes become discouraged when 
they see their hopes deferred. The 
great reformers of history have had 
their hours of darkness and of doubt. 
Elijah, that brave-prophet of the early 
day, who had the courage to stand 

tional or world-wide there is an arm 
back of every righteous cause—an arm 
strong enough to give victory to truth. 

I shall only bring before you three 
lines of progress, progress and intelli- 
gence, In morals and in the science of 

| government; but these lines are so im- 
| portant that there is no excuse for 
| pessimism if progress along these lines 
can be shown. And it is not difficult 

to support the proposition advanced; 
my embarrassment is not to find evi- 

| dence of progress—it is rather to find 
time in which to present all that 
might be brought forward. 

Let us begin the world’s advanec in 
intelligence. Every year finds a larger 
percentage of the people of the world 
able to read and write—able to study 
history and, knowing the past, judge 

| the futre; every year finds more 
| schools, more students in attendance 
and a higher standard of education. 

| And this is not true today only, but 
every day; not in one place only, but 
everywhere. 

| Only a few generations ago the best 
people thought that God never intend- 
ed the masses to be educated, and now 
we say that when God gave brains to 
all he gave the best possible proof of 
His desire that all should enjoy the 
benefits of mental discipline. None of 

|us think ourselves wise enough to 
|draw a line through society and to 
say that the children on one_ side 
should be educated and the children 

|on the other side condemned to the 
| night of ignorance. The American 
|ideal is that there shall be an open 
| door before every child and that every 
child shall be urged to make the larg- 

jest possible use of their educational 
oportunities. This is not only the 

| American ideal, but it is the ideal to- 
| ward which the whole world is moving, 
| our nation leading the way. We have 
| such faith in the value of education, 
|as shown by the fact that we desire 
\it for ourselves and provide it for 
those about us, that if there were no 
other sign of progress this advance in 
education througbout the world would 
in itself make the future bright with 
hope. 

But it would be of doubtful advan- 
tage to eduacte men and make their 
minds stronger—stronger for harm as 
well as for good—if we were not put- 
ting back of those stronger minds a 
heart development that would assure 
society that this larger mental power 
would be employed fo trhe advance- 
ment of the common weal. 

I come, therefore, to the second 
branch of my subject and assert that 
the world’s progress in morals: is 
equal to its progress in intelligence. 
In fact, if I were called upon to de- 
cide the question I would be compel- 
led to say that, just at this time, the 
evidence of a world-wide moral awak- 
ening is even more abundant than 
the evidence of a universal advance 

the last ten years, been brought into 
men’s clubs and Bible classes. After 
the individual clubs had been organ- 
ized in the various churches, national 
brotherhoods were formed. The broth- 
erhood of the church with which I) 
am connected was organized less than | 
five years ago; now nearly every) 
great denomination has a national 
| brotherhood and these organizations | 
| have, in turn, been federated under in-| 
terdenominitional committees. We 
have great organizations, like the 
Christian Endeavor society, for in- 
stance, with four million members— 
more than one-third of them added 
within the last four years; we have 
the bipworth League, the Baraca so- 
ciety and numerous others. And then 
we have the Young Women’s Chris- 
tian association and the Young Men’s 
Christian association, the latter with 
a million members, half of them in 
the United States. You may be inter- 
ested to kn§w that the amount ex- 
pended through the Y. M. C. A. in 
this country each year is more than 
twice as large as the total amoynt ex- 
pended by the committees of the lead- 
ing parties in the last presidential 
campaign; as a presidential campaign 
comes once in four years, this means 
that the total expenditures of the Y. 
M. C. A. during a period of four years 
are eight times as great as the amount 
expended in national politics. 

But let us go outside of our own 
country. In every nation. with any 
degree of civilization an awakened 
conscience is addressing itself to 
some ethical question. In China the 
opium traffic has been the absorbing 
issue, but now at an enormous sac- 
rifice in national revenue the fight 
is about won and war has been de- 
clared against gambling, China’s sec- 
ond vice. 

In most of the countries of Eu- 
rope the liquor question is the par- 
amount moral issue. In Ireland two 
years ago I met the founder of the 
Catch My Pal society. It began with 
a meeting between a minister and 
drunken men on the street during 
which one of the men asked the min- 
ister to get the other four to sign 
the pledge. He invited them to come 
to his house when they were sober 
and sign the pledge; they accepted 
the invitation and after signing went 
out and brought back five more, each 
one his pal. When the second five 
had signed the ten brought in ten 
more and the twenty organized a 
society. It has since reached a mem- 
bership of 120,000 and has changed 
the habits of entire communities. 

France, one of the great wine pro- 
ducing countries of the world, has, 
through her government, decided to 
teach in the schools the effect of al- 
cohol upon the system, a work com- 
menced in this country many years 
ago under the leadership of the Wo- 
mars Christian Temperance union. 

But the most important item of 
news on the subject of temperance 
comes from Germany. Something 
over two years ago Emperor Wil- 
helm, speaking to the naval “cadets 
at Mirwig, told them that in crisises 
that might arise the country must 
depend upon them, but that it could 
not do so unless their brains were 
clear and their nerves steady. And 
then he warned them that alcohol 
would rob their brains of clearness 
and their nerves of steadiness and, 
in the name of the Fatherland, ap- 
pealed to them to join total absti- 
nence societies and held up for their 
inspiration the total abstinence so- 
cieties of the British navy. 

But there is another phase of this 
moral awakening to which I must 
call your attention, namely, the 
change in the point of view from 
which men are considering public 
questions. Seventeen years ago those 
most active in behalf of reforms were 

in education. 
The era of brotherhood is upon us. 

There is a better understanding of 
brotherhood today than there ever has 
been before; more of a sense of kin- 
ship among men. There is more al- 
truism on earth than the earth has 
previously known and more in the 
United States than in any other 
country in the world. 

Let me bring to your attention just 
a few of the many organized efforts 
that are beng made to lift the stand- 
ard of morals. In this country some- 
thing like a million men have, during 

for the most part men who felt an 
immediate pecuniary need of reme- 
dial legislation. This deep personal 
interest was manifested everywhere 
and it is not strange; we were then 
at the end of an era of falling prices. 
For nearly‘a quarter of a century 
the dollar has been rising in its 
purchasing power and the price level 
falling; for nearly twenty-five years 
the money owner and the money 
changer had been drawing in an un- 
earned increment and the world was 
being foreed into bankruptcy. It 
was not a national peril only but a 
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William Jennings Bryan 
menace to the world. 

Three times the leaddng nations 
had joined in great conferences, ev- 
erybody everywhere admitting the 
seriousness of the situation, the only 
question being How shall we escape’ 
That was the situation then; now it 
is all changed. An unprecedentea 
inerease in the production of a pre- 
cious metal has made such an enor- 
mous addition to the world’s volume 
ef standard money that conditions 
are now reversed. 

The purchasing power of the dol- 
jar instead of rising is falling; the 
price level instead of falling is ris- 
ing; the world instead of going into 
bankruptcy is coming out. If you 
are paying a debt contracted six- 
teen years ago you are paying it in 
dollars that will not, on the average, 
purchase more than two-thirds as 
much as the dollars that you bor- 
rowed. With this relief from the 
grinding process there has come an 
independence that was not then 
known—that was scarcely then pos- 
sible. 

The political independence which 
we see in this country today is large- 
ly the outgrowth of this moral awak- 
ening. Men do not believe less in 
parties than they used to but they 
are more strongly impelled than for- 
merly to regard the party as a 
means to an end rather than an end 
in itself. They are coming to believe 
that the best service that one can 
render to his party is not to allow 
the party. to sacrifice the permanent 
interests of a party organization. 

To this growing group of disin- 
terested patriots I look for large la~ 
bor in the work that lies before us.

If you ask me 
to name the one factor which more 
than any other accounts for the 
world-wide revolution of which we 
are now a part, I reply that it is this 
{moral awakening—thts stirring ef 
;the conscience of the world. The 
conscience is the most potent force 
of which we have knowledge. Tell 
me that it is law that makes men 

jhonest! For one man made honest 
by law a hundred are made honest 
by conscience. 

I now come to the third proposi- 
tion, namely: that the world’s ad- 
vance in the science of government 
is as great as its advance in educa- 
tion and in morals; and it would be 
strange if with a larger intelligence 
there were not a better understand- 
ing of the theory of government, and 
it would be mortifying to us if, with 
a better understanding of goveru- 
ment, there were not a larger faith 
in the principles of popular govern- 
ment. And it would be strange, too, 
if, with a growing conception of 
brotherhood, there were not a clear- 
er recognition of the rights of man. 

A century ago Jefferson said that 
there were just two parties in every 
country and that wherever speech 
was free these two parties would 
manifest themselves. He described 
them, not by party names, but by 
words that permanently symbolize 
the opposing spirits that animate 
parties. One he described as an Ar- 
istocratic party that would naturally 
draw to itself those who do not be- 
lieve in the people and who do not 
trust them, and the other as a Dem- 
ocratic party that would naturally 
draw to itself those who do beneve 
in the people and do trust them 
Jefferson, with that wisdom that put 
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him in a class by himself among tne 
statesmen, thus drew the only line! 
that can be drawn always and ev- 
erywhere through society—the line 
that separates the man who is at 
heart a democrat from the man who 
is at heart an aristocrat. He under- 
stood, as every statesman has whose 
name has survived his generation, 
that these two parties are 'n con- 
stant conflict, the party democratic 
in spirit trying to bring the govern- 
ment nearer to the people, the party 
aristocratic in spirit endeavoring to 
obstruct every step toward popular 
government. With a century of his- 
tory to support the proposition I 
affirm that the party of the people is 
the growing party everywhere, and 
that the party of the aristocracy 1s/ 
the dying party the world around. 

If time permitted illustrations could 
be drawn from every land. but | shall 
only ask your attention to five and those 
relate to victories won for popular 
government within the last ten years. 

First, we have Russia; after infinite 
suffering and sacrifice her people at 
last secured a Douma. The first and 
second Doumas were dissolved, and 
suffrage was withdrawn from more 
than nine million voters in an effort to 
secure a conservative legislative body. 
But even the third Douma refused to 
write the word “auto.vat” after the 
name of the Czar and its first import- 
ant measure provided that there 
should be schools for all the children 
in Russia, 

Within seven years Persia has se- 
cured a constitution, and during that 
period Turkey has secured both a con- 
stitution and a representative body. 

Within ten years the Dowager Em- 
press of China began to lay the found- 
ations of a constitutional monarchy 
but the government did not go fast 
enough for the people and we have 
seen four hundred millions of Chinese 
driving the Manchu rulers from the 
throne and organizing a republic, a 
republic whose chief executive, taking 
a title like that of our own, is called 
the President of United States of 
‘China. 

But it is not among the backward 
nations alone that Democracy has won 
victories. The people have won two 
great victories in Great. Britain in 
three years. The first was in the mat- 
ter of taxation. The voters, speaking 
through the House of Commons, com- 
pelled the House of Lords to consent 
to present a budget which appro- 
priated a part of the unearned incre- 
ment of the landlords. And then the 
House of Commons challenged the 
House of Lords to mortal combat dn 
one of the most fundamental govern- 
mental propositions, namely, that 
hereafter the peoplv.should speak, not 
through hereditary body, but only 
through those whom they elected to 
power. When the peers resisted the 
measure the King listened to the peo- 
ple’s plea and forced the House of 
Lords to consent to the abridgement 
of its powers demanded by the voters, 
and hereafter that body cannot for a 
longer period than two years obstruct 
a measure that has passed the House 
of Commons. And when the House of 
Lords of Great Britain, the most an- 
cient and illusti:ous of all the hered- 
itary bodies on the earth, bowed before 
the onsweeping tide of democracy that 
rolls around the world—then came the 
begining of the end of hereditary rule. 

This is what the world has been , 
doing outside of the United States, and 
while other nations have been march- 
ing at doublequick toward govern- 
mental forms more responsive to the 
people’s will, we have been keeping 
step. Nowhere on God’s footstool has 
faith in the people grown more or been 
more emphatically expressed than in 
our own beloved land. 

The first illustration of this is’ in 
the triumph of the movement that has 
for its object the election of United 
States senators by direct vote of the 
people. The struggle has lasted for 
two decades but the victory is won. 
The senate was at last compelled to 
yield to the people’s demand and the 
states have ratified the amendment 
which makes {he United States sen- 
ate a popular body, and it will be 
the people’s fault if it does not be- 
come the greatest legislative body 
of the world—a body to which those 
may aspire who in less important 
positions have demonstrated a capac- 
ity for government affairs and 
proven their fidelity to people’s in- 

terests.

CONTROLLING LICE ON GARDEN 
: CROPs. 

Mr. D. J. G., Cartersville, Ga, writes: 
T want te Know what te Go for lice ia my 

garden turnips planted after vegetables. 
They came up and grew fine tops about 
eight or ten inches high, making roots 
right along. The tops are full of lice 
which turns the roots yellow and causes 
them to ret in the grounc. This is the 
third year. I fertilized with stable manure 
and cleanings from hen house. Please tell 
me through the columns of The Journal 
what to do for the lice. 

About the only thing we could sug- 
gest for you to use to destroy the lice 
on your turnips is kerosene emulsion. 
This is made by taking one gallon of 
water, one-half pound of hard soap and 
one part of kerosene. You will find rain 
water valuable for this purpose. If it is 
hard you should use enough borax to 
soften it. Heat the water and shave 
the soap into it. Stir until the soap 
is thoroughly dissolved. Pour the oil| 
into the water and stir thoroughly for 
about half hour. You can tell when 
it is done by the fact that the wa- 

ter and soap will not separate on stand- 
ing. In other words, a thorough emul- 
sion has been formed. Dilute before 

using with, say, thee gallons of wa-| 
ter. nf 

A soap solution is often found ecee-| 
tive for lice. It is made by mixing 
one pound of soap and mx gallons of 
water. Spray either the kerosene mul- 

sion or the latter mixture over the) 
leaves very thoroughly. We do not 
think yard manure 1s responsible. for 
the trouble about which you write. We 
advise the rotation of crops for fields. oe es
